There is a great law governing the pm-‘
pagation of animals and vegetables, whieh |
should be understood by every farmer. A
law is a rule of action ; and an observance
| of this rule of action has brought the ani-

state of perfection, in mimstering to (ivej
convenience and affluence of man, |

The operation of this law is manifested |
in parents begetting like progeny, or, in|
