The Boston Globe gives a correspondent
the foll wing truthful picture f a journalistic
career : Il is hard to tell from this distance
whether yon are fitted for the hard life of &
newspaper writer or not. That is the only
question to be decided, for qualification is
quite immaterial. You must be prepared to
rise from your bed as earlyas 10 A, in
order that you may huve finished your pri-
vate mail by noon. Lunch is always paid for
by the office, but you have got to accustom
yourself to but five courses, and only two
kinds of wine—some papers stand three, in-
cluding champagne, but they are the excep-
tion rather than the rule. At 2 p.x. you are
expected to read the thorning papers, and if
you are not tco much exhausted by the effort
you can have a game of billiards, for no well-
regulated newspaper office is without a well-
appointed Dbilliard room. At 7 p.a. you are
expected to tell the city editor where you will
spend the evening, so that ke send for
you in case your friends call, and then you
can go to the theatre, opera, ball, or dog fight,
to which sickets and a  carriage will be pro-
vided. Ifyou think you can stand such
laborious work, come on and we will see what
we can do for you ; but you must anderstand
that there 18 none of the lnxury to which you
bave béen accustomed in a newspaper office.

If
the Jeannette had -any specific instructions
for her guidance“one would be able to offer &
more decided opinion after pursuing them. 1
should think the probabilities are very great
against her having been destroyed in the ice,

and though there will be, of course, canse for
anxiety should she nos return by Behring’s
Straits this autumn, I should have confident
hope that she would be heard of on the coast
of Biberia, or tarn up next shmmer at Nova
Zembla. I scarcely think it possible that she
could have tried to make the passage to east-
ward along the coast of America, though, of
course, it is possible. My opinion is that if
the Jeannette is not heard of before the navi-
gation through Behring’s Straits is actually
olosed, arrangements should be made at San
Franciseo for a vessel to proceed in search of
her next May. It is premature to fay, with-
out a good deal of consideration, the actual
steps that should be taken.

It says that her Majesty was made
Ewmpress of Iudia, Kiog William of Prussia
Emperor of Germany and France a republic
without nsking permission of any one, and as
Roumanis is now as independent as any of
the nlove named countries, she has the same
T to chango the style of ber domestic or-
gonization. The Hungarian press has as.
sumed a bitter and domineering tone toward
this principality, and some journals go so far
as to assert that Austria will never recegnize
the kingly crown of Roumania unless the
latter country adopts the well known Magyar
sentiments toward Russin. The Servian
press, on the contrary, encourages this coun-
try to proclaim it a kingdom, with the in-
tention, no doubt, of following suit at Bel-
grade.

AN INMPHOVED LOLOMOTIVE,
Urica, N.Y., Oct. 21, 1880.
An improved innovation in locomotive con-
struction was successfnlly tested en the Dele-
ware and Lackawannsu Railroad to-day. A
special train, bearing prominent mechanics
and capitalists, and drawn by the locomotive
named Counterpressure, left Utica at ten a.
m. and proceeded to Waterville, twenty-one
miles distant. Here a.train of six heavily
loaded coal cars was attached, and, without
the application of a single brake, was taken
to Utica. The speed of the train was dimin-
ished and stops made on down grades of
seventy, eighty and nigety feet per mile, by
the use of a lever, the engineer bejng able
thus, unassisted, toslacken the speed of the
train at will. The locomotive used is of the
ordinary pattern. The power brought to
bear against the piaton is obtained and con-
trolled by the use of an extra valve in the
steam chest. By this steam is had direct
from the boiler through a pipe which enters
the steam chest where ordinarily the oil cups
aro placed. By thisarrangement there is no
need to reverse the cut-off lever, thereby ob-
viating an immense strain upon the engines
which attends the process known to railroad
men as ** hauling over.”

What the Church is Dolng ior Forelgn
Missions.

At Friday's session, in Toronto, the Bnﬂgﬁal
Union resolved itself into a Foreign Mission-
ary Society, and Rev. Mr. Coutts read the
minutes of the previous meeting, and also bis
report as Secretary of the Board.
The report of the Secretary stated that the
engagement on the 24th of December last by
the Executive Committee of Rev. Joseph Me-
Cloran for the work of the mission had proved
most satisfactory. A% the same meeting an
appeal made by the Board to the Church for
help had resulted in a liberal answer, Grati-
tude was due in particular to Dr. Castle, who
had been the means of securing $500 to the
Society. Also to the Women's Missionary
Society of the west, which had sent i $1,300,
and to that of the East, which had contribut-
ed $600. The report in continuance referred
to the details of the various mission works
abroad, and in giving a brief sccount of the
Indian stations urged the dispatch of fresh
rerpers to the harvest. There was, too, a
necessity for a schsol for the special prepara-
tion of natives for thé ministry. In the field
107 converts had been baptized, and the total
numbers of converts now in the care of the
mission was 437. The total income of the
Board for the year ending October 14th was
$8,948. Thereport concluded with expres.
sions of gratitude and hopes. for continued
success. ‘The report was received and adopted
on motion.
Mr. T.D. Craig, Treasurer of the Board,
read phe financial report, gividg the total
receipts of $8,948, as made up from the con-
tributions from the Women's Missionary
Societies, $1,920 ; beneficent scheme, $1,522 ;
Trust fund of Philadelpbia (per Dr., Castle),
$500 ; special donation for church building
at Akedo, $500, and subscriptions from
churches and individuals, $4.506. The ex-
penditure for the year was $8 917, cousisting
of the outlay upon the work inIndia, $7,850;

The 21st October, 1880, was the seventy-
fifth anniversary of the great naval battle of
Trafalgar Bay, in which Admiral Nealson, in
command of the British fleet, fought and de-
stroyed the combined fleets of France and
Spain, capturing a large number of vessels
and prisoners of war. Some time since it
was stated in the press that the last survivor
of that battle had recently died, buf on in

R, HOLBROCK, OF STINSON STREET,
had been engaged in that action. Mr. Hol-
brook is now over ecighty yeara of age, but
shows no signsof mental decline, and very few
of bodily decay.

MILITARY BALLOONS,
They Can Be Brought Dowm Wih a
Howitzer.
The London Standard, in a recent issue,
says : The military aeronaut is not to have
matters all his own way, it seems. We have
lately been entertained with a good many ac-
counts of the marvelous things scouts in the
air can accomplish, rising swiftly over the
heads of friend and foe to a point of vantage
whence every manceuvre is to be watched
with facility, Meanwhile, however, it has
oceurred to the committee who are entrusted
with inquiring into the subject to try
whether any danger is likely to arise from
an enemy’s fire, supposing a hostile battery
to be placed within & few thousand yards of
tire balloon. The experiment cage off at
Dungenees a few days ago. An 8 inch how
itzer, which is simply an ordinary siege
arm, and by no means endowed with great
precision, was the weapon chosen, and with
this it waa proposed to stalk the balloon as
soon as it had risen. No doubt an
aeronaut could have been found plucky
enough to take a seat in the car, but fortu-
nately as the result showed, the balloon was
seut into the air empty. It was, we are told,
one of the ordinary service balloons, such as
would serve for the ascent of one or two
scouts, and it was permitted to rise to the
height of 800 feet. The howitzer was placed
at a distance of 2,000 yards, but the gunners,
we are informed, were not i strocted as to
the precise range, but were required to find
it for themselves, An S-inch shell wns ac-
cordingly fired into the air a8 a trial shot,
and this, deepite the novelty of the target,
sufficed to supply the gunners with the nee-
essary information. The next shot brought
down the balloon. The projectile was a
sharpnel shell, it appears, and the fuse bad
been 80 well timed that the sbell burst just in
front of the balloon, projecting something
like 300 ballets through the fabric, and
causing its immediate descent. What effect
this experiment will have upon mijlitary bal-
looning we know not, but it is very evident
that seouts in the air connot consider them-
selves safe when within the ordinary range of
a field-piece.

—It was C. F. Denecourt, or the ** Syl-
vanus of the Forest,” as he grew to be affec-
tionately called by the people cf Fontaine-
bleau, who first made its beauties accesible
mainly, if not wholly, to the American tour-
ist.
