Mary's opposite Fredericton, may
be found the standsrd bred stallion Sir
Charles, 2745, by Mambrino Charta, 868, out
of Lady Messenger, the dam of Crown
Prince, 2.25. Lady Messenger was by
Warrior, be by Young Messenger, he by
Winthrop Messenger. The decendants of
Warrior were and are renowned horses in
New Brunswick, and some of them, consider-
ing their advantage, developed great speed.
8Bir Obarles himself is undoubtedly one of
the speediest borses in the world. This is &
great deal to say, butit is a well known fact
that his bursts of speed are phenomenal. A
throat trouble of some kind, ssid to be
transmittable, has prevented his being cam-
paigned. He is a gray color and model in
form. Bome of bis colts are very promising.
The only one that has been tracked is Maud
C. and she with an unskillfal driver, on a
vew track, made a record of 2.59} last
sutomo, this bhaving been ber first public
sppearance.

He is first in size and brilliancy
of all the stars that gem the skies. His op-
position with the sun occurs on May 21st,
and be iy then s near the earth ag possible;
Venus is & morniag star, rising half-an hoor
before the sun.
