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A ST. JOHN REPUDIATOR.

The Montreal Gazette now has
company in asking that the govern-
ment repudiate the Chignecto Ship
Railway. The St. John Globeadopts
the same role. So far as the Globe
essays fuct, i% is wrong; so far as it
attempts argument it is imbecile,
It says: “On two or three occasions
there have been extensions of time,
one result has been a fresh investment
of money by persons who have been
taught to believe that hecause the
Canadian government has made a
new concession, the investment is a
new pne.  Should this thing con-
tinue?’ If the Globe liad hunted up
the statutes and followed the history
of the work, instead of following the
second hand rubbish published by the
Montreal Gazette, it wonld have
learned that there has been but one
exteneion of ‘ime since the work com-
menced and that there has not been
one dollar of “fresh investment” of
capital, beyond what is now pro-
posed.

The Globe further says: “This
country subsidized the undertaking,
rot merely with the understanding but
with the absoluté declaration in legal
terms that in order to make the sub-
sidy available it should be earned
within a certain time.” If by this
statement the Globe wishes its readers
to infer that time was made a neces-
sary ingredient or corndition of the
contract, was ‘‘of the essence of the
contract,” between the company and
parliament or the government, and on
this foundation seeks Lo absolve the
government from all responsibility we
have again to charge that the Globe
has falsitied the recurd. There is un-
doubtedly a time limit placed in ali
government money votes and all con-
tracts. This is necessary and proper
to prevent their becoming perpetual,
When a money vote this year is not
expended within the year, and has to
be expended, it is ravoted next session.
If a contract is not completed within
the time limited, it is never cansider-
ed “Null and Void,” but is extend-
ed unless a chause is inserted mak-
ing time the essence of the ‘con-

- tract. It is sometimes necessary to
do this, as when the eountry requires
a certain service, as a mail or steam-
boat service at certain periods.

Except time is'made the essence of
the contract it is the universal custom
to extend the time limit. It ishard-
ly necessary to add, that in the case
of the Ship Ry., time was not made
of the esserce of the contract and to
import that feature into it now, after
three millions of dollars have been
expended, would be - creating a new
condition in the contract grossly un
fair to the original investors. Itis no
unusual thing for government con-
tractors to faii in their work. Scarce-
ly a contraetor on the I. C. R. who
did not fail. Wase his work thereby
forfeited? Not at all. The govern-
ment either relet it or completed it
itself. Jf there was any bilance due
the contractor it was paid him or his
creditors. The  Oxford - Pictou
branch affords a later instance of the
game rule. Whoever before heard - of
a government contractor’s work being
forfeited because he suspended or did
not complete within the tirae limit?

The Ship Railway Co. taking up-
on itself greater risks and responsibili-
ties in opporating &c. the work is en-
titled to still greater. consideration
than an ordinary contractor, on the
part of the goverment.

The Globe never was and is not
prepared to dizcuss the Ship Railway
on its merits; it uses this wortk as a
cover to vent its malice at Sir Charles
Tupper. It says: “the man who was
“chiefly instrumental in inducing
«¥ * # (his expenditure is no lenger
“in the conntry. If the administra-
“tion could dismies him * * they
“would condone in part * *”

We are accustemed to seeing the
Globe yublish periodically a catalogue
of the tew pots, mugs and other crock-
eryware, knives, forks, tumblers, pots,
window blinds, chaiis aud furmiture
generally, in the house Canada keeps
in London for the occupation of the
High Commissioner, given with an
amplitude of detail and a ‘“ecatch
thief” air as if each pot and pan pur-
chased, was 8o much pilfering and
thievery.

This is the sort of Chinese stink-
pot warfare that the Globe wages
against public men on the other side
of politics especially Sir Charles Tup-
per, who more than any other man
has put a quictus on the Globe's
aspirations and earned its enmity.

The paper that sympathizes with
Fenianiswm and the Clan-na-Gael, that
scoffs and eneers at loyalty to the
British Crown and conuection, that
espouses the cause of annexation and
that gave ity aid to the Repeal agita-
tion in Nova Sco'ia in 1886, beurs no
love to that greatest of Nova Scotia's
gons, who has done more -than any
other single man to promote her mater-
ial interests, and one of the smallest
of whose services to his country, was
the vigorous stamping oat he gave to
the Repeal movement in his native
Province.

No paper in Canada can go 1l
afford to fling dirt at a pubhic man
for no paper bears so mean a record.
It has opposed free schocls, the con-
solidation of these cclonies into one
power, the purchase of the North
Woest, the construction of the Canada
Pacific and every other step taken by
this country the past twenty-five
years in its march of improvement,
Let any one pause for a moment to
consider wnat would bLe to-day the
status of this province, if the people
had been idiotic enough to follow 1he
counsels of the Globe! ~ The improved
standing of the country in the money
market of the world alone isa trinms~
phant result sufficient to indicatd. the
great work achieved by our Tuppers,
Tilleys and MacDonalds.

We are p'eased to believe that
the government will not follow the
advice given by the Globe, respecting
the Ship Railway; if it dil, it would
go far to justify a good decl of the
opprobrium and aluse, that pager
continually heaps upon its members.

A GOOD STEAMER.—SUMMERSIDE ANDHOW
IT 18 GOVERNED.—TRANSPORTATION
MATTERS AND OPINIONS ON THE SHIP
RAILWAY.

L.The trip from Pt. du Cheng to Sum-
therside is now performed in 2 hours and
45 minutes by the P. E. L. steam navi-
tions Co's new boat, the Northwin-
land. In providing this vessel, the
Co., took a long step in advance of the
requirements of travel. She is more of
an ocean liner than a ferry boat. Her
spacious and luxurious ‘ salaons, her
ample upper decks and her large sto
capacity &ow decks adapt her for
(and more) the business the Island is
likely to afford for some time by this
route, Every requirement of trade and
travel is so completely fulfilled in her,
that she is likely to give any competin,
line—e. .g via the Capes or Alberton an
Richibucto, an unhappy time of. it.
Still it is understood t}limt the company
is not satisfied with their monopoly; the
vessel cost $150,000, and her current
expenses are reported to make sad havoc
with the dividends.
A}g)rowhingrsummerside at the head
of a deep bay from the South west one
sees ranges of low hills with vistas of
grain fields, groves and farm houses; on
the left rising above half a dozen long

wooden piers are the streets of the town..

In the halcyon days of wooden ships,
Summerside was in the hey day of her
prosperity and her deserted shipyards
and the empty buildings about them
are melancholy reminders of departed
glories,

Possessing a splendid back country
and business men of energy, the town is
adapting itself to new conditions; it has
passed the low water period and an era
of substantial growth seems to be in
store for it, as the business and dis-
tributing centre of a large district of
country. It has a great many handsome
private residences and has just added a
new and handsome Methodist church
that cost $8,000. The front street con-
tains some handsome stores, mixed up
with architectural bric-a-brac, that un-
fortunately are being left to the ele-
ments to resolve into ofiginal atoms,

The town is incorporated and govern-
ed by a chairman and six councillors
elected at large. The chairman for the
imst seven years has been Hon. Richard

The
population is about 3,000; the valuation
about $1,250,000; the expenses of run-
ning the machine less than $9,000. The
assessment is only 3 per cent.

The debt of the town is $6,500, for fire
steam engine, etc. -

It has two policemen only.

Two men are constantly employed in
repairing sidewalks and streets. Be-
sides this expense, the town spends
about $1000 per annum in macadamiz-
ing streets, which costs $40 per chain.
Two feet of briek are first laid, then one
foot of brick clay and on that one -foot
of broken stone. It is said to make
very permanent and serviceable work.
The town has not yet riseh to the dig-
nity of electric lights, kerosene lamps
make the darkness discernible. o

Summerside is a competitor with Cape
Traverse as the Island terminus of the
Capes route. It has two disadvantages;
the fi rst, distance, being 18 miles against
Cape Traverse’s 8% miles; second, in the
fall and winter the ice from the straits
piles up in the harbor from the Mis
couche shoals, whenever a southerly
wind occurs.

To remedy the latter, their business
men are agitating for a breakwater,
which it is said will not be expensive.
They also base their claims on the state-
ment that Mr. Shewen's survey of a
breakwater at Carleton Point—west ~ of
Cape Traverse shows that an expendi-
ture of a million dollars are required to
secure a safe harbor at or near Cape
Traverse. The Island being cut off
from the world for three or four months
of the year, the questions of travel and
transportation excite much attention.

Mr. David Rogers a prominent ex-
porter was interviewed by your corres-
pondent and expressed himself in very
decided terms as to the benefits to P. E.

Island of the Chignecto Ship Railway
if completed. He said: “If the workis
a mechanical success and will give our
vessels ready and cheap access to the
Bay of Fundy, direct shipments by
vessels to Boston and other Atlantic
ports south would bean enormous
boon to our producers, would probably
raise the price of potatoes and other
products and thereby tend to increase
land values in the future. Any Islander
who opposed such a work was animat-
ed,” he believed *“‘not by public but
political considerations.”

Hon. Richard Hunt stated that the
public men of the Island some years ago
took a very active interest in the short
cut south by way of Chignecto, but the
hostile tariffs established in the United
States had of late years driven
them to seek markets elsewhere, where-
ever they could be found. Now, that
tho United States had, entered upon an
era of tariff reduction, transportation
facilities and rates ¢Jdth would again
become a live question. He had no
doubt that the Ship Railway, when it
becomes an established fact and con-
veys vessels from bay to bay, will prove
to be of very great importance and
value to Prince Edward Island, and
there is no interest there that would not
feel directly or indirectly its beneficial
influence.

Mr. R. Holman, the largest merchant
in and leading shipper from the western
part of P. E. Island, expressed himself
as a strong believer in cfoner trade re-
lationship with the country south. The
wealthy classes there were incessant
travellers, making for themselves homes
in the south in winter and along the
Atlantic and in the mountsins in sum-
mer. He expressed confidence that
salubrity of the climate and the beaut;
of the landscape here, would eventlmf:
ly attract a stream of American travel.
A few large hotels filled with tourists
from the states would be of mare ad-
vantage to the Island than a cotton mill
or a au%nr refinery, because such classes
are all liberal dispensers of money.

His ux{wrience in trade led him to
rate at a high value trade with United
States. He had heard and was interested
in Prof. Robertson’s cheese and butter
crusade. Cheese and butter were good,
but they alone could not make the farm-
er {)r(mpcmun.

There was always danger of a specialty
becoming a fad and a fad is not always
to be encouraged. He favored mixed
farming, for which the Island soil and
climate was particularly adapted and
a better chance to sell our horses and
sheep, potatoes, oats, wool and fish in

the great markets south, where there |

easy communication could be
the Bay of FI‘)mdyh!z(l.:th'Mu mtdo
sailing crafts, by whi e distance
Boston could bz shortened some 300
miles, it would be of very great advant-
e to the producers and shippers from
:ﬁialshnd. At present there is very
little direct trade; our products are
transhipped at Point du Chene, or at
Halifax. There is adirect steamer from
Ch’ town. These routes are expensive
and a new route that will shorton the
distance and cheapen the rate has the
cordial support o?e the Island. This
county shx‘:ped last year some 30,000
cases- of lobsters and over 200,000
bushels of oats. The potato trade is
at present paralized, but one year he
alone shipped 500,000 bushels. The
Island having given up lumber and ship
building has turned its attention to
farming. Its agricultural products are
likely to increase year by year. The
prosperity of the Island in the future
{argely lies in securing good markets and
ready access to them.
The trade of Summerside shews the
county to be thrifty and vigor-
us. The duty collected is about $22,-
800. The clearances in and out for sea
amounted last year to over 10,000 tons
of which 700 tons only was to or from
United States; principally in with hard
coal. Outside of the P. E. I. steam
navigation Co’s steamers, there were
over 600 other craft in and out coastiviss
measuring over 30,000 tons. The éx*
ports to date this season are $50,000,
tho’ the fall shipments have mot com-
menced.

A Lake of Fire,

FIFTEEN MUNDRED PEOPLE BURNED TO
DEATH. TWELVE TOWNS WIPED OUT
OF EXISTENCE. CONSTERNATION PRE-
VAILS IN MICHIGAN

The latest reports from sccnes of
forest fires in Northwestern Wisconsin
and Eastern Minnesota augment rather
than decrease the number of fatalities
and amount of property loss. The fel-
lowing towns are known to be entirely
wiped out; Shell Lake, Wis. ; Baronetto,
Wis.; Bushaw, Wis.; Hinokley, Minn.;
Miller, Minn. ; Finlayson, Minn.; Rut-
ledge, Minn.; Sturgeon Lake, Minn.;
Moose Lake, Partridge, Bandstone.
The aggregate population of all these
town#\is about 4,600 or 5,000. Two
hundréd and forty-seven bodies have
been vered so far. Meat of the
bodies are so badly burned they caunot
be recognized. Injured list includes
every one in locality of the fire. The
vast valley, between Kettle River and
Cross Lake, is laid waste, including
several villages and settlements, besides
towns reduced to ashes. Farms were
swept clean by flames; forests still burn-
ing fiercely, ana rain is required to
drown fires that are sweeping over the
vast region. Whole fumijlies have been
cremated. Ir some instances only ene
or two men escaj from the neighbor=
hood te tell of the destruction, They
saved their lives by running to small
lakes or hiding in potato %eld-, and
reached Piae city more dead than alive.
Dead are being picked up by scores.
Searching parties are penetrating the
burned districts, but only charred re-
mains of the inhabitants are found.
Conservative reports place total num-
ber killed at between 1,200 and 1,600,
with sumber wounded as many more, a
great number of whom will die. Nothing
like complete lists of the dead or in-
jured is ebtainable.

Coutts, and proceeded direct from there
to St. Andrews University. On finish-
ing his curriculum, he was licensed to
the ministry, and acted as assistant in
DPundee, Caputh, and Greenock, and
in 1849 he wus ordained with the view
of proceeding to Nova Scetia. He was
settled ut St, Andrews Church, Pictou,
and laboured there very successfully for
about thirty years, during which time
a new church was built. In the fulfil~
ment of his duties he came in contact
with all the ministers in Nova Scotia,
and after his settlement in - Rattray his
manse was often visited from that quar-
ter of the globe. Indeed, his services
in Nova Beotia were so much ap-
preciated that quite recently he was
asked to go out and open & new church
in the place where he had laboured so
long.
