It will 
become a curd. Put it between two 
One pieces of mnelin lawn and hind 
it over the eye before letiring for the 
night. In the morning tho sty will 
be gone or much better. A second 
application will prevent more sties 
from appearing.

All kind of fruit trees, young 
and old, are benefltted if the ground 
is dressed with broadcast manure, 
extending as Car on each side ae the 
height of the tree. It softens the 
freezing of the ground and the 
manure is washed down into the 
soil. Caotion, however, must be 
used not to place coarse manure 
against the stems of the trees, as it 
invites the mice which gnaw the 
bark and girdle them. It is safest 
when manure is spread about the 
trees to leave a circle of bare ground 
within a loot of the stems, with the 
ground slightly raised to keep the 
manure away. Where barn manure 
cannot be had, the takings of the 
lawn and orchard make a good 
mulching for young trees, especially 
protecting the ground from the 
severest freezing. If the trimmings 
of evergreen trees can be had, a thin 
scattering of their branches over the 
leaf mulching will prevent the latter 
being blown away.

If lice or vermin troubled your 
cattle or stock last winter, did you 
thoroughly cleanse and whitewash 
the partitions, etc., in the stables ?

THE VALUE OF A GOOD COW.

There are several elements in the 
value of a good cow, all of which, 
however, enter Into the total sum of 
profit. This Is the largest product 
at the least cost. Thus it is that a 
cow that gives the most butter at 
the least cost of food and money in­
vested in the animal is the best one 
for the dairy. A cow that gives 
milk showing five per cent, of butter 
may yet be a less profitable cow 
than one giving font per cent., if 
the quantity of the milk given by 
the latter is one-fourth more than 
that of the other one. The mere 
fact that one animal gives richer 
milk than others is only one element 
in her favor ; to excel altogether ehe 
must give at least so much milk as 
will make the saleable product 
greater, and the food consumed must 
also not be in excess of that used by 
her competitor. It is quite reason­
able that attention is to be given to 
the butter in the milk, but at the 
same time the quantity of the yield 
as well, are all to enter into con­
sideration. The cows that excel in 
all these pointa are by no means 
numerous ; indeed, it may be said 
that they are scarce, notwiths'and- 
ing the common leports io the con-1
