'WHE LATE ATTEMTS AT nnoqma.

The attempt to murger the Police Magis-
trate, for there can be no doubt of the
itention of the persons who made the
attempt Monday morning, following
so closely as it did upon the attempt
upon Poilceman Vandine, had created a
profound impression -in the community.
Enough is known to justify the statement
that both attempts were made by the
same parties, and thatthey were prompt-
ed by revenge for the enforcement of the
€anada Temperance Act. These outrages
must arouse public attention, and cause
the community to shake off the listless-
ness and apathy with which it has regard-
ed repeated violations of the law. Rightly
or wrongly many of those who have been
engaged inthe illegal sale of liquor have
been led to think that they had the
sympathy of persons whose standing in
the community renders their opinions of
value, and had come to regard the fact
that they were compelled to undergo fine
and imprisonment in the light of a sort of
martyrdom. . We have heard gentlemen,

who ought to know better, declaim against |-

the established law of the land as an out-
rage, and justify attempts to evade it.
There is, therefore, not much reason for
sarprise that low characters have not
hesitated to do deeds of violence. Hap-
pily the perpetrators of these last offences
are known, and they will probably suffer
the penalty of the law; but the duty of
good citizens is not lightened begause of
this. The question which the people of
PFredericton have to answer is this. Shall
the law of the country be sustained, or
shall this community be given up to the
eontrol of men who will resort to any
erime, however awful to further their vil-
Bemousends? The soverign right of a few
miscreants to séll rum must not be inter-
fexred with, or the lives of the officers of
the law shall be the forfejt. Thisis the
practical claim which these men make,
and it is for the people to say whether or
not it shall be acknowledged.
e should be doing an injustice if we
ect these attempts at murder, and
the late attempts to intimidate witnesses
feom giving evidence in liquor cases; with
the proposed vote upon'the Scott Act,
amy further than this, that the prosecutors
im the perjury cases and the would-be
murderers are in sympathy with the
movement to repeal the law, and have
adopted these means to prevent its en-
fercement, with'a view of bringing it into
discredit with a majority of the electors.
The promoters of the petition are working
im a regular and legal way, and it is their
misfortune that deeds like these are
eommitted by persons who claim, no
deubt without reason, to be in alliance
with them. Public opinion decmandsthat
the Canada Temperance Act shall be en-
ferced, and what is more. that it shall be
continued in force in Fredericton. We
bhave seen the class of men into whose
hands rumselling has been driven, we
have seen the lengths to which they will
go in order to secure immunity from the
imterference of the law, and we shall see
Before long that these characters can be
sappressed. The climax has come. These
men who have declared open war upon
seciety must be put down, and the ability
of the community to carry out the law of
the land placed beyond a question. The
man who will say in Fredericton to-day,
let us repeal the Canada Temperance
Aet because it cannot be enforced, speaks
teeason against society. The law must be
eomtinued and be enforced.

Since the above was written one of our
policeman has been shot down in the
shischarge of his duty.  We are glad to
kmow that two of his assailants have been
asrested. We wish to record the public

_ appreciation of the courage shown by

the wounded man, and the other officers
not forgetting Mr. James Roberts. These
men who have been taken, red-handed
as it were, will no doubt receive the full

punishment which the law awards.

The Appintment t the Lgislativ
Couneil

The Government press, speaking by
the inspiration of Messrs. Landry, Han-
mgton & Co., have delivered themselves
of sneers innumerable at the expense of
the HeraLp for venturing to cast a doubt,
as to the legality of the appointment of
Mr. Davidson to the seat in the Legisla-
tive Council held by Mr. Kelly. It was
immaterial to these journals that our
argument consisted principally of a
quotation from the Statute bearing upon
the subject. - It was sufficient that the
Westmoreland Combination made the
appointment and the HEeraLD pronoune-
ed it illegal. That our construction of
the Statute was correct any lawyer will
admit; and the following extracts from
the Journals of the Legislative Council
will show what view was taken of the
question by the Government, the Legis-
lative Council and Mr. Fraser, when that
gentleman was appointed to the seat
vacated by the resignation of the late
Mr. Minchin. The extract which is from
page 10 of the Journals of the Legislative

‘Whereupon it was

Resolved, That a vacancy had been created
in the House by the resignation of the Honor-
able Mr. Minchin of his seatin the Legislative
Council.

The Honorable the President acquaints the
House, that by a Commission under the Great
Seal of the Province dated the first day of
June, in the year one thousand eight hundred
and seventy-one, John J. Fraser, Esquire,
was appointed & member of this House, and
desires to be admitted.

Ordered, that the Honorable Mesars. Chand-
ler and Hanington be a Committee to attend
the Henorable Mr. Fraser, and see him quali-
fied.

The Honorable Mr. Chandler, from - the
Committee appointed to attend the Houor-
able Mr. Fraser to see him qualified to take
his'seat in this House, reported that they had
attended to that duty, and the honorable
gentleman had taken the usunal oaths, and
made the necessary declaration of qualifi-
cation, in the presence of His Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor, and the declaration is
duly filed with the Clerk of the House. _

The Honorable Mr. Fraser was then intro-

duced between the Honorable Mr. Chandler
and Hanington, and took uigseat.
Here it will be observed that although
a member had resigned it was con-
sidered necessary for the Council to
declare that a vacancy existed.

We think such a cause as was adopted
in this case is more in accordance with
law and propriety than to make the
occupancy of a seat in the Council a
question possibly of physical strength
between Messrs. Kelly and Donaldson.
We are by no means ecertain that the
question of invalidity is confined to Mr.
Donaldson’s appointment. The expression
in the Gazette “in the room of etc.”
is surplusage, and will not appear in their |
commission,- or if it does, it will be
surplasage there and an innovation.
Four seats in the Council were vacant by
death. Five appointments were made.
It is clear that they all cannot be valid ;
one of them mustbe void. But each one
is just as good as the others though they
all must be void. Unless the order in
which they were made is ascertained in
which case the first four must be held to
be regular ; but if they were all made by
the same order in Council we claim that
thé commissions are not worth the paper
or parchment they are written on.

AN UNDEDPAID OFFICER,

If any officer’s duties and responsibil-
ities exceed his renumeration, it is the
Police Magistrate of Fredericton. No-
thing can be said against the manner in
which he administers the law. He is
industrious, painstaking and impartial.
He makes errors of judgment no doubt;
but all judges do this, and he can justly
claim that very few of his decisions are
reversed. He has a knowledge of the
law, acquired in a long practice at the
bar, and as a Magistrate he is very well
posted as to his duties and powers. It
is next to impossible for him to attend
to any other business than that of Police
Magistrate. Very many reasons may be
given for this if it is necessary. His
time is all at the disposal of the city;
for he is liable at any hour of the day- or
night to be called on to act either as a
magistrate or as Chief Police Officer,
which duties he has to discharge although
they may not be contemplated in his
appointment. For these services he
receives $400 a year,—somewhat less
than the policemen under him receive
and a little more only than he could
make if he were a member of the street
brigade. The absurdity of such a small
salary attached to such an important
office is self-evident. One way to look at
it is to ask if any one else could be got
capable to discharge the duties of the
office at the same salary. An increase
of salary cannot be given him just at
present ; but a grant might be made to
him in consideration of his increased
work under the Canada Temperance
Act. He has had fully eighty cases
before him under this Act. In most of
these he has made convictions. The
costs of those convictionswould amount
to over $300. The city receives the costs,
in addition to the fine. Mr..Marsh gets
no fees in criminal cases, so that if a
grant of $200 or $300 were given to
him the city would not be the loser of
anything.

The Soooting Cases.

The citizens expect that the officers
who are charged with the administration
of the law in this city will spare neither
time nor expense in endeavoring to
insure the meting out of Ynpartial
Jjustice to the men who have been
arrested .for the late attempts at
murder. The people are not in a mood
to be trifled with and they will hold those
who are responsible in this matter to the
strictest discharge of their duty. We
have no reason to expect that any
person will fail to do what the law
requires of him. The law officers are as
much interested in the due punishment
of offenders as we can possibly be ; but it
can do no harm and may do some good,
to give expression to public opinion upon
the subject. It is clearly the duty of the
Attorney General to give these cases the
most earnest attention, and to secure the
service of counsel of experience in cri-
minal prosecutions. It will equally be
the duty of the Sheriff in summoning the

Grand and Petit Juries to select a class
of men in whose findings the public will
have confidence. Those who knows what
trial by jury has come to will appreciate
the force of the last sentence.

UNFAIR JOURNALISM.

The Moncton T'imes says:

The Fredericton HERALD, in a feeble reply
to our articlé on its proposed very common
school system, does not grapple with one of
the points we raised, on the changes it pro-
poses to make. It virtually concedes that
there would be no saving of money by
lessening the number of studies, and does
not show that there would be any practical
good in so doing. We miay, also, never have
all of the HERALD'S education ideas until Mr
Lugrin becomes Superintendent of Schools
with a seat in the Cabinet.

We do not expectanything better than
this from the Times, but cannot allow it
to pass without drawing attention to the
eminent unfairness of the method of
discussing questions adopted by it. It
repeats its assertions that the HEerarp
proposed changes in the school system
and endeavors to create an impression
that it has answered our propositions.
As a matter of fact the Herarp proposed
nothing. It simply indicated the direc
tion in which changes might be desirabls,
promising to discuss them at, length at
another time. We did not concede “that
there would be no saving by lessening
the number of studies;’” and did not
attempt in any way whatever to argue in
favor of any reduction. All that we did
was tp make one argument of the Times
answer another. A decentjournal would
quote the arguments of a cuntemporary
when it pretended to answer them ; but
this the Times never does. It garbles
them, abuses the writer. but never fairly
meets an argument and answers it. The
atlusion t6 Mr. Lugrin is in very poor
taste indeed. Mr. Lugrin hopes at all
times to be in a pesition to give his ideas
upon education. He gave them very
freely through the press at the time
when our contemporary’s political ‘gods
were opposing Free Schools, and he has
the satisfaction of knowing that in the
year 1865, just after he had left College,
he was requested by the late Dr. Bennett,
acting on behalf of the Board of Educa-
tion, to discuss through the press a free
school system for New Brunswick, with
the view of preparing the public mind
for legislation. Dr. Bennett stated that
the attention of the Board had already
been drawn to a series of letters, by Mr.
Lugrin, on the subject'of Freé™=Schools.
Under these circumstances Mr. Lugrin
can rest’ very .contentedly under the
sneers of the Times. Nevertheless he
considers these personal allusions to the
editors of newspapers an unwarranted
impertinence.

WAR IN EGYPT.

DeLesseps has applied for and recived
a safe conduct from Arabi.

At the exeeution of a native to-day five
hundred Arabi and one hundred unarmed
Europeans and fifty native police were
present. Prior to the execution a shik
employed by the authorities exhorted the
people to have no fear. After the
prisoner had been shot a native tried to
incite the crowd to violence, saying there
was an opportunity of cutiing throats of
Europeans. He was prdmptly seized.

The atfendants of the delegates from
Kafe Ed Dowar state th% there is a great
want of food in Arabi’s“camp and that
many of thetrogps are tired of the war.

The delegateg’ had a long interview
with the ministers. They said they had
come to express the resolution of the
whole country to resist foreign aggression
to the end.

A meeting of the leading European
merchants was held to-day, when three
resolutions were passed-the first, express-
ing the want of - confidence in  nrtive
police; the second, expressing disapproval
of the free circulation of natives to and
from the city, thus affording Arabi means
of inflaming the passion of the people;
and the third, demanding that every
native give proof of his means of existence.
This last resolution is aimed at spies and
emissaries of Arabi.

Capt. Fisher has constructed a shore
going iron clad on rails similar to those
used during the American civil war. It
consists of six trucks protected with iron
shields with an engine in the center; a
Nordenfeldt gun looks over the bows in
the leading trucks and it is also equip-
ped with three gattling guns and two
field guns and will be managed by three
companies of blue jackets. The train is
provided with mines, electric - gear and
all the appliances for laying down or des-
troying rails. He will proceed to the
railway junction within two miles of
Arabi’s lines and will seize and occupy
and fortify that important point.

The Sultan replying to verbal repre-
sentations of the British ambassador
requesting immediate issue of a procla-
mation against Arabi, stated that such a
demand cannot be made by England
alone. It should proceed from the con-
ference of the Powers, in which dase it
would receive consideration.

The German representative here was

ditions which left last night fo repair the
railway cut by rebels on the Alexandria
side of Mahama junction were completely
successful in the undertaking. Both
lines of road were repaired, and a con-
siderable number of railway wagons
brought to Alexandria. The rebels are
making every eftort to fortify the vicinity
of Port Said.

P&ssénger traffic was resumed Satur-
day to Ramleh. The Home Government
have ordered Admiral Seymour to
establish a censorship over cable mes-
sages in consequence of repeated de-
spatch of detailed accounts of British
positions. The latest news from the
interior is to the effect that chiefs of
Bedouin tribes, who previously fa.vorfad
the legitimate government, have sub-
mitted to the rebels, and that porfect
understanding exists between them. It
is said the Bedouins have undertaken to
furnish sixty thousand men, the cheifs
remaining as hostages in Arabi Pasha’s
hands.

Alexandria, July 31.—An unconfirmed
report prevails that the garrison of
Aboukir has surrendered to the British.

Constantinople, July 31.—The Porte
has read a petition signed by 2,000
Egyptian notables requesting the Sultan
not to ratify the dismissal of Arabi Pasha
by the Khedive. ¥

London, July 31.—A despatch to Reu-
ter’s from Constantinople says M. Onow,
the Russian representative, has informed
the Conference that Russia considered
the Egyptian question divided into two
distinct parts. He was instructed to
participate in the deliberations only
when the question of the Suez Canal was
under discussion. In consequence of
this declaration the Conference is con-
sidered terminal.

The Daily News understands that
Admiral Seymour has been instfucted to
demand the surrender of the forts at
Aboukir, and, in the event of arefusal, to
bombard them. A squadron of the first
Life Guards, with horses, embarked at
Liverpool early this morning.

The ZTelegraph has the following:

Ramleh,July 31, évening.—A detachment
searching for midshipman Dechair was
fired upon by the Arabs outside of Rand-
leh. The Arabs fled on the approach of
cavalry patrol. White flags were flying
on the forts 4ll day to-day.
The Knedive has written to Admiral
Seymour, giving carte blanche to the Eng-
lish operations on the Suez Canal and in
Egypt. The Khedive, however, earnestly
requests England to refrain from decisive
steps until a sufficient force is on hand to
protect life and property, so as not to re-
peat the disaster at Alexandria. The
Khedive fully approves of the Turkish
troops being commanded by an English
general. -

High authority asserts Russia is about
to quit her passive attitude for one directly
hostile to British pretentions in Egypt.

The fears in regard to the failure of the
water supply at Alexandria have subsided.
The number of Christians murdered at
Danenhour, Tantah and Mihalla is now
estimated at 550. The Khedive despatch-
ed a native emissary to the camp of Arabi
for the purpose of procutring the release
of midshipman DeChair, of the British
navy, who went on Saturday with a mes-
sage to Ramleh and was taken prisoner.
The emissary has not yet returned.

The 2nd battalion of Coldstream Guards
have embarked at Kingston, Ireland, for
Egpyt.

An Alexandria despatch says that the
governor of Assicot with 2,000 men is
holding the town for the Khedive.

The London“Telegraph” has the follow-
ing: Ramleh, Aug. 1.—A reconnoisance

is reported that Arabi’s veddettes are in
close proximity to the works. The display
of white flags is a mere farce. The rebels
are strengthening their lines near Lake
"Mareotis. Scouts report seeing Arabi in
camp with several European prisoners.
At 8 p. m. the guns on our right have
just opened fire.

ProressoR  WeLpoN.—During the few
days preceding the election of the 20th
of last month, Professor Weldon of the
Sackvile Academy, usually designated
mount Allison College, stepped down
from that neutral position which a Pro-
fessor in a College supported by men of
both political parties should maintain,
and devoted himself to lecturing in favor
of the election of the Westmoreland
Ceunty Government candidate. This
conduct naturally attracted attention,
and the newspapers whose editors are of
the Liberal faith in New Brunswick,
sp&ke up on the subject, but to be met
by those of the other side. The con-
dition was aggravated by Prof. Weldon
inserting in the Moncton papers a letter
of defiance, to draw it mildly, and in
assertion of his right to lecture and take
a side in politics, as there were no rules
known to the Mount Allison College
prohibiting him from doingso. The St.
John Sun of 22nd, with its usual reck
lessness of statement, in taking a hand
in the discussion, says that “if the Pro-
fessor spoke on the other side we would
not have heard a word from those peo-
ple and those journals that profess to be
horrified at the idea of a Sackville Pro-]
fessor taking a part in a political dis-
cussion,” with much more of this sort of
defence of Professor Weldon.

- Now we believe, and we rather think it
is the belief of five-sixths of the sup-
porters of the Sackville people’s College,
that if Prof. Weldon had conducted him-
self in the election against Josiah Wood
as he conducted himself in favor of that
gentleman every Tory paper in New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, (there are
none in P. E. Island now) would set up
such a howl that Prof. Weldon would
find himself minus a position at
the present time in the Sackville
Academy, and justly. For whether that
institution has any rules governiny such
matter or not, the common sense of
every supporter of it will say it should
have such rules, and enforce them.

In manner as is well known ‘that no
Minister of the Gospel has any right to
brawl and lecture at political meetings
during the heat of an election, neither
should the Professors of a Denominational
College or Academy do so. And he who
does so should by the Faculty of such
College be discharged forthwith; and
such Faculty, if they have not done so,
should provide without further delay
stringent_rules to govern such msutters.
That they do not do so in this case was,
in all probability, from the belief that no
Professor would so forget himself and the
duties he owed to the College of which he
was one of the employed, as to be guilty
of such conduct. Their neglect and its
results will probably hurt the College and
its patronage far more than Professor
Weldon's services will help it.—Summer-
side Journal.

Fredericton Deaf and Dumb School.

AN APPEAL TO THE CITIZENS.

Citizens of Fredericton : -

I haveissued a circular asking your aid in
ithe establishing of a school for the education
of the Deaf and Dumb of this province.

In that circular reasons are given which
fully justify the carrying out of the object
we have in view. AsIhave stated elsewhere
and those who know me will bear me out
when I say that I have not the slightest
feeling against nor is the school intended as
an opposion to the Halifax Institute for the
advancement of which I have labopred early.
and late for the past four years.

My action proceeds from higher and
nobler notions. I have long seen and many
a time remarked on the grand field that
existed here for an Institution for the Deaf
and Dumb. It isnot the outcome of sudden
thought bat of long consideration and of
deep and earnest conviction. When I started
to carry my plan into effect I know that
obstacles would be thrown in my way from
two sources. I expected my character would
be assailed and my motives impugned.
While I felt that my ‘work' would be ren-
dered that much more difficult I had faith in
the people of New Brunswick I determined
to go forward prepared for any amount of
abuse knowing that in the end I should
succeed and trust ultimately prevail. During
the past few years I have endeavored to
utilize as far as possible the accommedation
at Halifax and prevailed on the Directors
during the last Session to take in twenty-
nine pupils from this province. I found out
many others but there was no room so they
could not be admitted This was the largest
number of children from this province that
that was ever admitted into the Halifax
Institution during one session. In ome of
the old reportsit states that the Halifax
Institution was built to accommodate
eighty pupils, so I resolved to reach
that number if possible. On my applying
for the admission of other candidates one of
the Directors said he should he sorry to see
eighty in it, so that number was never
reached. My desire then to establish a
school here does not proceed from any base
or ignoble motive but the object in view
breasts itselfin the broader, more liberal
and imperative light of utility and absolute
necessity.

The following statements will show the
necessity which exists for a seperate school
in this province. According to census
returns and careful calculation there are 344
deaf mutes in New Brunswick at the present
time. Of this number about eighty-eight
have received some education, leaving 256
who have received no education. Taking
a moderate estimate, say the fifth of this
number as being eligible, there would be
between fifty and sixty in addition to twenty-
nine that have already received a partial
training who should be provided for by a
separate school in this province.

The Halifax Institution was established in
1857 and has done good work up to the
present time, but it is manifestly impossible
for that school to educate the deaf and
dumb of four provinces—numbéring trom
1000 to 1200 deaf mutes. It may have been
sufficient for the wants of these Maritime
Provinces at the time of its establishment
twenty-five years ago, but: the population of
these provinces has largely increased since
that time and the deaf and dumb have also
increased in the same ratio.

It was predicted by my predecessor in
Halifax that the time would come when New
Brunswick would need a school of her own
and I say that the time has come for the
carrying out ofthis great object. I have the
name of every graduate belonging to this
Province who have been sent forth by the
Halifax Institute, and I find that during the
25 years of its existence the number only
reaches 39. This of course does not include
the present attendance.

A good and properly conducted school
here would be a great boon to the parents
of these afflicted little ones. Many of them
object to part with their children for ten
months, the school session, and keep them
at home rather than send them so far out of
the Province to school. When a school is
established which will be “at home’’ to all
parts, of the Province, members will be
gathered in who would otherwise grow up
in ignorance and neglect.  One of the most
attractive spots in the whole Dominion~has
been chosen for the location of the school,
viz. Hawthorn Hill in your own city, Fred-
ericton. There are many reasons in favor
of this choice. Fredericton is the Capital
City, aud seat of Government and of learn-
ing, having a Cathedral, College, Normal
School, etc. It is beautifully situated and
is easy of access to all parts of the Province.
As deafness often results from disease in
childhood, scrofula, scarlet fever, etc., it is
indispensible that a healthy locality should
be selected for its site, where plenty of
fresh air can be obtained. Hawthorne Hill
can supply this important clement as well
as well as pure water ad lib.
school to have as far as possible advantages
which sometimes a large public institution
cannot give—viz: the comforts, influences,
and advantages of home. Tt will be open to
all denominations, the only qualification
necessary will be, that the applicant be
deaf and dumb. The house has heen_ selected
which I trust will be given to us on the
easy terms we have proposed, and we now
want it furnished and equippéd for the
accommodation say of 20 pupils who will of
course board at the school.

The Committee propose to open it about
the beginning of September and if you think
the object worthy, lend your hearty and
speedy aid for the accomplishment of this
purpose. A thcusand dollars is needed at
once to prepare it for the reception of pupils.
We appeal to all who have the blessings of
speech and hearing to give their help %nd
assistance towards the carrying out of this
work, as a thank offering for the possession
of those faculties of which these afflicted
ones in God’s inscrutable wisdom are
bcr‘(:ft.
