In forming an estimate of the military
capacity of General McClellan, it is neces-
sary to keep these considerations in view.
He was not a match for Lee, but no other
federal der, in our opinion, can be
compared with him 1n ability, or in those
noble- qualities which tend to render war-
fare honorable, and which, 1 a great
measarc ameliorate the horrors inflicted
upon a sountry in a state of civil strite,
When in August, 1861, he was called
upon by the President to give his views
upon the military affairs of the country,
we find that his was the only mind capa-
ble of corrcctly estimating the greatness
of the strugzle upon which the nation had
entered.  While Secretary Seward, un-
awed by the disaster of Bull's Run, was
proclaiming his celebrated opinion as to
the probable duration of the war, Me-
Clellan saw that elaborate preparation was
neoessary, and that at the very least 273 -
000 wen would be required for the first
important ‘campaign.  His opiuvion, as
given at that time, mfy not have been
ocorrect in cvery respect,”but it at ‘least
proved that he possessed more sound com-
mon sense than any other of the President’s
mauy advisers. In the month of Novem-
ber, 18G1, General McClellan was placed
in command of the Federal aries, and in
February following preparations were
made for the ensuing active campaign.
His idea was then, as it.continued to be
to the last, that Richmond was more vul-
* merable by way of the Lower Potomac
than by the direct route from Wasnington.

We do not know how far the econ-
tectioners of this part of the country are dealin,
out thege vile preparations, but it has |
out that in'many places cenfectioners use ex-
tensively as a substitute for sugar, & chalky
substance which is known woder the name of
‘““terre alboa.”
