PLANK SIDEWALKS THIS YEAR.

The city will construet all the side-
walks petitioned for this year, as out-
lined in a commissioners Teport pub-
lished in The Bulletin last week, with
two .exceptions. /These are for an
eight foot walk on the north side of
Jasper Avenue between Ninth street
and Fifteenth street' and for a six
foot walk on Kirkness street in Nor-
wood from the Boulevard to Pine Ave-
nue.

OLD METHODIST PARSONAGE.

Another old relic of the early days 'n

eer. This biulding was erected in 1872 ‘n
connéction with the old Methodist mis-
sion house which stood on the site of
the present McDougall Methodist church.
It ‘was used as a residence for the early
Methpdist ministers and missionaries.
tev. Geo. McDougall lived in the build-
ing for a number of years and among
those who lived there later are: Rev,
Mr. McLachlan, Rev. Mr. Yeoman’s Rev.
Mr. Glass, Rev. Mr. Saunders and Rev:
Geo. Long. The building was sold in 1891
to Matthew MecCauley. In ’93 it was
moved to its present site on McDougall
avenue and in 1901 Mr. McCauley dispes-
ed of it to Messrs. Grierson and Bish-
opric to be used for business purposes.

BAKERS IN COURT.

As the result of a tour of inspection
in the bakeries of the city last week
by the police department to round up
those who were selling bread below
the regulation 1) pound weight, two
bake shop proprietors appeared °in
the police court this morning.

In one case the proprietors pleaded
not guilty and were defended by H.
H. Robertson. City Solicitor Bown
prosecuted, but though the bread
weighed was shown to be below the
regulation weight the magistrate dis-
missed the case, holding that the
police officers had not proven that the
short-weight bread taken from the
bakery had been offered for sale.

In: the other case, one of the" pro-
pretors appeared and pleaded guilty.
He contended, however, that he did
not defraud the publie, as the bakers
were all cutting weights and he had
to do so also to meet competition.
He was fined $10 and costs.

HEAD OFFICE IN EDMONTON.

The Globe Lumber Company, a
large building supplp firm, of Revel-
stoke, B.C., which does an extensive
business throughout Alberta, is con-
templating moving the head offices of
the company from Revelstoke to this
city .

S. Av-Mundy, of the Mundy Lumber
Company, and Alex McRae, general
manager of the Globe Lumber Com-
pany, are in the city today for the
purpose of locating a site, provided
a suitable one is available. To a
Bulletin representative, Mr. McRae
said that the firm does a large busi-
ness in Alberta - towns along the
C.N.R. and the C. and E. lines, and
intends to make Edmonton a distri-
buting centre for the proviace. The
list of builders” supplies will include
tar . paper, window sashes, doors,
laths, scantling and all lumber ma-
terial. . Nearly all the directors of
the firm are mill owners in British
Columbia, ant from there the supply
house in Edmonton will be stocked as
required.

The representatives of the company
were driven about the city this morn-
ing by Manager McCulla, of the King
Edward Hotel. They are anxioos to
secure a good-sized property in the
neighborhood of Eighth or Tenth
street, where they will be close to
railway facilities.

WORKING ON BIG DITCH.

D. ¥. McArthur, brother of J. D.
McArthur, the Winnipeg contractor,
was in the city Sunday arranging
some business matters here and left
for Calgary in the afternoon. Mr,
McArthur has been awarded the con-
tract by the Southern Alberta Irriga-
tion Company to build the company’s
big irrigation eanal south of "Calgary.
The main irrigation canal on which
work is now starting commences near
A. E. Wyndham's, on the big Bow,
and continues down the south side of
the river {o Queenstown, where
Snake Vallev will ‘be dammed to pre-
vent the water from running back
to the river and will form a big re-
aervoir or lake, which is to be known
as Lake McGregor.

It is"estimated the main canal will
have a capacity of 1,000 cubic feet per
second, and it will take 180 days to
fill the “big reservoir. The water in
Snake Valley is to be raised to the
height of about forty feet. This re-
servoir will hold 360,000 acre feet of
water, sufficient to cover 360,000
acres one foot deep. This means
that it will be possible to supply 12
miles of moisture per year without
From the re-
servoit a flume will be run across the
Bow river to irrigate the company’s

REAL ESTATE 'CHANGE.

About - twenty \ representative real
estate brokers of Edmonton met in
the Board ef Trade rooms yesterday
afternoon to further discuss the pro-
posal to establish a real estate ex-
change in the city. President S. H.
Smith occupied the chair and called
for a report of the committee appoint-
ed to draft a constitution. The com-
mittee réported that considerable cor-
respondence \Tad been done with ex-
changes in other cities, but that the
rate of commission which members of
the ’change are to receive for their
serxices to property holders had not
been decided. ' It was decided to
make J: R. McIntosh -chairman of a
special committee to arrange the real
estate tariff.

By the establishment of the ’change
the real estate men of Edmonton
liope to put their business on a more
honorable basis. The constitution
will be a code of laws, which all mem-
bers will ‘feel in honor bound to ob-
serve. The ’change will not be in
any sense a close corporation, but it
will be very difficult for a curb
broker to do ‘business with Edmonton
property holders in the irresponsible
manner in which some have been
doing in the past.

THE NEW HAY MARKET.

The location of the new hay mar-
ket was discussed for some time Tues-
day night at the City Council and is
still pending owing to a deadlock be-
tween the aldermen.
