The following points ‘are worthy of
attention in considering the present
condition of the lobster industry:

1. The size of lobsters. has materi-
ally declined, great catches bheing of
very much smaller average size than
in former years, while ¢he fishing op-
erations are -carried on over a very
much larger area, and with greatly

increased mumber of traps, and in
doaper water, and, in most distriets

with the assistance of motor hoats.

2. The traps used are more éffeét-
ive and destructive than foermerly,
and the parlour and other forms of
trap have replaced the lobhster pot
used in past years.

3. There is a tendency in some lo-
>alities to inercase the small = can-
reries and, in such canneries, o
ajther pack the fishermen’s -catche

on share or to pack them for the fish®

armen, charging a rate agreed upon
for the cost of ‘cans and the labor.

4. While the size 1limit has been ig-
nored, and was practically a  dead
letter when various size limits were
‘n force in the different lobster dis-
trictg, the fishermen realize that the
taking of small lobsters has beern de-
trimental. In such Jocalities as the
shores of Grand Manan Island, a
'arge size limit seems to have been
bgerved. It i3 a ‘widespread opinion
hat, by ‘returaing smiall lobsters to
he water and marketing only the
arge lobsters, the value wof the
satch has been increased. But, in
veneral, fishermen do not favor a size
‘Ymit and Some canneries would, for
1 time, be closed, were the eight or
1ine-inch limit enforced generally,
All, however, are convinced that the
Yerried lobster—the female lobster
'arrving eggs—must be protected.—
Rod and Gun, for March.
