K PORTLAND, Me., To-day.

ON ALL FRONTS.
LONDON, To-day.

CAUSE OF COLLAPSE UNKNOWN.
QUEBEC, To-day.

H. J. Johnson, President of the St. 
Lawrence Dominion Bridge Co., ac­
companied by a number of chief en­
gineers, inspected the anchor at 
Aims Bridge yesterday afternoon. 
Johnson would not make any positive 
statement on the possible cause of the 
accident. “We are at a loss to ac­
count for it thus far,” he said. “The 
lifting apparatus is still in place and’ 
Is practically uninjured. It is hard 
to say whether the bridge slipped off 
its end bearings or whether the trus­
ses of the span failed. I do not think 
I can express myself further than 
this.”

lake in addition to four villages were 
captured and held despite iieavy coun­
ter attacks by the Teutonic Allies. 
Whether this offensive by the Brit­
ish means the commencement of the 
attempt to drive through Bulgaria or 
is merely a manoeuvre to throw the 
British nearer Kavala, which is about 
25 miles east of Neohovi,’ has not yet 
been made apparent. In the Rouma­
nian theatre, the Austrians are re­
treating before the Roumanians in 
the Mavos and Toplitza Valleys, whi^e 
to the south of Hermannstadt the 
Roumanians have occupied the vil­
lage of Holimbar. Vienna admits the 
further withdrawal of the Austrian 
forces near Guergyo on the eastern 
front. According to Berlin, Russian 
attacks along the Stokhod River 
northwest of Hovel and in Galicia 
between the Dneister and Zlota-Lipa 
Rivers with Hftiicz as jhe objective, 
failed with sanguinary losses to the 
Russians. Except for bombardments 
and the repulse of German counter 
attacks, Monday was without special 
incident on the Somme front • in 
France. To the south of the river in 
the sectors of Berny-en-Santerre, 
Verman-Dovilleres and Chaulnes ar­
tillery duels between the French and 
Germans were especially violent. The 
fierce fighting which has been in pro­
gress in Turkish Armenia for a week 
continues in the region of Ognott with 
the tide of battle still going in favor 
of the Russians, according to Petro- 
grad. In Persia the Russians have 
occupied the town of Bana near 
Sakkiz. A Bucharest official com­
munication at the Roumanian head­
quarters to-day reads: On the north­
ern and northwestern fronts in the 
west Upper Valleys of the Maras and 
Toylitza Rivers the enemy continued 
his retreat. We captured three offi­
cers and 106 men. South of Siobin 
we occupied the village of Holimbar, 
which is also named Schelietberg. It 
has been established that the enemy 
has used dum dum bullets. In a 
street in the Bar Valley west, of Mer- 
izor we repulsed several enemy at­
tacks ; our troops taking the offen­
sive captured two guns and several 
machine guns, caissons of munitions 
and three officers and 300 men. On 
the southern front there has been 
rifle fire. Along the Danube on the 
Dobrudja front fighting continues.

Germany will have In fighting trim 
300 submarines of the most efficient 
type, and no vessel carrying food or 
munitions will be permitted to reach 
England. Ours will be a real block­
ade, not a coerslve or Illegitimate 
one, such as England pretended to in­
stitute against Germany. No com­
punction will be felt regarding the 
revival of submarine warfare, be­
cause it is felt that England’s abroga­
tion of the Declaration of London has 
left Germany free of restraint in the 
matter of her promise to America. 
Walter Forstmann, Germany's most 
skilled submarineist is on the pro­
gramme to command t)ie squadron of 
submarines. He recently received the 
Order of Merit for sinking more than 
a hundred vessels, which included 
transports, patrol vessels and mer­
chantmen. The return of the' sub­
marine Deutschland from the United 
States has encouraged further under­
sea efforts. Many new submarines 
will be equipped with improved de­
vices, one of which will enable sub­
marine commanders to detect and 
destroy the nets which England has 
laid and will lay in great numbers. 
Mystery enshrouds the whereabouts 
of the submarine Bremen. That site 
has suffered damage to her engines 
or that she has been sunk by a Brit­
ish destroyer, is denied by naval au­
thorities here. The Bremen should 
have reached Baltimore, however, 
before the Deutschland started on 
her return trip.

THE QUEBEC BRIDGE.

Explanations of the collapse of the 
Central span of the Bridge were be­
ing sought to-day by the St. Law­
rence Bridge Co., and Quebec Bridge 
Commission. Accounts fit the surviv­
ors of the disaster and spectators on 
the bridge itself and river craft are 
at hopeless variance, some eye wit­
nesses holding that the span itself 
buckled first and others that the 
hoisting supports did not work uni­
formly at one corner, causing the 
span to sheer round, which put too 
much strain on the other supports 
and perhaps on the beams of the

DEFENSIVE.
PARIS, To-day.

The Kaiser and Von Hindenburg 
may be expected henceforth to fight 
defensively, and we must not forget 
that they will do’ this on our terri­
tory, therefore we cannot expect the^ 
German defensive, to be of short dura­
tion. The Kaiser and Von Hindenberg 
cannot conquer, but we must be pre­
pared to. face the fact that they can 
prolong • the resistance indefinitely, 
thanks to the passive obedience of the 
German people and their powerful 
military organization. This is ; the 
opinion of Geo. Clemenceau.

Sees End of War 
by Winter of 1918

Neutral. Back in London From Her. 
Un, Believes Germany Can Con­
tinue for a Year. — No Danger of 
Starvation —- But the People, He 
Says, Are Greatly1 Disheartened by 
Their Enormous Losses.
London, Sept. 1.—The Daily Mall 

publishes an account of conditions in 
Germany ten days ago, which was oo- 
talned from a neutral who toured the 
country in July and August for the 
purpose of an independent inquiry in­
to the existing situation. The Mail’s 
informant said:

“My mission was to sound every 
class of German opinion as to the 
present and the futur! of war. I In­
terviewed bankers, manufacturers, 
high State officials, merchants, dip­
lomats, workingmen, and common 
soldiers. I am a graduate of a Ger­
man university and have known Ger­
man ways and habits of thought for 
thirteen years, most of the time as a 
resident in the country.- I flattered 
myself at the outset that the Germans 
would not be able to deceive me when 
I sought to find out really what was 
at the back of their heads.

“They succeeded in convincing me 
that they genuinely believe they will 
win the war. They do not appear to 
be able to produce any very tangible 
evidence on which to base their be­
lief, but the belief is there. Every­
body wants peace. ‘If only this hid­
eous war were over!’ is heard on all 
sides, but nowhere did I encounter 
any desire to stack arms on the basis 
of a defeated Fatherland.

“I am quite amazed by the English 
people’s curiosity to know if the Ger­
mans are starving. They are nowhere 
near starvation. The crops are gooJ, 
somewhat better than the average. 

JThey are satisfacorily harvested. 
There will be nothing to prevent the 
Germans, so far as food is concerned, 
from fighting for another year at least. 
Food shortage alone will never cause

Germany to sue for premature peace. 
It Is a widely cherished misappre­
hension, too that monetary conditions 
are hastening the collapse of Ger- 
manys’ ability to continue the war. I 
imagine Helfferich (Minister of the 
Interior) can have another £600,000,- 
000 ($2,600,000,000) this Autumn )r 
any #>ther time he calls for It on the 
same terms as he secured the rest.

"Well-informed authorities assured 
me there were at least 1,500,000 men 
of fit military capacity in garrisons 
and depots and under training ready 
for the trenches when needed. Other 
people placed the number at 2,000,000, 
and all reminded me that anywhere 
from 400,000 to 600,0Î0 youths come of 
military age annually In Germany. 
Little is said publicly of Germany’s 
enormous casualties. Newspapers are 
not permitted to give any< idea what­
ever of the grand total, which is ap­
proaching 4,000,000 certainly. It is 
their hideously heavy losses of men 
killed and Incapacitated which are 
sickening the- Germans of the war 
more than anything else, I think. It 
is these sacrifices which make ne 
doubt whether the approach of the 
Winter of 1917-18 will find Germany 
able to stand a fourth year of war. Of 
her ability to weather the third year I 
am left in no doubt whatever.

“England, Italy, and the Unitod 
States are incessantly ‘strafed,’ Eng­
land most of all. They blurt out 
everywhere that their deal with 
President Wilson about submarines 
was only a convenient makeshift'for 
Germany, and that sink-everything 
at-sight tactics will be resumed as 
soon as the new submarines are 
ready. I was in Baden-Baden, where 
there is still tremendous anger over 
the destructive air raid on Karlsruhe. 
It caused the Germans to ponder over 
the wisdom of airship frightfuln :ss 
against their enemies, ' although, I 
must say, I found universal enthusi­
asm for the merciless Zeppelin raids 
on England.”

POOR ENGLAND.
LONDON, To-day.

In a dispatch from Berlin to the 
Daily News, Rutledge Rutherford, 
says that Germany has decided to de­
clare a blockade against England to« 
become effective on January 1st next. 
For this purpose a powerful fleet of 
submarines is being completed and 
plans are being worked out to make 
the blockade a stringent one. The 
movements of the submarines, it la 
said, will be guided to some extent 
by Germany’s high flying Zeppelins. 
These submarines and Zeppelins will 
be equipped with an extra sensitive 
wireless apparatus. One high in the
