ELECTIONS NEXT MONTH.
TORONTO, Sept. 23.

An official announcement that the 
Provincial General elections will be 
held on Monday, October 20th, the 
same date as the vote on the refer­
endum was made this afternoon1 by 
Sir William Hearst, Premier of the 
Province of Ontario.

By a three vote 
margin, the first test in the fight, now 
being waged about the part with its 
League of Nations Covenant, came on 
a motion by Chairman Lodge, of the 
Foreign Relations Committee, to post­
pone for one week consideration of 
some forty odd amendments, which 
would relieve the United States from 
service on commissions created under 
the Treaty. The formal motion 'with 
a fixed date, was put before the Sen­
ate, after the Vice President had sus­
tained a point of order by Senator 
Hitchcock, leader of the Adminis­
tration forces for ratification against 
a motion for indefinite consideration, 
and it was reported on and was ac­
cepted.

IMPROVING LABOR CONDITIONS.
LONDON, Sept. 24.

(Reuter’s Despatch.)—The Trans­
port Ministry came into existence yes­
terday, when Sir Eric Geddes began 
as Minister of Ways and Communica­
tions, the huge task of bringing under 
a single control the whole transport 
of the country. Sir Erie believes, this 
will result in economies by being the 
means of eliminating competition be­
tween the docks and the railways. He 
hopes to eliminate empty haulage and 
terminal delays. Sir Eric recently 
wrote that transport must go hand in 
hand with housing.

THE STRIKE SITUATION.
PITTSBURG, Sept. 24.

Interest in the National Steel strike 
which has been in progress since last 
Monday, centres to-day in meeting the 
hope of a National Committee for or­
ganizing the iron and steel workers. 
Those in close touch with the strike 
are of the opinion that the session 
called by William E. Foster, Secy- 
Treasurer of the committee, will 
bring out important facts relating to 
the walkout of thousands of workers, 
who heeded the call of their Labor 
Unions. Foster declares that the 
committee will not consider Peach' 
plans, but will discuss the advisabil­
ity of extending the strike to include 
the seamen on the Great Lakes’, car­
rier vessels and union trainmen. Ac­
cording to the Secy, the union is pre­
pared for a long struggle, and has 
declared that workers will fight to the 
bitter end. The strike situation in 
Pittsburg district remains practical­
ly unchanged, with employers and 
union leaders issuing conflicting 
statements, as to the number of men 
involved in the walkout.
