Cormorants are the most numerous 
species. A recent observer estimated 
that there, were ten million birds of 
this species elone sitting upon eggs 
In one piece at the one time. They 
would appear to feed in relays, one 
"shift" taking cere of the eggs whilst 
the other Is at gas.
• It Is an amaxlng fact that, among 
the tens of thousands of nests, no 
bird seems to make a mistake as fo 
which is her own.
