Town Council—Special Meeting,

A special meeting of the Town Cou
was held ou Taesday night. ' Pressat,
the Mayor in the chair, Dr, Herod,Messrs,
Hol'iday, Hefféroan, MeCarty, ors,
Buckland, Melvin, Mays, Mitchell, How-
sd, Day, Harvey and Massie.

The Mayor said that the meeting had
been called ia corsequence of a communi-
cation which bad been received from
Adam Brown, Esq., President of the W.
G. & B. Railway, in which it was stated
that a deputation would leave Hamilton
for Normanby on the 20th inst., to be
present at some mestings which were to
be held bstween the first and fifth prox.,
and ting that a’ delegation from
Guelph might accompany them. His
Worship faither said that he had request-
ed Dz, Parker, the only divector in Town
to be present, in order that he might give
the Council any fuformstion they might
require.

Mr. Melvin thought it was the duty of
the Council to send a deputation, for the
Narrow Gauge men were moving heaven
and earth to carry their project, and it
they do Guelph will be jsolated from a
great portion of the country. Besides,
it is necesssry that the people to the
North shovld be undeceived with regard
to the pesition of Guelph on the railway
question. - The intelligent people of the
town are in favor of a railway to the
Lake, but our other obligetions render it
altogeiher impossible that we can aid in
any other way than by giving it our coun-
tavance. Had we been otherwise circum-
stanced assistance might have beengiven
it. It is not the case that we are acting
the part of the dog in the manger, and a
deputation should be seut with the depu-
tation from Hamilton to dieabuse the
miuds of the people up country on this
point.

Thke Mayor said that he knew the pro-
moters of the narrow gauge said in Mount
Forest that Guelph was strongly opposed
tothe W. G. & B. Railway, and that their
assertions had told stron%ly in their favor.

Mr. McCurry was rather surprised by
the communication; he did not kmow
Low to take it. This was the first time
Hamilton had asked our co-operation. He
did not know, however, what other action
could be taken thsu to send a delegation,
and if that were done it must be without
our knowing what benefit we are to
derive, .

Dr. Herod believed that it was best to
comply with the request contained in the
communication and send the Mayor., He
did not see the necessity of sending three
or four. It has been said in Elora that
Guelph is opposed to the road, and parties
there from whom gomething different
might have been expected had, for their
own purposes, made this misrepresenta-
tion.

Mr. Massie said Hamilton believed that
Guelph was opposed to the road, and
there was a time when some of us spoke
of it with a suneer. But that day has
gone ; there must be a railway to the
worth, and it behoves Guelph to do her
utmost not to allow the traffic to pass by
her. He was pleased that the communi-
cation had been received ; there was now
something tangible to act upon, and he
thought it very necessary that a deputa-
tion should accompany the gentlemen

rom Hamilton. It will have a gcod ef-
fect, and if the read can only be complet-
ed to Fergus, the Company will get their
bonuses from the municipalities to the
north of that place. Mount Foreast, he
knew, had been in favor of the W. G. &
B. Railway, and many of the people there
had said that tbey voted for the nerrow
gauge just to spite Guelph.

Dr. Parker wes then requested to ad-
dress the Council. He said he wished to
explain away a misapprehension that
seemed to exist concerning the conduct of
the Directors of the W. G. & B. Railway,
who it was said had given Guelph the
cold shoulder. At none of their meetings
had heever heard it asserted that Guelph
was hostile to the road.

Mr McCurry said %e bad, at & meeting
at which he was present.

Dr. Parker said that the project inter-
ested Guelph as much as it did Hamilton.
The merchants of that city have worked
most devotedly. When theirchacter was
almost expired, and when two companies
from which money was expected did not
pay it in, the Bank was kept open till 9
o'clock on the evening preceding the ex-
piration of the charter, and the smount
necessary for a renewal paid in.

Schooner Alive, 212 tons owned by Mr.
R. Batton, of Portsmouth; Schooner
Cambia, 185 tons entered by J. Ashbury.
These boats are the champjons of this
year's races. The cutters hadtwo-third’'s
tonnage added. The Sappho took the
Olmahra even, but gave the Cambria and
Alive, 9 min. 12 gsec.; the Condor 12
min. The course’was from Cowes Castle
around the starting point, to be made
within 9 hours. The regatta created
much excl among ing men
and others, and large crowds of specta-
ters from n Portmouth, &I;d South~
awapton thronged the shore. Innumer-
ablo small crafts were gathered around
the Island. The scene was very fine.
The weather was clear and brisk, with
north-west breeze blowing., At tem
o'clock the signal gun was fired, and the
yachts started amid the cheers from the
people on ghore and crowds on the steam=
ers which followed close behind, The
Alive soon took the lead, but she was
closely pressed by the Cambria. The in=
terest was all on these two. The Came
bria slowly gained on the Alive, and fin~
ally passing her, won the race in 6 hours,
15 min,, 15 sec. The Alive camé in only
two minutes later. The Condor was
third; Sappho last. Olmahra was not
placed. The result was hailed with great
delight by the spectators.
