Another View.

U*y Clark, of Imlay City is in 
receipt of the following letter from 
Colbart Watson Co. H. 13th Infantry, 
Sand Hanuel, P. L.

“Philippines are a bunch of trouble, 
gathered together on the Western 
horizon of civilization. They are 
bounded on the north by rocks and 
destruction: on the east by typhoons 
and monsoons; on the south by canni­
bals and earthquakes and on the west 
by hoodoism and smugglers. The 
climate is a combination of electric 
changes especially adapted to raising 
Cain. Thu soil is fertile and produces 
large crops of trickery and iusureciion 
Inhabitants are very busy—the chief 
occupations being trench building, 
making of bolos and knives and 
the reloading of Remington cartridges 
Their amusements are cock-fighting, 
monte, theft and cheating. Their 
diet consists of boiled rice, stewed rice 
fried rice and rice. Here the marriage 
ceremony is very impressive—es­
pecially the clause wherein the wife is 
given the privilege of working as 
much as her husband desires. The 
animals of burden is the caribou. On 
a three-mile journey only ten days’ 
ra1 mu need be carried, but if the 
journey be for one hundred miles, the 
dr: t:r usually dies of old age before 
reaching his destination. Rivers are 
serpentine in their courses, the waters 
running in a contrary manner to all 
known laws of nature. Manilla the 
capital and principal city, is situated 
on Manila bay—a large land-locked 
body of water full of filth, sharks and 
Spanish submarine boats. Cavite,the 
next in importance, is noted for its 
natural facilities as a naval station 
nd its large number of saloons and 

houses of ill repute. The principal 
' xports of the island are rice, hemp 
• i;k soldiers and war bulletins. The 
principal imports are soldiers, arms 

■ mmunition beer and tobacco. Malar- 
.1 is so prevalent that on numerous 
u>‘ visions the islands have been taken 
with a chill. Luzon, the largest 
'island of the group, resembles a cast­
off boot. Communication has been 
established between the islands by 
substituting mosquitoes for carrier 
pigeons—the mosquitos are larger and 
better able to stand the journey. 
Native costume consists of a Hour sack 
tied around the waists and anything 
under twelve vears of age waits until 
the next year for its clothes. The 
towns are an aggregation of shacks, 
full of filth, liens, cur dogs and dis­
order. The dogs, cats, chickens, pigs 
horses, fleas, bedbugs lice and family 
all sleep together on termsof equality. 
The Philippines—an appropriate 
present for a deadly enemy. The 
native—a friend at the point of a gun 
The climate— pleasant and healthy 
for roaches, tarantulus, scorpions, 
centipedes, snakes and alligators. 
The soil—adapted to the raising of 
foul odors and the breeding of disease. 
The Islands —a Godforsaken, canni­
balized, Aguiualdo infested blot on 
the face of the earth. I think the 
United States has been “gold-bricked 
and if Uncle Sam will pay some 
country $20,000,000 to take the islands 
off our hands it would be a good trade 
for the United States."

Bloomfontein, May 2nd, 1901.
To the Dear Ones at Home,—No doubt you 

have been looking for a letter from me for 
some time, but this is the first time I have 
been able to write. Well, after a very 
tedious voyage of 28 days we landed in 
Capetown, then after being inspected by 
the doctor, we were marched to ihe military 
rooms, where we were given our arma* 
canteens, water bottles, haversacku/^dTc! 
After cleaning them thoroughly they took 
us on the train and moved out from the bay. 
To go back to our voyage. After we left 
Cape Verde Islands nearly half of the boys 
on the Montford were taken sick with 
measles and mumps. I had the 
mumps and also broke out with a 
rash, had such a fever when I got better I 
peeled off so completely it seemed like shed­
ding rny hide. I am in the hospital with a 
relapse of the mumps, but getting along 
better. We left Capetown about five in the 
afternoon. Our first stop was just in front 
of the plague grounds. I saw the house 
where they were kept in and fires where 
they were burning plague infected build­
ings. We travelled all that night aud all 
the next day over a wild rocky country. 
The soil is red sand. Not much grows on it 
except scrub and brush, with every little 
way a mud house with a lot of natives. The 
second day the cor.ntry looked better, only 
there were too many mountains to suit me. 
Somehow I don’t like the looks of them. 
On Saturday night we did not run, for there 
had been a train wrecked by the Boers 
ahead of us. The fellows were caught. I 
saw four of them, the reet were shot. We 
did not leave Marvelspont until noon. In 
the morning we were allowed to go off the 
train and see the othor soldiers, also the 
tame ostriches. About noon we were 
ordered out and prepared for a ten mile 
march. We started with our big overcoats, 
all our implements of war and one hundred 
and fifty rounds of amunition, so our load 
was very heavy. We marched very steady 
until we got almost here, then the men 
commenced to lag and some were compelled 
to lie down. I thought I would never see the 
end, but it came at last. After a short rest 
the tents were pitched on the same ground 
Lord Roberts camped before taking Bloom­
fontein We are out here for a little while 
but will be near here for some time likely. 
We have to go to the front and fight, then 
be put on our mounted duty, but for the 
present we will have to fight. Some Yshots 
were fired at the enemy last night. There 
are a great many Boers in the neighborhood.

There is a comet visible here. It sets now 
about an hour after dark. While looking at 
the tame ostriches one of our smart boys 
thought he would like one of those beautiful 
feathers, so he pulied one out. Mr. Ostrich 
promptly gave him a good smart kick. It 
isn't tun to be kicked by an ostrich, you 
can believe. Afterward we saw a great 
many ostriches on farms where they were 
raised. All along the way we saw where 
Boer houses had been burned and farms 
made desolate by this terrible war. It is 
sad indeed to see. We passed across 
battlefields where trenches were filled and 
once and a while two or ihice graves with a 
pile of stones at the head of each grave. All 
along the way were piles of dead horses. I 
counted twenty in half a mile and once I 
saw a heap of them that had been shot in 
battle. One thing I admire in this country 
is tne cleanliness of the towns. 1 think 
I have never seen such pretty places. 
The streets are as clean as a floor. Every­
body has their flower gardens and such 
lovely cactus hedges and lovely palms. I 
have seen cactus hedges five or six feet tall, 
with leaves two feet wide. The towns are 
kept clean by natives who work for a very 
small sum. There are plenty of melons grow­
ing wild out here. I saw them all along the 
back, and when the train stopped we got 
off and gathered some. The corn is quite 
green, yet we found some fit to roast. There 
is a great deal of corn grown here and it 
stays out all winter. The weather is quite 
hot during the day and very cold duiing 
the night. The last of June and all of July 
is the coldest of the winter, then it gets 
warmer again, and we will be very glad, for 
we can stand the heat better than the cold 
any time. Love to all. Please write to 
your soldier boy every week.
