Some articles of commerce are dear­
er today in Canada because they are 
dearer all the world over. That is a 
matter wliitih no Government can con­
trol. But they would be much dearer 
In Canada but for the preferential 
tariff of 33% per cent in favor of 
Great Britain established by the pres­
ent Administration. This preference 
works this way: An article that costs 
$1 in the markets of the world, if im­

ported into Canada from Great Britain 
costs but 65% cents. Thus tihe price 
of the British product is much de­
creased, and if the United States 
dealer desires to sell a similar product 
in Canada he must reduce the price 
of it accordingly. The Canadian man­
ufacturer, too, must meet the lowered 
price. Thus the farmer and the work­
ingmen in the towns and cities, and, 
indeed, everyone, is benefited by the 
tariff preference in favor of Great 
Britain. Because it was established by 
the present Government after 18 years 
of failure by their opponents Jhe Op­
position leader’s threaten to repeal this 
preference for British products if they 
are given power. The Canadian peo­
ple have too much sense to supply the 
pullers-down with the opportunity.

murdered Jennie Rosschieter, the mill 
hand, whose body was found on- the 
outskirts of the city last week.
