Approximately $112,000,000 of the 
$172 000,000 Fielding national loan had 
been subscribed up until early this 
afternoon, local dealers stated.

The latter estimate roughly that 
about 60 per cent of the holders of 
the 1923 Victory bonds, maturing Nov. 
1. have taken advantage of the con­
version privileges, while the remain- 
ing 40 per cent have been straight 
cash purchases.

The 5-year bond has already been 
over-subscribed, being purchased 
mostly by Americans with funds in 
Canada These are parties who say 
they are unable to get their money 
out of Canadian investments with any 
degree of satisfaction by reason of 
the premium on Canadian currency. 
They trust, however, that with the 
expiration of the new 5-year bonds 
the pre-war rate of exchange will 
have returned.

The 1923 issue is a non-taxable loan 
and with its elimination from the 
market only the following non-taxable 
bonds are left, the 1927, the 1931, the 
1933. and the 1937.

All other issues, including the 
present one. are taxable.
