visable for the regiment to leave Canada
the offer of course is merely taken as an
expression of patriotic and imperial feel-
ing.

It is understood that at a meeting of
the Liberal party held yesterday morn-
ing it was decided not to offer any
factious opposition to the ‘remedial bill.
The only ones-who, it i  said, reserved
to themselves the right to take their own
course on this question were Messrs.
Casey, Mulock, Martin and Charlton.

DANGER OF THE SITUATION.

Loxpon, April 7.—The GloBe this
afternoon, commenting on the belliger-
ency vote in the United States House of

Im conclusion, the Globe expresses the
opinien that it is improbable President
Cleveland will  seriously consider the
concarrent resolutions.

The St. James Gazette remarks: ““Con-
gress voted with the intention of being
offensive to Spain. This, presumably,
is new American diplomacy. We must
candidly confess we do not admire it,
when it is tried against seneitive people
already in difficulties, and it is emi-
néntly-calculated . to- provoke an explo-
sion. The Spaniards do not understand

TURKEY AND THE MISSIONARIES.
CONSTANTINOPLE, via Sofia, Bulgaria,
April 7.—Rev. Geo. Knapp, one of the
American missionaries at Bitlis, is con-
fined in jail at Diarbekir, Turkish Ar-
menia, and serious complications are
mere than likely to follow. The Turkish

govwernment has announced through the
grand vizier, and through the minister
for foreign affairs, that no newe has
been received by the Porte regarding his
reported expulsion. It is further an-
noanced that Mr. Knapp is to be sent
from Diarbekir to Alexandretta, on the
Bay of Iskenderoom, opening into the
eastern portion of the Mediterranean,
where he will be either shipped out of
the country or delivered to the repre-
sentatives of the United States.

At the first intimation of the trouble
the TUnited States charge d’affaires
cabled Washington for instructions, and
it is said the U. 8. squadron in the Mid-
iterranean, consisting of the flagrhip
Minneapolis, commanded by Admiral
T. Q. Selfridge, and the crniser Marble-
head, will shortly assemble in the Gulf
of Iskenderoom. At the same timea
formal protest against the treatmeunt of
Armenian missionaries may be made to
the Porte, coupled with a demand for
indemnity. . ‘

The proposed expulsion of Rev. Mr.
Knapp is understood to be but prelimin-
ary to the expulsion of all Christian
missionaries. Besides, it js rumored
that the American Red Cross society are
also to 'be expelled. It is stated that an
Tmperial irade providing for the expul-
sion from Turkey of Christian mission-
aries and agents of the Red Cross society
has been -signed by the Sultan. That
this is the case would seem to be proved
by the activityatthe French and British
embassies during the past few days, and
by visits which the United States charge
Jaffairs has made to the Porte. It is
also known that a panic exists among
the Armeniansof the district of Suedish,
owing, it i8 .explained, to the presence
there, for some unknown reason, of a
strong foree of Turkish troops. .
The U. 8. eharge d’affairs has obtain-
ed from the Porte assurance that the
Valiof Aleppo has been instructed to
protect Arwenian missionaries in the
Suedish distriet. “The claim made by
the friends of the American miseionaries
is that they are being perecuted by the
Turkish authorities. On the other hand,
the Turkish officials assert that Rev.
Mr. Knapp persistently encouraged se-
ditious movements among the -Armeni-
ans in spite of official warnings. Mr.
Hampson, British eonsul at Bitlis, who
carefully inquired into -the charges
brought against Rev. Mr. Knapp, has
pronounced them absard.

THAT VEXED BOUNDARY

Strong Feeling Against the
United States.

The Gold Mining Resources of the
Important Territory in
Dispute.

GEORGETOWN, British Guina, April 6.
—If the Venezuelan-British Guiana
boundary dispute is decided in favor of
Venezuela, ninety-nine out of every hun-
dred Englishmen in this country will
lose money by it -and the same may be
said of nearly every American living in
the colony except the United States con-
sul. British. Guiana is divided into
three counties, Demerara, Berbice and
Essequibo. )

Practically all the gold fields are situ
ated in the -Essequibo country and
nearly all of the territory” which com-
prises that country is under dispute. As
the sugar industry hag .dwindled down
to avery small factor owing to the redue-+
tion in the price of sugar, the great.
expense of keeping the plantations from
being flooded and the difficulty of
getting laborers who can stand - the
climate at a reasonable price, gold has
become the mainstay of the colony. It
is to gold and possibly timber in the
future from the Essequibo country that
the residents here have to look, and it

| may therefore be imagined that the in-

terest over the boundary digpute is very
great. )

While the rest of the world is looking
upon the question as practically settled
so far as the possibility of war, the point
of view here is entirely different. 'I'he
people, that is, the Englishmen
who control everything despite the
large majority of the foreign population,
do not fear war, looking upon such a
thing with the usual British eye, which
sees nothing but victory for themselves.
But they do fear arbitration above all
things, for no matter how little of the
Essequibo country were given to Vene-
zuela, a number of gold mines would
pass out of British control. The meagre
despatches received here are scanned
most eagerly by everyone: many men
who have their all in the gold are send-
ing their servants to the station every
night to‘read the bulletin boards rather
than wait for the morning papers.

Under the circumstances itis not to
be wondered at that the feeling here
against the United States is very strong,
and, what is° more, the Americans here
do not hesitate to blame thé Washington
government openly. Instead of the feel-
ing diminishing if is growing with the
delay, for until the question is decided
any introduction of machinery to get out
the gold will beimpossible. Capitalists
will not invest any more money in Es-
gequibowith a chanceof having the whole
territory ' taken out of their hands.
Gold there is here, and to what
extent may be judged by the registra-
tions for the last three days. and every
bit of it'wastaken out by placer mining,
the day before yesterday 673 ounces,
yesterday 308 ounces, and to-day 1,000
ounces.

Owing to the volcanic nature of the
country and the difficulty experienced in
getting to the fields, long canoe trips be-
ing necessary, up to the present time
mining has been very -crude. Just .be-
fore the dispute came about arrange-
ments were being made for in-
troducing machinery and, since all
these things have come to a stop, it may
easily be seen how the whole of British
Guiana has been affected. There has
been something less than twenty tons of
quariz crushed in this colony since
the  beginnin of the trouble.
Thousands of dollars have been lost here
and it is just now that the people think
they see a prospect of getting something
back.
