Provincial Stock Farm on the 18th'
inst., was well attended. Nearly all|
the counties in the Province were re-|
presented either by private buyers)
or delegates from agricultural soci- |
eties. Several members of the Local
Government were present including
Hon. D. L} Hanington, Hon. W. E.
Perley, Hon. Geo. J. Colter,and Hon.
F. E. Morton.

Judge Wedderburn, Josiah Wood,
M. P, Mr. John Magee, Mr. Wm.
Magee, Mr. S. S. Hall, Mr. John
Sivewright, Mr. John Mair, Mr. H,
P. Petersen, Rev. J. C. Quinn, Mr.
Wm. F. George, Mr. C. G. Osman,
Mr. N. Inch, Mr. J. McElman, Capt.
Alexander, Mr. Wm. MecLeod, Mr.
Harmon Humphrey, Mr. John H.
Reed, Mr. Geo. Dobson, Mr. C. A.
Dickie, Mr. J. D. M. Keator, Mr. J. J.
Keator, Mr. H. B. Smith, Mr. A.

he stock offered consisted of Short-
horn, Ayrshire, Polled Angus or
Aberdeen, Red Polled Norfolk and
Hereford bulls and heifers ; Leicester,
Cotswold and Shropshire Downsheep,
and Berkshire swine. The animals
were a fine lot, looking healthy, and
had evidently reached their pre-
sent condition through the ordinary
course of feeding and without any
forcing to bring them up for the oc-
casion, Before the sale commenced
intending purchasers strolled through
the barns inspecting the stock. When
they were called together Mr. Inches
read the terms of the sale aloud, and
explained the provisions. The sale
commenced with the

The first brought out was the red
and white yearlmg bull “ Donald,”
calved 16th Oct., '81, dam “ White
Lady,” and bred by J. Meikle, Bath-
gate, Scotland.

the lowest bid being $75.

A fine brown and white bull, ris-
ing three, “ McDuff 2nd.” calved in
May, ’80, sired by “MecDuff)’ 41,
dam ¢ Netta,” 325, bred by Nevin
Matthews,Larvie, Wightonshire Scot-
land, was started at $50 by Mr.
Donovan, who followed him as far
as $70,and then abandoned the com-
petition. He ran up to $100 and
was knocked down to Mr. John
Sivewright, for the Bathurst and
Beresford Agricultural Society, Glou-
cester.

3rd, 854, dam * Madecap,” 1,975, bred
by A. Adams, Aberdeen, Scotland,
was brought in. Unfortunately this
animal suffers from a species of
asthma which interferes with its
breathing. This fact was stated to
the people, so that he was started
with the low bid of $20, $30, 840
and 850 were bid, C. G. Osman, of
Hillsboro, taking him at the last
named price.

SHEEP.

The lambs, though undoubtedly pure-
ly bred, were in rather poor condition
as are most of the lambs throughout the
Province. The . cause assigned is that
as the grass in the pastures grew so
much more rapidly than the sheep could
crop it, it became long and the sheep re-
fusing to eat it got out of condition.
The stockmen, however, wanted the
sheep for breeding and the bidding was
very lively and the prices obtained good
all round. The buyers were spurred up
a little by the shower of rain that fell
during the sale, as they wanted the
sheep and were adverse to a wetting,

SWINE,

The swine sald were all pure Berk-
shire, and the prices obtained for them
were good. The pen of half a dozen
young boar pigs all went to Sunbury
County, except one, although the com-
petition was sharp.

NOTES,

The total number of cattle sold was
thirteen head, of sheep twenty-two and
of swine eight, aud the amount realized
was $1659. The stock sold was not
needed any longer on the farm and
except the clearing out of the Hereford
stock, all the breeds have becn kept
entire. The stock now consists of 7
Shorthorn caws, 3 Polled Angus cows,
5 Ayrshire cows, 4 Red Polled Norfolk
cows, together with bulls of the different
breeds ; besides 10 calves, 40 sheep and
some swine. :

After the sale tho joint committee of
the Gavernment and the Board of
Agriculture inspected thé farm and
found it progressing very favorably
under Mr. Barker’s management. They
decided to re-roof one side of one of the
barns and build a root cellar under the
main barn, the latter improvement being
necessitated by the want of room in
which to store safely the turnips and
mangold-wortzels, of which they will
have about 3000 bushels. The cellar
will be 20x30 and will have a capacity
of about 4000 bushels. They also pur-
pose clearing and stumping about 15
acres more land. Before the snow flies
they intend to have the young growth
that has sprung up in some of the pas-
tures cut down. About 100 tons good
hay have been cut upon the farm this
season. The grain is not quite as good
as might be wished, but the root crop is
excellent.

Charlotte Co. Agricultural Show.

The Annual Cattlo Show and Fair
of the Charlotte Co. Agricultural
Socioty was held at the Bay Side,
Parish of 8t. Croix, on Wednesday,
the 11th inst. The weather was all
that could be desired for the occasion,
which no doubt induced the attend-
ance of a large number of spectators
present. In the absence of the Presi-
dent, the duty of supervising the man-
agement, appointment of judges, etc.,
was ably and satisfactorily performed
by James Russell, B:xq, Vice Presi-
dent. The President, Robert Staven-
son, Esq., whose henlth we regrot to
say is not 80 good as himselfor friends
would wish, arrived in the afternoon,
and was warmly greeted. Wo regrot
Lo ntate that a perceptible diminution
in the number of exhibitors was mani-
fest, the cause for which are various,
the principal one, however, we think,
is the smallness of the premiums of-
fered, which is due to the Government
regulation prohibiting Agricultural
Socities from paying in premiums
more than twice the amount of their
subscription list.

Amongstuhe articles exhibited wore
somo fine specimens of wheat weigh-
ing sixty-one lbs. to the bushel.
Some Russian wheat exhibited by Mr.
Moses J, Greenlow, was highly
spoken of by the Jndges. Oats
weighing 474 ; peas 64}; buckwbeat
64, and beans 63} lbs. to the bushel.
The samples of potatoes, both in
variety of kinds and in size and

uality, left nothing to be desired,
The butter, in crocks and prints, was
of rich color and fine flavor, and was
eagerly bonﬁgt up by parties present.
Mr. Angus Kennedy secured for his
hotel .a fine lot made by Mrs. Jumes
Linton of Bocabee. Mr, David John-
stone of Waweig took first prize and
deservedly so, for his spring colt.
It was sired by the McCusick horse
and Mr. J. has been offered and
refused seventy-five dollars for it.
Mr. Joseph Mears’ year old colt, Mr.
James McClure's two year old and
Mr. John Wille’ three year old eolt
were very handsome animals, shapely
in torm and of good carriage, and
each took first prizes The pure bred
Ayrshire bull owned by Mr. James
MeFerlane, and the Ayrshire cows of
James Raussell, Esq., and Mr. John
Mowat, all the progeny of the Ayr.
shiro stock imported by the society,
were deservedly admired, and were
in fine condition. A Jersey bull
owned by Mr, James Mowatt, was
much admired by all who saw bim,
he presented all the marks of a pure
bred animal, and was highly spoken
of by the judges.

Blackberries.

The blackberry has been so improv-
ed that it ranks among the first of the
small fruits for profit. - It will soon
be time for putting out the young
plunts, Tho distance they should be
Elnced apart depends cn the variety,

ut for the Wilson it is well to give
them sufficient room for cultivation
with the harrow snd cultivator, and
eight foet onch wsy is better then a
closer distance. Tho distance men-
tioned admits of a row of strawberry
plants. The strawberries will give
a crop before hlackberries. After
gathering the strawberries let them
&0 to runners, mat together, and then
plough them in as manuro. Straw.
berries also need cultivation, which
assists tho blackberries at the same
time. The Dorchestors can be planted
closer, but they will soon fill up the
vacant spaces if not closely watched
and kopt down. They are sweeter
than the Wilsons, but not so large,
nor do they come into bearing as
early, The plants should be put in
late in the fall, when the ground is
cool and moist, but if they go in some-
what early they get rooted better
than when set out later. There should
be a mulch around the plant, if possi-
blo, and the mulch should not be re-
moved during the whole twelve month,
oxcept to cultivate. In the spring
they will send out young shoots or
canes. They should not be allowed
to grow tall, as they are made more
stocky by pinching off the ends,
which causes them to throw out
laterals. The laterals should also be
trimmed off when they grow too long.
Blackerry canes should not fruit the
first year. All blossoms should be
picked off. The plants are subject to
but few diseases, unless we except the
Wilson, and have but few insect
onemigs,

Pitting Roots and Cabbages.

The gathering of wintor cabbage,
turnips, beots, and oarrots, and the
storing of tho same in pits, is usudlly
done in this latitude about the first of
November. However, the state of the
woather is to bo ourguide.. Rootsand
cabbages aro benefitled in vitality and
keeping qualities by romainingin their
growing position until the approach
of sovere weathor, Thousands of tons
of roots and cabbage perish in pitsand
cellars in this country annually; not
from the extremes o{cold. but from
the oxtremes of heat. Fermentation
commences rapidly when the gaseous
fluids from the newly-pitted roots can-
not escape, and those that are not re-
duced by decay are injured in vitality.
This can be avoided by covering; the
Ffll only lightly at the boginnfng-n
ew inchos of earth or other covering,
onough only to keep tho frost oul.
This will afford means of escape for
the gases that aro generating amon
the newly burried roots. In a wee
or ten days the contents of the pits
will cease copious perspiration of gases
and steam, and the pi‘s may be cover.
ed completely. We bring the earth
in direct contuct with pitted roots, as
layera of hay or straw often creates
fungous decay.—Ohio Journal.

It is literally true that the time to
make bay is while the sun shines, for
he simple reason that sunshine is nece.
cessary for the drying procoss. It is
equaly true that the time to fit stock
for winter is whilo we have, without
artificial protection, congenial tem-

erature, combined with such varieties
n food as the growing season gives us.
By supplement this with grains, meal,
oil cake, and the like, we are in the
most rapid manner enabled to put flosh
on our cattle and other stock prepara-
tory to winter. The conditions favor-
able for gain will soon disappear, and
it is the poorest kind of policy to dela
the giving of grain or ground feed till
the stock are finally placed in their
stalls for the winter. At any rate, in-
dividual animals that have up to this
time remained thin, should be selected
out, whether cattle, horses, or pigs,
and fed extra allowances of the very
boest of foods,

This, without any reference to
marketing or mere appearance sake,
but oimﬂly for the same romson that
bay making is attended to while the
conditions are right for it, for the gain
of a beast ends when wintor is estabe
lished ; at least under the conditions
with which they are generally sur-
rounded. It 18 well underst that
stock will gain more rapidly on a
variety of food than when confined to
meagre ussortment, and such are in
thin condition should have th~ special
attention of the feeder durin ! 16 come
few weueks.-.- Live Stock Jou nuc.
