KILLED IN A SLEEPER.

HE BECOMES SUDDENLY ELOQUENT
AT EDINBUEGH.

Fatal Accident at Midnight om the West
% Shore Katlway.

New York, Nov. 9.—The West Shore
train No. 57, which left here at 6 o’clock
last night, ran off the track one mile west
of Litsle Falls ahout 12.30 this mornping.
Th, I o was a 2w h +
The engine passed over safely, but the
tender broke loose and ran off the track
with the entire train, The tender was
wedged into the side of the first sleeper.
Mrs. C. R. Pratt, of Roohester, a passenger
in the sleeper, was killed. Her husband
was glightly injured. Judge Green,
of Springfield, IlL., J. H. Weston, of
this city, Miss Estelle Clarke Vaughan,
of Worcester, Maes,, and E. Sacks of this
city, were slightly bruised. One of the
porters in the Puliman oars was badly
injured and another slightly. The sleeper
which Mrs. Pratt -ocoupied is a total
wreck, The other coaches and- sleepers
are badly smeshed and piled on top of each
other. Mr, Pratt is a résident of Roches~
ter, N.Y., and a ontractor. He was last
week re elected member of the assembly.
He says that when ‘the accident ocourred
they were asleep. He awoke to find him-
self fast between the seat and the car sill.
His wife spoke in a feeble voice, saying she
could not move, that she was suffering and
soon afterwards bade him good-bye. It
was nearly two hours before they were
removed and then Mrs. Pratt was dead.

Loxpox, Nov. 9,.—Mr. Gladstone started
to-day for Edinburgh in good health and
spirits, In replying to an address at
Chester, the ex-premier said: ] am going
to Midlothian, not to secure my election,
but to teach and preach the necessity for
united liberal action.” = Great enthusdiasm
was displayed by the large crowd present.

Large crowds assembled at the various

stations on the line of railway to welcome
Mr. Gladstone, as the special train bearing
the ex-premier and party stopped for a few
minutes at the different points. Mr. Glad
stone had enthusiastic receptions at War-
ringion, Preston and Carlisle, and in a short
address said that he believed that the
country was still true to liberal principlee.
At Wigan a photographer was present
and secured & likeness of Mr. Gladstone as
the. latter was leaning out of ' his railway
carriage window. In a sp h there the
ex-premier declared that’the assertions of
the tories that they had assisted in carry-
ing the franchise act through parliament
were not true, though they loyally assisted
in passing the redistribution of seats bill.
At Carlisle, Lookerby aad. other places
the crowds of people were 80 great as to

impede traffic.
Mr. Gladstone arrived at Edinburgh at

4,40 p.m, Inresponee to the repeated calls
ot the tmmense crowd that had sssembled
to meet him, he unexpectedly delivered &
Jong and eloquent speech. The enthusiasm
displayed by the people was unexampled
in the political history of Great Britain.

Mr, Gladstone said: The Irish question is
about to assume & new position, because it is
now & question of cruel grievances. Thanks
to the patience, zeal, energy and good sense of
garliumenm the grievances have one by one

een removed, but I know very well that m,
fellow-countrymen in Ireland still feel, ani
belicve, that.one grievance remains concern-
ing that mansgement of their own country as
opposed to imperial concerns, Formerly the
elector:te of Ireland wasso limited that it was
almost imposeible to recognize its utterances
as the voice of the nation. T'he members were
gplit into three rlrties—-Plrnellim tories and
liberals. Now Ireland’s electorate {s as broad,
as extended, as well qualified to speak of the
wants and wishes of the people as are the elec-
torates of Scotland and Fnglend. Iam confident
that England will never repent giving perfest
equality to Ireland. We must look a_ste
fursher forward and expect: the party whic!
is probably in a vast majority in ireiand to
demand Jarge powers of se'f-government.
Such will be a grave contingcncy, but let it
not fill us with alarm, because, as long 88 we

ive liberally, equitubl{‘and prudeutly, it will
ye ncedless to fear the results, a:suming
always that nothing will be demanded that
would jeovardize or compromise the unity of
the empice. 1f such & demand be made, we
will know how to deal with it- It is
unjust for the people of Ireland to suppose
that any other basis is Smtemghwd. What-
ever demand Ireland may deliberately “and
constitutionally make, unless it infringes on
the principles connected with the honorable
maintenance of the unity of the empire, we
are bound at any rate to treag with careful
attention. . [Loud cheers]. To sting Ireland in
the powers necessary OL desirable for the
management of purely Irish matters is a moral
error. 1 lay this matter before you -
cause it has a close and immediate bear-
ing on the circumstances connected with the
present elections. Taking partio parliament
in the handling of this question is not for me
a great difficulty to contemplate, because in
years past. I have repeatedly declared that
guch a diqcussion would be not only allow-
able, but also benefieial, once the wishes of
Jrelasnd have been constitutionally emuni-
ated. Iam confident that the liberal vote in
the next parhament will exceed that of the
tories and Parnel'ites combined. If it does
not the empire will be endangered. A fair
consideration of probable Jrish demands is a
new and commanding reason why, standing
shoulder - to shoulder, uniting heart with
heart and mind with mind, we should adhere
to the great comimission—a liberal policy re-
ceived from two generations of statesmen.

The THE MANSION HOUSE BANQUET.

The Marguis of Sziisbury om Home and
Foreizgn Polities.

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—The Marquis of Salis-
bury made a speech at the lord mayor’s
banquet at Guildhall this evening, Re-
ferring to the Burmese troubles he said
that the action of the government against
Burmah had received the aseent of all the
great powers. Regarding the Balkao con=
ference he foretold that ite decision would
bs adverse to English views. However
this country, he said, was not primarily
interested in the dispute, He predicted that
the conference would result in a failure.
He thought that if the status quo ante
were restored the Bulgarians would take
Greece and Servia into their confidence
and Turkey would then have to combat
three powers instead of one. Concerning
the struggles of political parties in Great
Britain he could only say, as the meeting
was & non-partisan one, that he hoped
certain doctrines would not develop & olaes
hatred that might lead to a civil war and
the ultimate downfall of England.

Lord Salisbury ssid that the Balkan
movement was purely popular and wae not
prompted by foreign influence, The Berlin
treaty was intended to pave the way for
the independence of the Balkan states,
The treaty had done its work well in an
exceedingly short time, and it was absurd
to insist that it ba maintained., England
earnestly desired a settlement that would
sutisfy the Balkan states and preserve the
integrity of Turkey, which was necessary
for European peace.
