In con
frmation of this opinion wo remarlk that
1 Charlo’ the Iroquois Indian from Caugh-
nawaga, who was the guide of tho Red River
oxpedition, and .the Assiniboino and Sas-
katchowan expedition, on both routes, and
who mado_some _forty journeys botwaeen
Laka Superior and Red River, chiefly with
Sir Goorgo Simpson, said ho much preforred
the Pigon river routo; and who was hetter
qualified to judgo than ho?  But wewill now
como to details of distances, impedimonts,
ctc,, the wholo way.  On these points e
necessarily possess most accurate infcrma-

Troops, ammuuition and stores can ho
couve od from Collingwoad to Grand Por-
tage Bay by steamer, From that point
whoro there is an Amoerican settlement, a
souil road tiaverses the porlage the whole

i:tance of & littlo over eight miles. Al
though this road runs through American
territory 3t by the scenth clause of the
Trealy of Ghent the portuge is freely open lo
oth nalions for ever,

A suflicient number of teams to convey
the entire baggage of an oxpedition across
this portage can be easily sent forward trom
Collingwood. From the point where the
portage ends the route lies along Pigeon
river, and through a succession of lakes up
toMud Lake; but there are no serious ob
stacles atall,although atoae semi-descharge
canoes must bo poled up stream. From
Mud Lake and South Lake wo go down, and
ahthough there are numerous portages, and
rapids, yet none of them are difticult, From:
Gunfling Lake to Seigunagah Lakes there aro
rapids and places whero canoes aro let down
by ropo to keap them steady, but there is
nothing to prevent a continuous advance.
Between Knife Lake and Birch Lake thero
are portages tho longest being 700 yards,
and nnother 275 yards, At the western ex
tremity of Basswood Lako thera is a portage
of 350 yards, and tiwo others of 190, und 166

1 Jards respectively. Dut from this position
onwards progress may be regular and steady
10 Loon Narrows, whero there are two por-
tages of 263 and 67 yards : aud from these
poiats forward through Sand Point Lakeand
lac a Jan Grosse into Ruiny Lake there s
only one portage of 127 yards just at the
entrance into the latter.  Along the whole
of this distance excellent camping grounds
ae sbundant, and wmaking allowances for
wnavoidablo stoppages we think that the
dstance might be easily accomplished in
from twelvo 1o fiftcen days. We believo also
that from Fort Srances ten days ought to
0 an expedition at Fort Garry. Now wo
me to the meanrs of transport.  The best
appliances for this purposo are Freighter's
boats, They carry from 5 to fi tons; aroe
sharp foro and aft like whalo boats, flat in
the tloar for light draft, and are about 30
ftlong. ‘Theyaro pulled and steored by
¢feop oars, and havo a movable mast with
daargesquare sail. They aro manned by a
zewof 7 men ; are hauled over portages-on
ikeir keel by the crew, and the goods aro
wrried by the crew also.  ‘Theso boats are
% better and safer than canoes for mixed
tho and rivéer navigation. If o suflicient
Ipply of such boats could bo procured in
g, wo should say, uso them by all means.
at as this is not to be expected now, and
the governmont have already ordered a
g number of deep and comparatively
vy boats, which we expect to find stick
gin the mud along Dawson’s road, disor-
Ling the whole expeditioh if it be sent,
Mlway, then wo mako another proposal.

Let tho Government sond up here from
Caughnay uga and other peints whele they
avo casily ).. ocorable onc handred cannes not
less than 24 fect long. **North canoos
carry 10 men eoach, witha bLowman and
steersman, and a ton or more of baggage.
With theso 100canoes we arn convinced that
one thousand men with sufiicient ammunition
and provisions could Lo spnt forwird so us
to reach Fort Gurry in 25 days or less. Que
sugyestion is that whilo thoe boris and heavy
guns aro being forwarded by Ditwson'sroute
with one hnlf of the expoditiun, thess canovs
with tho other half shiould Lo dispatcliod
with al) speed by way of Ligeon iver.—

Every ono of these canoes might Lo 1.l
down on Pigeon River banlk at the end of
Grand Portage Leforo the arrivals of any
troops here. They might bo subdivided
into squads of ten ov any uumber, and each
equad placed under tho comniand of an oifi
cer, immediatoly alter the troops. reached
the spot. ‘Thusuo delay could oceur. There
is plenty of time to procure these canoey,
and send them here before the ice Lreaks
up. Itis well known that partages soon
becomo trodden out of all shape, especially
in rainy weather. If the entire espedition
bo entrusted to one route then tho injures
to portages, inevitable from the crossing of
so many men and so much material, will
seriously returd tho entire advance, IFrou
Lac la Croix forward the services of 2 large
body of Indians und canoes are re:dily pro-
curable. “ho tribesof that region can mus
ter 1000 figining men, and their assistance
would be invaluablo.

It would be easy to secure regularity in
tho advance by ascertaining tho sitesofa
convenient number of camping grounds Le-
forehand. At these places all tho boats of
ench squad conld rendezvous; and thusthe
several portions of the expedition mighi be
kept in communication with each other.
for this purpose wo would suggest. Ist.
The Pigom Rivar end of Giand Portage
whenco the whole expedition would start.
2nd. Fowl Portage. 3rd. Mooso portage. 4.
West end of Watap Lika. jth. West end of
South Lelke, on the height of land. 6th. The
narrows at the end of tho rapuds betiveen
Gunflint Lake, and Seiganagah. Tth. Swamp
Portage, end of latter named lake. Sth,
Carp Portage, end of Carp Lake, 9th West
end of Basswood Jlako after passing the
rapids, at the 166 yards portage. 10ta. Bot-
tlo portage, north-west corner of Iron Lako.
11th. The narrows near the point of meeting
of Loon River,and Vernullion River. From
this point the several boats could move on
either independently of the other haif of the
expedition, or bedirected to asito agreed
upan for the junction of the wible on Rainy
Lake. The obstructions being fewer, and
the water way bewg more extended, per-
haps ths entire forco would be advisably
united.  As, however, the portion advanc-
ing by Tigeon River would certainly bo
much more forward than the other, it might
bo best to move it on to Fort Frances, and
there reorganize with the md of the Indians
who would be suro to flock i numbers to
the spot.

Between Guoflint Lako and Seiganagah
Lako, ropes will be reguired. But it is not
necassary to enter into further details here.

Wo.most respectfully urge the considera-
L tion.of this suggestion, upon the Uovern-
ment. We are persuaded thit much time
would be saved, Aad if 1090 rogular sol
diers wero onco in the neighborhood of Fort
Garry the country wocld bu safe.  Qur mili-
