C. K. Russer, M.D. 'These extreme]y interesting cases that Dr.
Shirres has just shown make one wonder what the real nature of hysteria
is; how these so-called functional discases can imitate so closely organic
lesions of the brain and cord. One ofien wonders if there is not some
underlying really organic condilion, although we cannot see it under the
microscope, and if it is nmot some vaso motor condition that irom ifs
nature cannot be demonstrated under the microscope. With these hys-
terical patients one notices that there is usually great vaso-motor in-
stability, they blush readily, and we get dermatographia and other evi-
dences of this and I often wonder if there is not some similar vaso motor
disturbance occurring in the hrain or cord causing these symptoms that
