LoNDON, Webrnary 19 —The court room
way crowded to-day when the Parnell com-
miselon resumed its gittings, Henry La.
boachers, Jobn Morley, 8haw-L:febvre and
other prominent persons were preseut.

Mr. Macionald, mansger of the Times, was
croga-examined by the counsel for the Par-
nellites, Ha declined to say whether he re-
garded the luttera of Japuary 9 aod May 16
as the only {mpnrtant ones »moog the fir*
fivs whioh Mr. Ho1stcn,s ¢ etary of the Iri h
Loyal and Patriotio uwwin, hunded bim.
Jautice Hannen shatply rebuked the wituees
for hiw refusal.

THE PRICE OF THE LETTERS.

Mr. Macdonald said the letters had to be
taker a8 o whola and thst as a whole they
wera compromteing, He was convinced that
the Ean aud Parnell lstters wore genuine be-
fors 1he first article on ‘‘ Parpelliam and
Crlms ¥ was publiched. He did not think
the body of the letter of January 9 was in the
writiog of Mr, Campbell, Mr, Paroell’s
secretary. Hehad not noticed any similarity
between that and the Egan letters. Witness
paid Honaton £350 for the Paraell latter of
the 16th Jone and for Egan's letter to
Carey. The totnl p-ymentemade to Houston
amnonted to £2,53) Tha piyments were
mado by Mre. W altar’a chegae,drawn in favor
of Mr. Siamer, the Times snlicitor,

Houston did unot bring the envelopas with
the lottersa. Witness did not aek about them,
avsuming that they had beon destroyed. He
pattioniarly avoided asking from what source
the lettara wera obtalned, bevanse Houstoo
eald be was bsund ta secrecy, which he asled
witness to respeot. Witness first knew that
Pigott, s former edltor of the Irlshman, anp-
plied them at abont the time the publication
of the articles on * Parnelllsm and Crime"
was begua. He did not knmow that 'be
latters had been shown to the Marquls of
Hartiogton, who he asserted, had nothieg to

do, diractly or lndirsctly, with their publica-
tlon. Honston chowed the witness, as tepd-
ing to vonfirm the genulnensss of the writing
a letter written by Mr, Parnell to Plgott,
whioh was not submitted ta the expert be-
canee it was private aud confidential.

WHO WROTE THE ARTICLES ?

Mr. Macdonald said the Times’ statement
that koives snd fire arma were kept in the
Lgague offi:¢ in Loodon was based upon in-
formation sopplied to the writer of the arti-
¢e In which the statement wae made. H-
did not koow dirsotly who wrote the arti-le,
and ke wag not bound to tell if he did. The
editor of the Times was rasprnsibls for state-
msats made In the papsr, und, therefore, the
coansel wae not entitled to demand by force
the names of coutriliutora

At this poiot Mr, Parnell, warmly enveloped
in a long cloak, though the weather was
mild, entared the anurt raom and took a wsat

at the ealicitor’s table.

Mr, Arquith, of counsel for Mr. Parnell,
urged that he was entitled tu demand the
nama of the anthor of the articlon, becanse be
wag bund to test the trath ot euch o grave
ntatem-nt, .

Sir Otarles Russell supported Mr. Aequith,
and the conrt sustaloed him.

Witneas said he cnuld not name the writsr
withoat making enqulries, The **Parneilism
and Crime” artiolos were not written by one
author. Mr, Scames was mlisinformed when
he stated that Mr, Flanoagan wrote thegeriea.
The artiole aocusing Mr. Parnell of supplying
Byroe with fands with which to esoape was
based on a lester which Me. Ruwsell had ad-
mitsed wos aunthentie. Witness conld not
name $he writer off hand. No persons were
spaclfically employed tn write abont *¢ Par-
nelliam and Urime,” The articles were writ-
ten in the ordinary oourse of business,

Ar. Asquith damanded that witoess obtain
the namae of the writers of the articles.'

Mr, Maodonald appoaled to the beash for
direotiony whether he was compellad to
answer, <y

Attorzep-General Webater objected' gen-
eraily to tho guasstion, :

- Preslding Justlce Hannenruled that pono-
#el was not ont{tled to ack the witnesn to make
enqairles, but might guestion him ae to any-
thing within his knowledge in comnection
with speoifio facte,

Mr. Maodonald finally satd Mr. Flaunsgen
wrote the artiolen that spvearad on Maroh 7
aud Maroch 10, 1887. He had forgotton who
wrote the others,

Parnell's alleged letter to Pigott was pro-
duood.: Juatloe Hannen acked {f it waa ad-
mitted that the latter was genaine, '

Sir Charlas Rusaell replied, * Ok no.”

Attorney-Gieneral Webster called Mr. Ing-

Ho agreed to pay Pigott a' guinea dally for i
erpenser.

After-
warde Pigott handed witness notes of gon.,
versations with Davia, Theae noten witness
hacded to Soames, The notes refzrred to
latters which ritness Iagtractod Plgatt to poo-
onre, Pigott repeatedly went to Paris, and
Boally declared that no lstters aonld be given
up withont consent of a person in New York.
Plgott satd the lattexs were in the possession
of Egan or Schoolmaater Kelly, Figott sup-
plied coplezof five Parnell letters and aix
E;an letters. .

PIGOTT'S VISIT TO AMERICA,
Witneas not having soffisient money to
eend Pigott to Americs, saw Mr. Buockle,
editor of the Times. Mr. Boockle declined to
take.up the matter. Witness then horrowed
the necessary smonnt, Plgott yeturoed from
Amesrica with a sealed letter which he maid
he had obtained from Breslin, and which con-
tained inetractions to a person in Paris to
glve up the lettera on certain conditions,
Pigott went to Paris repeatodly before he ob-
tsined the latters. Winiers showaa the lettera
to Mr. Baokle, who advieed him to see Mr,
Macdonald. Witness asked Mr. Macdonald
to teat the genuineness of the lstters, aud
said if they were used he expeotad to bo re-
{mbursed for his expenditares. Up ta their
pablication he had not bargained for pay-
mant far the letters, bat he- made it a con-
dition thas the Times alone should be respon-
alble for the publicstion. Witness had noth-
ing to do with teetivg the aignatares and was
fecorant nf ths process by which they were
toated. Three weeks aftar witness had ao-
quired the firat batch of lettera Pigott wrete
that the sellers repented of their bargain and
would retarn the money if the lettzre were
raturned. Witnees declined to return the
letters,

Uader croar-examination Hauston eaid he
did pot know of anything that showed that
Pigntt waa not a creditabls man, He did
not koow that Pigott was in pecnaiary atralits
when he asked bim %o discover the doca-
ments. He told him rhat if the letters wera
forthcoming and were gennine they wonld
be pald for. Hoe believed Pigott was earning
falr competonce at newepaper work. The
comaision have adjourned. Eugene Davia
states that Hnuston’s evidence regarding him
is on atracions calamnv.

LonpoN, F-broary 20 —When the Parpell
commission met thia morning the court reom
snd it precincts were crowded. Mr. Parneli
waa present, Mr Houston, secretary of the
Trizh Loval and Patrintio union, was farther
oross eximloed. Hesaid ha destroyad Pigott's
lettars to bim in acogordance with an agree.
ment made between them ; that they were
intended for the witoess’s eyen alone and
were not to be used parilely. Up to the time
the witness went to Parie, Pigott had not
given him the namea of any of the persons
gnnnegted with the letters mecurad by the
Times. Ha did not conslder that & knowledge
af the men from whom the letters were ob.
tatned was Important {n vonnection with the
gnestinp of their genuin-ness,

Witneses sald hin part was done when the
lnttars were obtalned. He accepted them
without securing any means of tasting Pigott's
statements la the avent of thelr genuineness
being questioned, becanse he paderatood it
was aeselesn to attampt to make a complote
oase and further engnirles would only baudl.
ocap himself, Ho had no means whataver of
teating any part of Pignit's etory, which he
tegarded ss probahle, especislly ea the news.
paper reports of the dlspute between M,
Parnell and tha American axtremists to eome
extent conflrmoed Plgott's story that the let-
tnra ware left fa u bag found in a roomin
Parln, Witness accepted the letters solely
on Pigotts words, Two days before the
comm'ssion opened Pigott wrota him an
abasive letter damanding that afrer giviog
testimany he should be given £5 000.

A PECULTAR CONPESSION.

Houston sald he did not think Plgotte
wtatementa wara very agourste, because Puw-
ott only repeated what other p=reuns raid,
Betw:en Ootnber, 158G, and January, 1888.
he paid Pigott £200, bur the Timea pald the
bille from May, 1887, Prior to November,
Pigott lnformed witness that Whelehan, s
Tullamore aoliciter, had informed him that
a gentleman from Amerioa wanted to hev:
av laterview with him in Londom. Whele-
han asked Pigott if he had any of Egan’s
latters, as he was prepared to purchase them
ot a high price, Pigott, when he wrote to
witness demandiog £5 000. sald he bad been
aoerced in Snemea’ ¢ffice intn making a state.
ment under false pretencer, Witcese did no
anawer the let-er.

ALLEGED REVELATIONS.

Attornay-G-nersl Webster read notea made
by Pigott of conversations with Eugore
Davis, According to the poter, Davie
stated that Egan took him into hls coof.
dence, Davis knew the I. R, B acnd the I,
B. were copnested with the League, ope
working openly and the other seoretly, the
“ B. 8.” fiading men and the Loague moosy.
Eusn woa in Parls with Pagpell, O'Kelly,
Dilton, Brennan and Harria in 1881 H«
told Davis bhe bad long conferances with
these gentlemen, and ali had agreed that the
glsuation rendered reprisals againat Eog-
land imperative, and Eogland's power conld
he neutrallzd only by removing as many of
her leading men as poesible. Walab, Sheri.
dan and others were to be sent to Ireland to
plan the murders. Immediately after Par
nell 8 arrest Egan appealed to the Fenlan
Ianders tn exacnte the work more energetio-
ally., Walsh went to Dablin aod appointed
Oatey, Mullett and - Carley as his chief men.
Tyuau, Byrne, Oolbert and Sheridan were
also assoclated with him., Egan was invarl.
ably consulted regarding projacted oatrages
and murdera, Egzan strongly reproved Tyn.
an for falllog to appesr at K'ngsbridge in
tlms to give the signal for Mr, Forater’s mar-
der, Davis was In a cafein Parls when
Tynan related the whole hiatory of the Pr@qix
Park murders. Tynao took pride In having
glven the signal for the attack. Egan pro-
fossed to be highly delighted, but regretted
that Tyn-n had not commencod work earlier.
Egan gave Byrna the latter, a fao simile of
which was pablished in the Times There
was a plot to murder the Prinos of Wales and
Mr, Gladstone daring the oarnival at Cannes,
Berne and Tynan were within etriking
‘dlstance, but dld not attempt to carry out
the plun, i

Hrustoun tnder oross.examination sald he
did not regard all thia stateament as acourate.
This reply was greeted with laughter
Houston denled that he destrayed Pigott's
letrers hecansa thay oast a aoubt upon tha
genuineness of the latters published by the
Times. He sald he destroyed them beoanes
he belleved that if thay wera published the
lives of cartaln peranna would ba at the meray
of ,asaseins, ° Hooaton eald Divis was in
Eogland, and that Basmies suhpooaed him,

Later, Mrazn 223d ko praposcd ader
the tiver of the English officials in England
not worth an hour's purchase, azd replyiog
to a queation said that of course Parnell was
aware of this proposal. Witness continued
slightly in touch with the I. R. B. after the
sale of bia papsrs. Directly after Egan's
flight to Parla witness receivel a letter in
which Egsn asked for the address ot Davis,
who was & writer on The Irlahman, and who
had gone to Paris to prepara for the prieat-
hood. Witness corroborated Houston’s tes-
timony with reference to the prelimiaary ne-
gotiations regarding the mearch for the doou-
ments. It was understood that the affair
should be kept absolutely secret. He did not
kaow Davisthen except as a cuntribator to
The Xrishman. Davis signed his artioles
““Owen Rome.” The commisasion here ad-
journed.
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STARTLING DISOLOSURES PROMISED.

LoxNpoN, February 20 -—At Folkestone to-
day, referring to the Purnell commiezion,
Mr. Gladstone sald—**We are now on the
eve of exploding a vast fabrication of ini-
quity.” Joseph R. Cox, Natlonaliat M. P,
speaking at Maldstone to-night, sald atart-
ling discloaares were about to be made be-
fore the Parnell commisslon, which would
completely upset the Times case.,

LoxpoXN, February 21.—Upoa the reazsem-
bling of the Parnell comission to-day, Richerd
Pigntt was agaln called far oxamination, He
testified that while he was in Paris in April,
1886, be was accasted on the atreet by a man
giving the name of Morrls Marpby, who sald
he had been a compositor in witaess's employ.
He did not recognize the msz and saw no
reason to doubt his statement. They con-
versed and subsiquently met again, when
Murphy stated he had not been able to ascer-
tain anything about the document. Witnose
sald he wanted an article on the league,

A week later Murphy sald he bad fourd
tho docnments In a bag. He described the
big.aad eaid {t oontained five cr six of Egan’s
lutcers, some of Parpell’s and some ojd ac-
ocounte. Witnees aafd he was mutborized to
fiad the documents and asked tho price for
thair agrrender. Murphy at first wanted
£1 006, but afterwards sald he would take
£5.00. The next day Murphy showed wit-
ness the bag and Its contents. Witaess read
the letters and made mumorands, but did
oot actua'ly copy, he letters, P:gott here
1ienr:fied six letters of Egan's, five of Par-
nell's,inclnding the letter a fa:-simile of which
appeared ln the Times and scraps of accounts
which wers produced in court,as the contenta
of the bag,

Pigntt said he belleved the »lgnature at-
tachad to the latter were thoss of Parneil. He
h-d no ldes as to who wrote the bady of 1he
lettara., Witness returned to Kogland and
Honston baving promised to pay the sum de-
mauded far tha letters, witneas wont agaln to
Parie. Murphy then paid agents of the Clan-
na-Gael cliimed the Iettera snd it weuld he
neceesary to go to New York to get authorlty
from the hands of the erder. Witoese, nfter
consulting with Bouston, went to Naw York
Murphy gave witoees a lotter to Breslin, who
atated he had recsived a despatch from Puaris
instructing him tc meet witnese. Breslin
gave witness a senlad lotter for Murphy. Wit-
noss railed back and handed the letter to
Murphy, who eaid it was all right, but ex-
plalced he conld not glve up the letters until
he had seen other people, Twoaveninge lator
Murphy to~k wituess to & private room In a
oufe where five men were seated, Theee, be
enid, representod the (lan-na-Gael, He
made witness ewear on & Cutholic prayer
book that under no circumstances would he
roveal tho sourca from which be obtained the
documents, Witness alao swore that he
would not mention names, and if soy pro-
ceedluge followed publlcation of the letters
that he would not testify, Witneea detailed
the purchase of the letters and Murphy’s
offer to repurchase them, correborating
Houston's testimony.

Witnass had noihing to do directly or In-
divectly with writlng the letters. *‘The sng-
gestion that I forged them la quite untrus,”
he vaid, Witoess kpnew Egan's writing and
was oonvinced Hgan wrote the letters ae-
oribed to him. Morphy was displeased with
tha refusal to roturn the letters. Witness
saw Hayes, president of the I. R. B,, snd
Casey, a Fenlan, in Paris,

Sir Onarles Russell ohj-oted to evidence an
t» what paseed between Hsycs and Oasey and
wi’'nase,

Aftar a long wrangle, Mr. Davitt enld he
had seen Cigey and Bayes in Parie slnce the
appolntment of the opmmisslon. .

Pigott aaid he firet hrard of the other lat-
tern at the beginning of 1588. xiis informant
wag Thomas Brown, of the Clan Na.Gael,
Hayes iIntroduced Brown and witness In
Paris. B-own produced the letters, and wit.
ness sent Houston copler of two of Parnell’s
and one of Egavn’s, Pigott had not the
alightest doubt that the signatures were
genuise, In Joly, 1888, he heard of other
lsttere. A poerson in Paris, who declined 'o
revesl his name, surrendeved them for £200,
of which witoesa received £50 back. Pigots
deniad that he forged any part of the pecond
or third batch of letters,

Pigott contibusd—¢ A man named O'Brien
visited me in Dablin under the alias of Sin.
olair. He eaid Parnell sent him to.get me to
sasfat Egan. DMr, Labonchere, he said, would
pay me & high prica if I had any lettors of
Parnell’s to 2ell. S’'oalsir puggeated I whould
see Labouchere In London and gave me £5 to
pay my passage.”

Witnesy told how he went tn London,
where be had an Interview with Parnell and
Labouchere, Pilgott sald Parnell told him he
had prima facie evidence that witness had
forged the latters, apd Labouohere proposed
that witness admit the forgery. Lewls cn-
tered and said that if witnese failed to obey
{nstraotions Lewls would prosecute him mer-
ollemely for perjury and forgery. Afterwards
witnesa saw Libouahere alone, Lahnuchere
said he was prepared to pav £1,000, but
money matters must not ba mentioned to
Mr. Paroell, Witness Induced Labouchere
to think he woald sgoede, but an returning
to the room he said nothiog would induce
him to swesr the letters were forgeries,
Lawls then asked witness to write to the
2¥me3 that he believad the letters to be for-
gorlew, when the Times would withdraw
them. Witnees arked for time to consider.
L-wie on the next dav told witneas that La-
bouohere’s off r would hold good if witneas
induced the Times to withdraw the Jetters.

Attorney-G-neral Webster rend Lewle’
notes of the Interview.

‘Witners ohallanged thelr accuracy and de-
nied having said he beliaved the leiters were
not genuioe, On snother day witnees scol-
dent«I'y met Parnell and Lawfs,  The latter
deplad that he gave witness any assuraoce,
Parnell’s manper was threstening. He relt.
orated that witness had forged the lettore,
aud aleo nccured hima of having committed
.meroantlle forgerlea, "Witness: denied thls
aad said be oourtsd the fuilest enquliry,

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I sociates were aware Pigott was a forger be-

fore they saw him, He suggeated that Pigott
meet Parnell agaln, Pigott replied he was
prepared to mest any proceediogs, and he
deolined to meet Parnell sgale, Witness maid
Labouchers repestediy wrote pressing him to
testify, and offering to pay his pameage, At

the ond of Jannary he recsived a letter pom-
talnlog £10. He was anxious to avold testi-
fylog. He was aware thai it was dangerous
to offend the Clan-na-Gael, and he might be
murdered.

CROS3-EXAMIKED BY SIR CHARLES,

At Sir Charles Rumsell's request Plgott
wrote the words **Livelihood,” **Likelihood,”
¢t Riohard Pigots,” * Proselytism,” ** Patrick
Egar,” “P, Egsn,” snd **Hesltancy." Pigott
said he corresporded with Mr, Forster from
1881 to 1884 He did not write to HEurl
Spencer in 1873 uffering Information for
money, He wrote to Sir G, 0. Trevelyan
atkiog for money on acconnt of the support
of the Government, He denled that in bis
statement to Lewis he ssid the publication cf
the letters by the 7Vmes alsrmed him and he
had asked Aichblshop Walsh to place him in
communication with Parnell in order to ex-
pose the forgorles, Ms denied that ho know
that the articlen on *¢ Parnellism and Crime”
were being prepared.

PIGOTT'S LETTER TO MGR, WALSH

Sir Cherles Ruseell produced a letter from
Pigott to Archblahep Walah, dated Maroh 4,
1587, and marked ** private and confdential.”
la thia letter Pigott sald he knew that pro-
ceedings were conterplated with the olject
of deatroying the Parnellites’ irfluence in
Parlisament. The procecdings would consist
of publication of statements tecding to show
complioity In crime of Parneli and bis col-
leagues. He sasured the Archbishop that he
wrote witn n fall Enowledge of these designe
and oounld indicate how they could be de
foated.

Sir Caarles Russell pressed witners to ex-
plain how these designs could have beeu de-
feated if tho letters were genuine. Pigott re-
ptied that he did not recollect what charges
were meant snd did not recollect/the lettor nt
all. He could not have had the Parnmell
letters in mind when he wrote the arch-
bighop,

A SIGNIFICANT PORTBCRIPT.

Sir Charles then read the poetecript to the
letter as followa :—** L need hatdly eay that
did I ccumider the purties really gulliy 1
thould not dream that Your Grace would
partake in an effort to shield them. My only
wish Is to imprees upon Your Grace that the
evidoncs Is appsrently convinciog and prob-
ably sufficient to sccure a conviction by an
Esozll+h jury.”

Pig e reiternted that the Parmell lotters
were not is his mir@ when he wrote the post-
soript. He never thonght thc lettera In them-
selves constitnted a scrious charge. Ho ask-
ed for the Archbbishop’® reply, which Sir
Charles produmoed. Pigott, afrer inspecting
the archbishop's letter, sald he belleved he
never received it.

The commission then adjourned.
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INVITATION TO CANADA

TO JOIN THE AMERICAN INTERNATIONAL CON-
FERENCE.

New Yorx, February 15 —In regard to
the bill introduced by Represensative Towne
hend into Congress, inviting Canada to par-
ticipate in a conference looking to commere’al
nnton, Erastus Wimsn, who was Intsrviewed
to-day, said ae follows :—** The introdact'on
by the Hon. Richard Townehend, of Illinole,
of & bill inviting Canada to join in the pro-
posed conference having for its objeot the
discussion between all the mations of Normt
snd South Amerios of eemmerclal union with
the United Statee, la regarded as very elgnifi-
cant.

ested, and the gathesing will cartainly be &
most noteable one. The populatice of the
anathern ¢ uotries included io the Invit-tion,
it ie und: rstood, exceede twenty-fivo mililons,
yzt the dircet trads with them is lews thac
with Cancds, with o pepulation of five mil
ione. In view of the increusing trade with
tho Dominton, snd espeolally of the growing
tendoncy, apparent from recent clections fu
Canada, for a clwser commerecial relation, it
scems quite proper that the Domlnlos Govern
wment should be invited to tako part in these
d-liberatlone, Hence the lnireduotion of the
bill riqueating the President to include the
Dowinion in the jnvitation for the conferance,
Tas concluelons of the convention will not be
binding on the governmente represented hy
delegates, but the result of the d-liberations
cennot fall to be boneficlal and will certainly
tend to promote oloser rolst ons between all
the cuuntries concerned. It im mot known
whether the present government of Canada
will aceept the Invitativn or not, as the poliny
of the existing Conservative adminfatration
is known to be adveras to urestricted trade
with the United States, 1t baing alleged that
it may lead to annexation. But {f the bill ne
now introdnced is passed by Coogrees, and
tho invitatlon extended, ita refusal will be
diffioult to justify, as the favitation coaveyed
will -indicate a willlngness on the part of the
United States to favorably conslder a closer
relation between the two countries, and to
forever settle on a broad snd liberal basis
disputes that now seem diffioult of adjust-
ment.”
