The essayist mentioned s &
faot! ‘that peat bog was not found in the southern
hemisphere, and consequently it was a product pecu-
liar to the nortuern parts of the globe. | In reference
to'thé bogs of Ireland, although “there are nearly
three.million acres ot the surface-of the-islaza cover-
&d with bog, yet of this only about one million and
a quarter is sufficiently deep to juatify the outlay of
capital in converting it into fuel ona large gcale.
But besides, there iz about half o million acres of
dipuntain bog where very hard black turfmay be
made. This bog may be profitably. utilised by far-

mers in the neighbourhood of each, and although it
ig difflealt to carry the peat when made from such
places, yot it is of so.good & quality a8 to bs worth
all the cost and trouble.. Samples of compressed peat,
of patent peat charcoal, aand of patent peat coel were
exhibited, and some of each gind was burnt The
psgayist mentioned the possibility that others might
have, as he had once bimself, far too low an opiaion
of the extent of bog in Ireland. But when be came
to investigate the subject, hs found thatin the two
great belts ruoning, the one from Howth to Sligo,
and the other from: Wicklow to Galway, there were
materials enough for a period far too long to be looked
forward to with fear of the supply ruoning out, how

éver great may be the enterprise in the utilisation
of the bog, Evenafter all that has been done Jately
these rich resources of iudustry are comparatively
neglected. The works of Sir RobertKane nnd Mr.

Tay Evgrisg Bapy.—We have taker up Dr. Lan-
kester’s statistics, Mr. Justice Willes's address to
the Graud Jury of Somerset, certain repocts of an
English Benevolent Society, some articles of the
Duily Telegragh, Star, Times, Post, and other Eng-
lish papers; then Jooked to the prices rulingin the
cattle markets, and worked out the valae commonly
set by ‘ theAnglo-Saxon part of the community' on one
English baby. We find it is not more then twenty
calves. Buta vast number of Eaglishmen snd wo-
men do not regard one of them as equal jn value to
& foew pounds of porlk; and very many of them, in-
stead of thinking the little creaturea worth snything,
look upon them as positive nuisances and take sure
and speedy steps to getrid of them, They either
' do' with their own hunds for these litile Boglish
people, or they hire other persons to f io' for them.
Tnis ¢ doing’' is accomplished in various ways, and
the papers tell us, in all classes of English society,
Rich and fashionable people have their own methods
of goiog through it, Cautioasly worded adrvertise-
ments, which they very well understand, are econ-
tinually appearing in the newspspers, offering the
services of skilled practitioners in the arc and mys-
tery of baby-murder; apd the extent to which
those offers are avaited of is very great. Poisen.
powders and polson-drinks for infunts ure, under
ditterent names and st high prices, sold by ‘every
resgectsble druggist’ The poor who cannot reach
to those expensive methods adopt cheaper, coarser,
but not more effective wenns for accomplishing the
game end. * The practice and the payment,’ says a
Liondon paper, ‘are arranged and proportiored so as
to suit all sorts and conditions of life; and it is
much to be feared oo that these devilish acts ure not
restricted to illegitimate victims.’ The commeon me-
thods of procedure are, suifocatior between two beds
strangulation roisoning, drowning and burning. -
Neglect and ili-usage of the unfortunate little Anglo-
Saxons is anotier of the plane udopted by their
pareuts for getting rid of them, end it is not one of
the least destructive. Dr. Euaoter, a Government
Commissioner, who reported on the subject Iast yenr,
says that in the agriculteral districts the rate of in-
fant mortality is alarming. The *ordinary custom’
ig that the mother takes no trouble to preserve the
life of her chid, The neighbore say, when they hear
of a birth taking place among the woikwomen, * So-
snd-so0 bas anotber baby ; you'llsee it won't live—
The predicticu, an English writer says, ‘13 very sel-
dom wrong.' The child is killed either by the filthy
focd it geus and the state vt squalor in which it is
kept, ¢ or through a surer process of deliberate star-
valion, or thro’' an intentional accinent or overdose
tho optam in the shape of cordial of some sor: uni-
versaily given.' Some of the poor little creatures
are given into the charge of old hags of nurses who,
itis well koown, will contrive that they shall not
grow up to maturity. Inlo their habitations the
surgeon i8 frequently called, ‘ to find,’ says Dr. Hun-
ter, * half-a dozen bubies, some snariog, some squint-
ing, a1l paliid and eye-sunken, lyiog about the room,
ali poisoned.’ Wher death ensoes to the young An-
glo-Suxons, the old ones fu'fl the law by reporting
the fact to the Registrar-General. That functionary
who is quite familiar with suck cases, fills up bis re-
ports with such remarks as ‘premature birth'—*ne
medical attendant,—¢debility fiom birth,’ or some
similar false en'ry, ‘anything,’ says the writer from
whom we ure quoting, * but the real canse of deatn.’
So commen are the occurrences, that seldom is any
remark jn a condemnatory sepse made about them ;
but, as rogues and bad characters when they full out
are often heard to taunt each otber with their mis-
deeds, so it bappens among tbe child-murdering An-
glo Saxons. Tte Commissioner saye, ‘the public
opinion of the neighbors seldom goes beyond a sneer
or & sarcagm on the occurrence of a.quarrel, perhapa
months or years after.’

Now the Aoglo-Saxons do not make such little ac-
count of their pigs and poultry. They regard these
things n8 of some value ; 1hey-do not part with them
unless oo receiving & price for them; while they ac-
sually pay people for *putling away’ their babies.- ~
[t is questionable, indeed, whether in our calculation
of the average value set by ‘the Anglo.Saxon part
of the commupity’ on ths life of an Anglo-Saxzon
child, we were not rather above the mark when we
stated it at twenty calves.

We have spuken of the sgricultaral districts, but
itis in evidence that the murderous propensities of
the .Anglo Saxoes are still more actively developed
in the towna. It wus a London paper thsta few
years ago informed us how frenuently the bodies of
the little victims are discovered in all sorts of odd
aud out-of the way places, as well asin the very
highways of commerce. They have been found in
the steeples aud uader the flavring of churches, in
the nooks and crannies of private houses, in the cel-
larg and on the roof-gutters. They are roused up to
the surfuce ot the Tbames by the paddle-wheels of
steamers, and left on the beash by the receding
tides ; they are dropped into sewers at dark corners
of the streets; they are boxed and papered up as
parcels, and seot by rail to fictitious addresses, and
then, when the odur from them bscomes too bad, tbe
railway storekeepers fiad out the trick, and have to
dispose of the luggage one way or npotber; they are
cast-into kitchen fires, ond, perhaps, burned to nshes
—1he hones, at all events, are found uoder the grate.
If the Swuturdey Beview should think tbat the news.
papers to which we have referred have indulged in
s'stements which are somewhat toe sweeping in their
character, we are abls to call its allention to siate-
ments of & simjlar kind which have emanated from
an authority which that jouroal will be sure to re-
spect, That authority ia the Sefurday Review itgelf
Writing on the cass of Cbarloite Winsor, the pro-
feesional murdress of Torquay, who last August was
convicted of haviag ¢ put away’ & child for a woman
named Harris, the Review speculated and reasoned
as follows :—

cial evil and wrong, extending muoch further, and
perhaps higher, than the Torquuy tregedy would lead
us t: believe. Even respectable newspapers con-
tain advertisements, significant enough to those
whom tbey may concero, and not very dificult to be
deciphered by those whe are interested in them only
for their moral sigoificance which announce maisons
de sante of & certain sort, whers accouchements are
coeducted with » privacy, szd, we fea-,with d.spatch
0. . « « We can quite usderstand that there
may be iodirest modes of compassing the death of
inconvenient pledges, which are quits a8 effsctusl as
the Tarquay practice and much less ofensive. Even
Wiansor speaks of baviag a large circle of c jents,~—
Her vocation was pretty well known, and conld zot
have been thought to be 8o extravsgantly unusual.—
It aimost Becns that the professional child murdecer
is as much & recognizéd element of acciesy as the
wige woman.’ (Hurrah ! for the open bible.)

InrantioipE.—~The London papers of one day this
week contnined account of no fewer than six cases
ot infanticide. Four of thess cases were inquired
into on one eveniug by Mr, Payue,one of the London
coroners. The first inquest was on the bedsy of a
male child, aged about nine months. The body,
when found by a policemsn in Urescent lane, wag
quite nuked, had marks ot violence about tle neck,
und & pitch plaster preseed tight over jhe face. The
next inquest was on the bodies of wwo infants who
were found sewn up in a piece of calico, and con-
cealed in gome bushes, The next was on the body
of a child fuand sewn up in somewhat of a similar
manner in Carey street, Straod, Those four cases
were only one evenings work for Mr. Payne. Mr.
Carter, at Newivgton, Walworth, held ae ioquest on
the body of 4 child supposed to bave died of stran-
gulation, and the inquiry was adjourned until a
post mortem examination coald be made. At Salis-
bury, & woman anmed Elizabeth Dimmer was com-
mitted to the Assizes for the murder of ber illegiti-
wmate child by throwing is into a river. Brief para.
graphs narratiog similar occurrences appear from
day to day in maay of 1he English proviacial papers;
but, as they are not collected 12 one journal, the en~
tire number are not brought under the notice of any
set of resders, And,as coroner’s juries in most of
the trials for child-murder convict only for the minor
olffence of ¢ concealment of birth,' when they convict
at a |, the criminal staustics do noi jresent a full
view of the exteat tu which the crime prevails in
Eogland. It hes been calculated, however, by one
of the London coroners, whe has devoted much at.
tention te this peinful subject, that the number of
infunuicides per anoum in Eazland may be set down
nt not less than twelae thousaad !

power to discharge a jury in a capital case where
the person indicted has been putin peril—that is,
where he bas beec given in charge of a jury, acd the
cnse upon the evidence has been closed. On the
trial the jury were locked up for several hours, but
at twelve o'clock on & Saturday night, as they de-
clared there waa no chacce of their agreeing upon a
verdict, Baron Chanunel discharged them, but or-
dared Wigsor (with Mary Jape Harrie, who wasalso
placed upon her trizl) to be detained in custody. At
the next u3sizes Winsor was sguin tried, and the jury
having found her guilty, sho waa sentenced to death.
1t will be contended at the Exchequer Ohambers, on
the part of the prisoner, on a ancient authority, that
jury once sworn nnd charged in 4 case of life, cannot
be discharged without the prisoner’s consent, unless
in the cnseof the death of u juror, or some such
urgent cause ; nod that the prisoner was conscquently
improperly tried the second time. This, it ie un-
derstood, is tbe opinion of Lord Weusleydale, oz
whose representation to the Home Secretary the ox-
ecution of Churlotte Wingor was atnyed.
