J. J. Barry, who is also the secretary of the Police Depart-
ment, has rendered good and intelligent service to the: City
during the fifteen years he has been in its employ, and in his
present position; X

Considering that his duties are manifold and extend to
all the departments under the control of the Police Commit-
tee, comprising the Recorder’s Court and the Detective Bu-
reau;

Considering that his intimate and through knowledge of
the workings of the Police Department admirably fit him
for the work he is daily called upon to perform;

Considering that it is absolutely necessary that some one
with proper authority and qualifications, should represent the
superintendent in the office when he is absent from the City
or during illness;

Considering that it is the secretary’s duties to answer to
the many and various business and administrative problems
that present themselves every day, practically acting as ‘de-
puty to the superintendent in all matters pertaining to the
administration of the Police Department;

Considering that the exceptional position thus occupied
by Lt.-Col. Barry carries with i responsibilities and autho-
rity which it is expedient to properly recognize;

Therefore, for that purpose, it was unanimously

Resolved: That he be promoted to the special rank of as-
sistant to the superintendent of Police, to allow him to exer-
cise his position of secretary of the department with more
authority and greater efficiency in the administrative part of
the work appertaining to the whole Police Department. It
being understood, however, that this new title shall not con-
fer upon him the right or authority 'to command the police
force on active service in the different parts of the City.
