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the combine was able to treat 15,000 patients over
the year, three times more than last year.

Thirty-six Saunas operate in the Combine
daily. The workers built the rest and hygiene rooms
and the saunas themselves."

The "Health" Programme here is already so
complex that it couldn't operate without the help of
a computer. The programme covers everything from
improving the ventilation systems to teaching the
workers' children how to swim. Special sections
cover sports, nutrition and household services. The
enterprise has allocated six million roubles to the
"Health" programme over the course of the current
five-year plan.
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
