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anadian consulting firms 
already successful with 
multilateral development 

banks (MDB) know the importance 
of partnerships. They may, however, 
be missing a source they have not 
previously considered: Japan. Teaming 
up for the long term, Canadian and 
Japanese consulting firms can open 
doors for each other to a whole new 
range of opportunities. 

For Canadian firms, opportunities can 
come through Japanese development 
assistance organizations such as the 
Japan International Cooperation 

Agency (JICA). A new on-line report 
provides an excellent starting point 
for learning about the JICA procure-
ment process and identif-ying potential 
partners. 

Canadians know how to win World 
Bank (WB) and Asian Development 
Bank (AsDB) projects, while Japanese 
companies have shied away from 
these MDBs. Carrying out a successful 
MDB-financed project together can 
pave the way for the Japanese partner 
to offer subcontracting opportunities 
for third-country projects funded 
through JICA.
