In response to inquiries on this subject, the Prime
Minister of , Canada said that the matter had received ". ,. very
serious consideration'°. The question had been discussed with
prominentCanadians who might undertake the formation of a
Canada Council. The importance of this proposal was fully
recognized but unfortunately, it had not yet been possible
to make arrangements to create the type of Canada Council which
was recommended by the Royal Commission on National.Development
in the Arts, Letters and Sciences; Tiowever, the Prime Minister
said "...

Meanwhile, the Departmént of External.xffairs acted
as a co-ordinating agency for UNESCO projects in-Canada.
