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5. Promote the employment of indigenous lawyers in human rights bodies. 

6. Specific projects outlined by the representative of the "Television Trust 
for the Environment". Their campaign is designed to involve indigenous 

. peoples in a multi-media package. Their project has been submitted to the 
Centre for Human Rights. 

7. A number of projects outlined by the representative of the Government of 
New Zealand in the hope for a long-lasting impact and to heighten awareness of 
the diverse realities of indigenous peoples. 

8. The "In the Spirit of Human Rights" project designed to enable local 
groups which are undertaking projects emphasizing studies on human rights; 
this project has the advantage of being income-generating. 

9. The launch of the International Year should promote the substance of what 
is to be said, not promote individuals, and should have an impact upon and 
extend a challenge to the United Nations to stand firm on human rights and 
fundamental freedoms.
