Mr. B, M, Willicms, High Commissioner for Canade in Accra,
Ghana, has been named Cancdien Ambassador to the Ivory Coast and Upper
Volta., Mr. Williems, who will continue to reside in Accra, is also
accredited &s Conadian Ambassador to Guinea end Togo.

In February of this year diplomatic relations were established
with Cameroun, Chad, Gabon &nd Congo (Brazzaville). The ncw appoint-
nents mentioned above complete the programme announced earlier this year
to strengthen Canadals ties with the French-speaking countries of
Africa through the expansion of diplomatic representation,
