Commons a mensure to provide for the control
of dumping waste nnd other substances in the ocean; to
provide for the establishmnent of a Board of Review con-
sisting of not more tijan three persons; to provide that
the federal Crown is bound by the measure and for fines
in contravention thereof in the amaounts prescrlbed; and
to provide for costs of the federal Crown to repair or
remedy any condition or to mitigate any damage, and for
their recovery.
