INQUIRY AS TO AMENDMENT OF CANADA-UNITED
STATES BILATERAL AGREEMENT

On the orders of the day:

Mr. Howard C. Green (Vancouver-Quadra):
Mr. Speaker, may I ask the Minister of
Trade and Commerce whether an amend-
ment has been negotiated between Canada
and the United States to the atomic energy
agreement? It is reported in the press this
morning that some change has been made.

Right Hon. C. D. Howe (Minister of Trade
and Commerce): Mr. Speaker, I intended to
make an announcement today. Tt s
understood between governments that the
announcement will be made at 2.30 this
afternoon.

On June 18 I advised the house that the
government of the United States had pro-
posed that the Canada-United States bila-
teral agreement on atomic energy should be
amended to provide for an exchange of infor-
mation with respect to the development,
design, construction, operation and use of
reactors for the propulsion of naval vessels,
aircraft and land vehicles. I am now able
to advise the house that the amendment has
been signed. Copy of the amendment will
be tabled in the house in the next few days.
