This Supplementary Table, in order to accord with the main Table, counts all death sentences im-
posed, including more than one sentence imposed upon the same accused for the same offence as the result
of a new trial. The figures in brackets eliminate this duplication. For example, four persons who were
convicted and sentenced to death in 1950 were granted new trials and were thereafter again convicted and
sentenced to death in 1950, 1951, 1951 and 1952 respectively. The first conviction and sentence imposed
on each of these people has been removed from the figure 20" and the figure ‘7", for 1950, to give the
figure ** (16)"’ and the figure ** (3)”". The second conviction and sentence is included, of course, for the year
in which it occurred, namely, 1950, 1951, 1951 and 1952 respectively. .
