"The United States Government does not intend to recognize any 
situation or agreement which may be brought about by means contrary 
to the covenants of the Pact of Paris of August 27th, 1922, to 
which both Japan and China as well as the United States are parties

"The Nine Power Treaty forms the legal basis upon which now 

rests the Open-Door policy toward China.
"At the time that this treaty was signed it was known that 

China was engaged in an attempt to develop the free institutions 
of a self-governing republic after her recent revolution from an 
autocratic form of government; that she would require many years 
of both economic and political effort to that end ; and that her 
progress would necessarily be slow. The treaty was thus a covenant 
of self-denial among the signatory powers in deliberate renuncia­
tion of any policy of agression which might tend to interfere with 
that development,

"It must be remembered that this Treaty was one of several 
treaties and agreements entered into at the Washington Conference 
by the various Powers concerned, all of which were inte ^-related, and 
interdependent. No one of these treaties can be disregarded with­
out disturbing the general understanding and equilibrium which were 
intended to be accomplished and effected by the group of agreements 
arrived at in their entirety. The ’"'ashington Conference was essen­
tially a disarmament conference aimed to promote the possibility of 
peace in the world, not only through the cessation of competition ir
