REMARKS. (1) The length of service is given in months from the date of 
commencement or enlistment to end of service. Men who were in the army 
or navy before the War are counted from 4th August, 1914.

(2) The average length of service of men who got to the fighting areas i.e: - 
class 1920 - 43.0 months, class 1921 - 39.2 months, class 1922 - 35.2 
months, class 1923 - 52.7 months, class 1924 - 53.5 months.

(3) The average service of the men who only got as far as England is 18.0 
months.

(4) The average service of the men who did not leave Canada is 10.4 months.
(5) There are at present 291 solider students on the undergraduate rolls, 

equalling 42$ of the whole attendance, and this average is considerably 
lower than that of last year owing to a large influx of Freshmen who were 
too young to see service.
