LONDON. May 21—(Can-

■Four Million Dol-PEACE DELEGATES OTTAWA, May 20.—(Special.)— 

The. naval bill was carried over to the 
senate chamber today and delivered to 
the clerk and read a first time.

The debate will arise on second 
reading on Thursday next- Sir George 
Ross, It is understood, will open for the 
Liberals, answering Mr. Borden’s To­
ronto speech.

The Impression Is gaining strength 
that the senate will, after all, pass the 
bill. There Is some revival of the talk 
of an early election in case the bill Is 
rejected by the senate, and the huge 
supplementary estimates brought 
down today go to strengthen that Im­
pression.

The house spent the greater part of 
the day in committee of the whole 
upon Mr. White’s bill to revise the 
Bank Act It waa reported at .a late 
hour this evening and stands for third 
reading tomorrow.

Bankers as Insurance Agents.
When the house took up further con­

sideration of the bank bill In commtt- 
tee this morning, a rather lengthy and 
reiterative discussion arose over the 
propriety of bank managers acting as 
local agents for Insurance companies.

Mr. Turgeon (Gloucester, N. B.) 
moved that the clause In the bill 
which prohibits bank managers from 
■becoming agents for Insurance compa­
nies be struck out. In eupport of hie 
motion he pointed out that If It were 
allowed to become law It would pro­
duce hardship In a great many cases. 
It was the general practice all thru 
the northern part of New Brunswick 
for the managers to act In the dual 
capacity of bank manager and Insur­
ance agent.

OTTAWA, May 20.—(Special )—The 
supplementary estimates for the year 
ending March 31, 1914, tabled in the 
house today, appropriate $23,470,816, 
of which $17,328,809 Is charged to con­
solidated revenue and $6,141,506 to cap­
ital account A number of the more 
Important Items of general Interest in­
clude: An Increase in the salary of 
the deputy minister of Justice from 
$7000 to $10,000 and in the salary of 
chief commissioner of Dominion police 
from $3600 to $5000.

For annual drill $100,000 Is asked 
and for cadet corps $67,500; also $50,- 
000 for the school teachers’ courses 
and $17,600 for belts and hats.

For the administration of the High­
way Act, In case the same becomes 
law, $26,000 Is asked. The amount to 
be expended under the act the first 
year Is $1,500,000. Ontario’s share of 
this will be $527,201.

Work on Trent Canal.
For construction work on the Trent 

Canal $260,000 will be appropriated. It 
is understood that the work will he 
pushed at once to the Georgian Bay 
terminus via the Severn River, at a 
point between Midland and Port Mc- 
NlcoU.

The sum of $500,000 each is appro­
priated for the graving docks at Hali­
fax and Esquimau. For river and har­
bor improvements at Fort William and 
Port Arthur $200,000 is asked, and 
$600,000 each is asked for harbo:- im­
provements at Toronto, St. John, N.B, 
and Vancouver, and for Victoria, B.C- 
$600,000.

Capt. Robert Bartlett, sailing master and 
Ice navigator of the Roosevelt, the ves­
sel on which Rear Admiral Peary made 
his successful dash to the North Pole, 
will hold the same relative position— 
practically second In command—on the 
Stefansson expedition that starts In June 
for Arctic exploration.

NEWMARKET, May 20.—The fight 

■between the hydro-electric and cor­
poration Interests was started In real 
earnest tonight In Newmarket, when 
Hon Adam Beck addressed a crowded 
meeting In the town hall. The en- 
thlusiasm and heartiness displayed 
and the warm reception accorded the 
speakers bore witness to the popu­
larity of the hydro-electric movement 
in tlje district. Mr. Beck was accom­
panied to the platform by J. D. Mc­
Kay, registrar for North York, ex- 
Mayor Geary, Toronto; Mayor Goffatt 
of Orillia, Councillor B. W. Hunter, Mr. 
Teaoock and Dr. C. H. R. Clàrk, who 
occupied the chair.

J. D. McKay briefly outlined the 
course the town council had taken re­
garding the power question and ecored 
tHem roundly for not putting all the 
facts before the people. They 
had made enquiries, he said, and 
then submitted their judgment to the 
people and not their information. All 
the meetings recently had been one­
sided, and the hydro-electric Interests 
had been utterly neglected,

For All the People.
Ex-Mayor Geary of Toronto said 

that It was now generally acknowl­
edged that great public utilities shoüld 
be In the hands of the government, 
which should manage them for the 
benefit of the people. The hydro-elec­
tric was the natural result of this be­
lief, and, as usual, when * any great 
movement was afoot a wise Provi­
dence always pyvided a man. Hon. 
Adam Beck, known to be sincere and 
public-Apirlted, was the man, and no 
one could believe In hydro-electric 
power without believing In Mr. Beck, 
and bo one could believe In Mr. Beck 
without believing In the hydro. Mr. 
Qeary briefly outlined Toronto's ex­
perience with corporations and hoped 
that Newmarket would not make the 
same mistake. He pointed out that 
Newmarket held the key .to the. sur­
rounding country so far as the hydro 
was concerned, and the cost of power 
now was no criterion for the future, as 
expansion of the hydro system has al­
ways resulted In a reduction of rates 
that did not need to be asked for.

Mr. Beck’s Speech.
Hon. Adam Beck rose' to apeak amid 

a storm of applause. He expressed the 
great pleasure It gave him to be pres­
ent and to supply any Information In 
hie power regarding hydro-electric 
power.
