Following Mr. Davidson’s examina-
tion, Mr. Lennox asked Boyt several
questions in an effort to bring out the
fact that he had done everything in
his power to prevent the accident.

Took 157 Tickets.
. Charles Caswell of Niagara Falls,
Ont., conductor of the car, swore that
he did not know at what speed the car
was traveling at the time of the acei-
dent. He said thAt he had taken up
157 tickets. Mr, Davidson said he un-
derstood that there were 177 persons
on the car, but Caswell was unable to
say whether there were more than
those whose tickets he had taken. He
testified that passengers were crowded
between the seats and stood on the
running-board, and that five were on
the rear platform. He said that his
warnings not to crowd when the pas-
sengers rushed aboard the car at
Brock's Monument were to no avaﬁil.

Boys Gave Trouble.

Caswell testified that when the trol-
ley-pole left the wire in approaching
the curve at which the car jumped,
three boys who had crawled under the
guard rail and stood on the running
board of the left side of the car were
giving him trouble. At the moment
the pole jumped he was trying to drive
the lads from the running - board.
When they crawled inside the car he

wire. When he was doing this the
crash came. In answer to Mr. David-
son, Caswell said that he did not at-
tempt to set the rear brake, expl.ai'n-
ing that the company’s rules prohibit-
ed the setting of the rear brakes
without a signal from the.motor-
man. He swore that he received no
signal to set the brakes.

High Constable Boyle of Lincoln
County is still searching for the uni-
dentified man who is said to have been
talking to Motorman Boyt when the
car became unmanageable.

GREAT PROSPECT
FOR BUMPER CROP

Sir Donald Mann Optimistic
Regarding the Coming
' Harvest.

CAME AT RIGHT TIME

Warm Weather After Numer-
ous Showers Doing Much
Good.

‘““The crop prospecis at the present mo-
ment in the three prairie provinces of
Manitoba, Saskatehewan, and Alberta, are
the best ever considered in the history
of the west,” said Sir Donald Mann of
the Canadian Northern vesterday on his
return to Toronto. ;

“It is still a little early,” continued
Sir Donald. “‘to predict what the condi-
tion of the crops will be by harvest time,
but just at the vresent moment there is
the brightest prospect for a bumper
crop.”

In .discussing the probability of a big
crop the C.N.R. magnaie intimated that

the warm weather of the last two weeks
with the frequent rains combined to make
ideal growing conditions.
Wheat Beaded Out.

Before the warm spell set in the
growth of the. wheat seemed to be having
a sethack and few grain men thought it
possible that within two weeks the wheat
would be fully out in head. The neces-
fary warm weather was ushered in at
the right mognent, however, and now 75
per cent. of the wheat crop in Manitoba
and Saskatchewan is fully headed out.

In Alberta, and more particularly in the
Edmonton district the weather has not
been as warm as in the other two pro-
vinces and for this reason some of the
crop is very backward.
The present condition of the crop in
some of the better known districts is as
follows:
Dauphin—Wheat al] in head and from
32 to 34 inches high.
Humboldt—Wheat nearly all in head and
as high as 40 inches; oats and barley
beginning to head. Prospects never bet-
ter.
Prince Albert—Grain 18 inches high.
