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Mr. LENNOX. The oniy provision of the
Rallway Act that couid be said to appiy
would flot cover the case.

Amendment disagreed to.
On motion of Mr. Fielding the second

SUPPLY-IMMIGRATION POLICY 0F
THE GOVEIINMENT.

The House resumed discussion of the mo-
tion that the House go into Committee of
Supply, and the amendment of Mr. Armand
Lavergne thereto.

Mr. R. L. BORI)EN (Careton, Ont.). Mr.
Speaker, after the very iengthy debate on
the motion of the baon. member for Mont-
magny, 1 do flot intend to detain the House
at any great iengtb. The Minister of the
Interior was good enough to refer to the
speech of the hon. member for Montmagny
(Mr. Armand Lavergne) as a very discredit-
able one. I do flot agree with everything
the hon. member for Montrnagny said, but
1 did flot notice anything discreditabie un
bis_speech; on the contrary, 1 thought he
argued bis case front his owtn standpoint
very faIly indeed. It is true that the Min-
Ister of the. Interlor may very well thlnk
It a most outrageous thing that the member
for Montmagny should have seiected. ex-
tracts from the speeches of the minister
hlmself, embody themt In a resolution, and
move themn as an amendment to the mo-
tion to go into Cominittee of Suppiy.
1 do flot wonder that the feelings of my
hon. friend the Minister of the Interlor (M'vr.
Oliver~ ' were somewvhnt hurt. I trust that
my hon. friend from Montmagny (Mr. La-
vergne) will n-eveu again be'guilty of perpet-
rating sucb a trick on any minister of the
Crown because that is rather a serions thing
to do. Then to bave my bon. friend the
Minister of the Interior (Mr. Oliver) lauineh-
ing out into a somewbat discursive and
very warxn speech in attack of that very
motion, wvbieh was taken from his own ut-
terances of bygone days, was a spectacle
whichl of course tixe ýminister himself did not
uelish as soon as he came to realize the sit-
nation. Mý%y hon. friend the Postmaster
General (-%I. Lemieux) ns weil as my hon.

friend front Stratheoila (Mr. McIn.tyre) did
flot argue this niotion very seniously. Tbey
contented themiselres wvith criticising very
strongiy tbe speeches made by the hon.
member for Montmagny (Mr. Lavergne)
and the hon. member for Labelle (Mr.
Bourassa) in support of what those-
gentlemen considen a proper poiicy. The
Postmaster Generai (Mr. Lemieuix) asked
very waimly more than once whether
we propose in this country to ex-
clude foreign immigrants. But 1 did mot
understand either of the gentlemen wbo sup-
ported tlis motion to advoeate amy sncb
policy. They isimply proposed that we sbould
not spend money in certain quanters to en-
courage immigration f rom those quarters.
Wben it was, suggested by the Pýostmaster
Generai ('Mr. Lemiieux) as weli as by my
bon. f uiend f rom Strathcona (Mr. Melntyre>
-and the lionx. member for Stratheon-a (Mr.

Mclntyre), 1 thought, did not exhibit bis
usuatl faiuness ini sonue passages of his
speech -that there was something racial or
narrow in the arguments put .fprward by the
mioyeu and seconder of the motion, I amn
bound to say 1 founid nothing racial or nar-
row lu the speeches of those gentlemen. I
havýe not agreed very of ten with my hon.
friend fromi Labelle (Mr. Bouirassa) in this
ilouse. We have sat on opposite sides, and,
as a gemieral uie,. haive not ýbeen very ýmuch
iii agreement; but I1 axa bound to say that
1 neveu deuied hlmi the qualities of courage
and sinceurity, and 1 believe tbat he bas
neveu sxid iii the province of Quebec any-
thing he bas flot been wiiling te. say in this
bouse. I believe tlmxt thorougbly; and even
if luis speechbhad the cbaracteristics whicb
were sonmewhat unfairly imputed to hlm this
nfteunoon. 1 would venture to inquire most
respectfulIy whether the Postmaster General
shouid be selecteil as tbe one to thrcrw the
fiust stone.

There were one or two other observations
which I wish to take np. The hon. member
for Stunthcona (Mr. Mclntyre) referred to
this as a veuy unimportant subjeet. 1 do
flot agree with him. I think it is a very imt-
portant subject indeed and one which well
deserves the consideration of this House. It
was said by iny bou. friend the 'ostmaster
Gemerai (Mn. Lemieux) and also by my hon.
friend fromt Stuatbcona (Mr. Melntyre) that
the hon. member for Labelle (Mr. Bourassa)
bad endeavoured to valse the racial cuy witb
reference to the transportation of people
from Quebec to tbe west. 1 did flot so un-
derstand the remarks that were made. 1
siimply understood amy hon. f riend f romt La-
belle (Mu. Bouassa) to nIlude to the diff er-
ence in transportation rates, whether front
the nmaritime provinces, Quebec or Ontario,
as compared 'with those charged by the
transportation companies of this coun.try to
persona landlng at Haifax or Quebec from
foneign countuies -or the British Isies.

As a point was sought to be made agaixist
the hon. member fou Labelle (MT. Bourassa)
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
