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to reopen the canal to Pigeon river. I do
flot know If the hon. miniater bas a dredge
to spare, but we want a couple of more
dredges along that route, and 1 wuuld re-
cornmend hM to bave thern as early as pos-
sible for tbey could do lots of work and be
of splendid service to the people.

I rnight mention another point in the
nme connection. The Grand Trunk Rail-
way ne between Orneree and Peterborough
crosses the streama about a quarter of a mile
below the village ianding. At the tirne
the Grand Trunk ]Railway was bullt, the
river was flot of rnuch use for navigation
though lt had been prevlously. An arrange-
ment Is now being discussed between the
Grand Trunk Railway Company and the
Omernee people under which the station If
possible wll be rnoved down town to near
this place. There la no swing bridge at
that rallway crossing, but under the law-
the river having been navigable before the
railway carne-the onus of keeping the
stream clear lies on the rallway. I draw
attention to that so that my hon. friend may
biave It looked into. In a short tirne the
matter rnay corne uip-and--the-governint-
be called on to require the Grand Trunk-
Raiiway either to put lu a swing bridge or
reine the bridge over the river so that it
may be navlgated. Poamibly, however,
sme arrangement may be arrived at be-
tween the village and the Grand Trunk
-Railway,- lu- whieh -cae- the- -government
would flot be called on nt ah.

Mr. GRAHAM. We have a smn arnount
ln the main estirnates for the work on Pig-
eon river and at Omernee. We have one
dredge there and expect to have another.

Mr. LANCASTER. Huw rnuch of that
Increase for staff and repaire $22,000 on the
Welland canal la for repaira, and how rnuch
for staff?

-Mr. GRAHAM. It la practically for re-
paire and the increase la due to the on-
hanced eost of labour and matorials.

Mr. LANCASTER. It la conternplated
tbat the proeut staff wHi do the work.

Mr. GRAHAM. Yea.
Mr. LANCASTER. What sort of repaira

and on what part of the caal?
Mr. GRAHAM. This la roally mainten-

ance over the whole canal. Repaira are
constantly required. I was up over the
canal one day for a drive and saw a nurn-
ber of men trying to flnd ont a amn leak.
That sort of thing i. happening a11 the time
and It dues not ta-ke much to make the ln-
croaso. It would be protty bard to say ln
detail what the repaire will be.

Mr. LANCASTER. Why doea the hon.
minister think It will coat $9,400 more thia
year than last? I do not knuw of any con-
ditions that wuuld require this Increase.

Mr. GRAHAM. It la not reahly for any-
thing particular lu addition. The super-
intendlng engineer estimatea that on ac-
count of the advance etf labour and ail ma-
tenlais required hie repaira this year will
coat that much more than laat year. This
la the estirnate rnade by the superintendlng
engineer himmeif.

Mn. LANCASTER. le the Increase en-
tirely due to the incneased cost of labour
and materlal ?

Mn. GRAHAM. I think that last year
we had to get a amn supplernentary vote.

Mr. LANCASTER. The $9,400 ls an ad-
ditional arnount and unleas smre special re-
pairs wore roquired lu sme parts of the
canal 1 cannot underatand why there ahould
be such an increase on the ondinary gen-
eral repaira about which 1 know.

Mn. GRAHAM. Before March 81, 1908,
we had to bning ln a aupplernentary vote ln
order to rnake up what we were short au
that -we are really not asking this rnuch
mone--th&nweBpent last yean.

Mr. LANCASTER. How rnuch mnore la
It ?

Mr. GRAHAM. I have not the supple-
montary eatirnates here.d

-Mr. LEMIEUX. Referrlng for a moment
to the TrentUVallWy canal, I listened with
great attention to what was said by my
hon. friend frurn Victoria and Haliburton
(Mr. Sam. Hughes). I have been more for-
tunate thon tbe new Minister of Railways
and Canals ln that laat year I visited that
section of the canal betweon Lindaay and
Kirkfield. I muat congratulate the chie!
engineen of the Depantment o! Railwaya
and Canais upon the excellent wonk that
bas been done there. As a pieee o! engine-
ering it la centaInly a marvel unequalled ln
thia country and penhapa on this continent.
1 agree wlth rny hon. friend that ln onder
to make the canal as useful as possible to
the trade of that section of the country
two thinga are necesaary. I met very Im-
portant manufacturera and rnany trades-
men *hu Ilve lu that negion and who paid
the government the compliment of aaying
that when the canal is completed it will
certainly benefit them a great deal. But
there are, as I sald, two thinga which muet
be done, as we noticed lent year when I
was there ln company with the ehief en-
glacer and nomne othera. Af ton leaving
Lindsay harbour and entering the canal
you notice loge at the bottom Impeding
navigation to sorne extont. Last yoan the
yachts followIng the stearnboats were nome-
what hampened In their journey on aceount
of these loge. Very Ilttle work would be
neceasany to clear the channol. Then on
a few sections of the canal a hittle dredg-
Ing la necessary lu order tu make It a firat-
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
