To those who have lost loved ones
in the titanic struggle which has
devastated the world for nedrly five
years, the words “Merry Christmas”
may sound as a funeral knell, a ghost
of joys long forgotten. But thase
brave sculs who gave their all that
demrocracy might be saved, have one
consolation, for theirs is the satisfaca
tion of a task well done,

Ta the kind of people who do not
enjry a %hristmas unless it is herald-
ed by a fall of sanow, the h#avy blast
whieh fell on the city Tuesday must
have brought contentment and hanpi-
ness. A keen- wind cut over the city
and ‘stung and tore at the faces of the
few people who werée io be found on
the streets. Ag the Yuletide "is said
to be the time for happy family
gatherings the wind proved ‘itself a
worthy conspirator, in keeping all but
the hardy ones at home.

Special services were held in. many
of the city churches, the predominat-
ing note. struck in all was thanks-
giving for the glorious victory won by
the allies. The services were largely
attended. .

There was hardly any travel during
the day. save for some last-hour holi-
dayers who braved even thevholiday
schedule sét by the railway companies
in order thht they might spend a
few days with loved ones. The street
cars did a good business all day.

Crowds at Theatres.

All places of amusements in the
city, however, did a rushing business,
and woe betide the late one, who had
been sent down to get tickets to
take the 'Christmas visitor to the
theatre,. and had to return home with
the theatre’'s joyful song, ‘“sold out.”

“Oh, boy, ain’t this a grand and
gloripus feeling,” blithely chirped a
young returned man on crutches as he
hobbled into a theatre foyer. “This
is my first Christmas at home in four
years,” and if tender looks from his
mother were any criterion that sol-
dier boy was going to have a merry,
merry Christmas. Most of the sol-
diers in the district were given five
days’ leave in order to spend their
Christmas at home, and those who
remained in barracks or camp - were
well looked after by the various wel-
fare associations

Tho the usual Christmas dinner has
been discontinued at the jail, chari-
table bodies were still on the lookout
for any cases Jf real need. It speaks
well for Toronto’s prosperity that only
858 cases of need have been found by
the Salvation ‘Army and other chari-
table organizatigns, who supply bas-
kets of edibles and clothing to those
in want. \

Remember the Sick.
. The sick at the-different hospitals
In the city were not forgotten, and
many a lonely heart was eheered by
the distribution of comforts.

The fire department -had a very
slow day, a small fire of 335 damage
being the only run for the day. In
the past it has been customary - to
have the engines out quite a few
titnes, on account of the tinsel decora-
tions, on Christmas trees catching
fire, and more than once causing ndsty
blazes. The firemen themselves re-
ceived a handsome Christmas box
from the city council, when the new
double platoon. system was installed.

As is customary on holidays, the

tages for a month before the holiday.

“Nothing out of theé ordinary,” was
the report from all city police stations
for ‘the day.
