Mrs. Smith, Rogers’ housekeeper, told a 
straightforward story, although closely 
questioned by the coroner and jurors, In 
favor of the suicide theory. It is a fact 
that Rogers was In financial troubles and 
acted strangely at different times. He was 
religious and given to praying in strange 
places. The skin was singed by powder 
around the bullet hole In the body.
