It may not be out of place just here to
refer briefly to what has been accom-
plisned by the order since the commence-
ment-of the present year: There were on
the register of the Supreme Court on Dec.
31 last the names of 102,838 members in
good standing; on June 30 the number was
116,001. This represents a net Increase
for the- half year af 13,163. During July
a further increase of 1540 took place, mak-
ing the net gain in membership for the
first seven months of the year 14,703,
which lacks but 1614 of equaling the in-
crease for the whole of 1806. The increase
for the corresponding months of 1806 was
12,417.
