‘German Royalty Pays Respect to the Dead Chan-
cellor—Great Crowds at the Place—First of
' the Funeral Services.

Friedrichsruhe, Aug. 2.—The Emperor and
Empress of Germany arrived here at 6
o’clock this’ evening, accompanied by Baros
von Buelow, the Minister of Foreign Af
falrs, and their suites. His Majesty wore
gn admiral’s uniform and the Empress was
In mourning. The members of the late

Prince Bismarck’'s family received the Im- |

perial party, and the Emperor, on alighting,
kissed Prince Herbert Blsmarck oh both

cheeks and shook hands with Count Willlam

Bismarck. The party then entered the
castle, passing through detachments of the
8ist Regiment of Infantry, which were
drawn up along the road, and up to the
castle gate. The crowds on ‘each side of
the road were composed of Hamburgers,
who are arriving by every train, foresters
from all the Sachsenwald, vllh‘efli
clists, children and travelers from
countries.

Vendors of cards, photographs and medals
swarmed about the outskirts of the crowds
and walters from the neighboring beer gar-
dens, bearing trays of empty or filled
glasses, circulated on all sides and did a
big business among the thirsty. :

When the Imperial train arrived here the
crowds were so anxlous to see the Emperor
that they swarmed over the fences and
upon the platforms, The troops, however,
were able to keep a space clear around the
Emperor's saloon carriage. .The, presenta-
tions at the railroad crossing, where the
Bismarcks received the Emperor and Em-
press, consumed 10 minutes, the BEmperor
shaking hands with Count Von Rantzau, the
late Prince’s son-inlaw, and other rela-
tives of the deceased. o

There was no cheering, but an uproar was
caused by the exc'ted conversation carried
on among the crewds present.

What took place In the death chamber
i3 not known, though an offield] statement
on the subject may be forthcoming. Pastor
Westphal of Brunstorf officlated accord-
ng to the rites of the Reformed Church.

The Funeral Preparations,

Berlin, Aug. 7.—A great catafalque Is to
be erected opposite the Reichstag for the
Pismarck funeral ceremonies, and all the
German sovereigns and dignitarfes will Le
Invited.

It is asserted that the Emperor has ra-
.peated his request that the Prince should
be buried in Berlin,

The funeral service will take place on
Thursday morning in the Emperor Wil-
liam Memorial Church. The Federal Couii-
cil, members of the Reichstag and of the
Prussian Diet and the state and muniecipal
authorities will be invited.

Memorial services are being organized
throughout the country, The Imperial
Chancellor, Prince Hohenlohe, was the last
person permitted to look upon theé remains
of the former Chancellor before the coffin
was closed.

Funeral to Be Private.

Friedrichsruhe, Aug. 2.—It was found ne-
cessary to close the coffin of Prince Bis-
marck last night, but it may be re-cpened
for the Emperor. The body has not heen
-embalmed, but is being preserved by the
use of the Wickershelm fluid. Herr Franz
Von Lenback, the painter, came for a por-
trait of the dead statesman, but did not
attempt to paint it, probably because of
the -change in_the features. The castle is
still rigorously closed to strangers.

The Emperor, who has ordered Prof,
Begas, the ,:;ulptor. to design a sarcophagus
far the German sovereigns, has announced
his intention of attending the funeral here,
but Prince Herbert Von Bismarck iaformed
His Majesty that the ceremony would be
strictly private.

Bismarck Was Rich.
Friedrichsruhe, Aug. 2.—Prince .Bismarck
left a fortune of 30,000,000 marks, of which
Count Willlam Bismarck and hig sister,
Countess Von Rantzau, get 1,000,000 marks
each, the remiainder going to Prince Herbert
Bismarck.
