The speech of the Mayor, which was a
speech and not the reading of an essay,
was listened to with the closest attention,
and was frequently applauded. His Wor-
ship's style and matter were alike nterest-
ing, and his declaration, in effect, that he
presided over a Council of brothers, whose
watchword was love and unity, gave re-
freshmemt and pleasure to all who listened
to him.

After that, when the Councll took up the
election of a Board of Control, they treat-
ed Ald. Graham, who was supposed to he
a favorite for office, as a man and a
brother, by dashing his fond an'ticipations
to earth, mever to rise again. Ald. Urqu-
hart got the same kindly and courteous
consideration.

The Mayor’s depunciation of the gambling
evll in/ the ety and its late attack upon
the integrity of the municipal government
produced a profound impression.

When the business of electing the Board
of Control had been disposed of, the Mayor
invited the Council, the city officials and
the press to a lunchéon at Webb’s.

In the seclection of chairmen of commit-
tees the hopes of more than one alderman
were cruelly dispelled.

The formal proceedings at the Pavilion
began shortly after 11 o’clock. The open-
ing prayer was said by Canon Welch of
§t. James’, a church which Mayor How-
land. has dlscovered, in historical connection
with the infancy of government in To-
ronto, was much as it was in the vestry
of St. James’ that the first vestrymen of
York were elected, together with the offi-
cials of the ecclesiastical parish which then
covered the town settlement.

HIS WORSHIP'S ADDRESS,

The Tax Rate, Public Ownership and
Gambling its Leading Features,

When Mayor Howland rose to ad¢rese
the Council he was receilved with applause
rom all parts of the house. He spoke as
follows :

GGentlemen of the Council and Corpora.
tion of ,the City of Toronto,—1 have the
honor to welcome you to the first meeting
of the Councll of 1901, the bheginning of
2 new century of the Christian Era,
congratulate each of my colleagues in the
government of the ¢ity upon his having
been chosen by the electors of his division
of our city, as one of the trustees, and the
high office reposed in him. I think that all
of my colleagues in the Council will think
it appropriate that I express in their name,
joining my ewn, our thanks to the elector-
ate who have sent us here as their repre-
sentatives and the custodians of their
tyust and confidence. We are, gentlemen,
commencing our duties, as I have gaid, at
the beginning of the new century, and
curiously and significantly there is now ap-
parently one of those tides in the affairs
of men passing over this city
which has caused the - people to re-
cognize, and send us, I am satisfied, to
recogpize, that we are indeed finishing
with an old era and entering upon a new
one,

Proud of the Couneil.
I am extremely gratified by the body of

gentiémen who are assembled around me, |

to assist in conducting the affalrs of this
great and still groying city, I am par-
ticularly rejoiced that, from my individual
Meeting with every member of the new
Council-I am satisfied and assured by each

and all—that ‘they enter upon their duties|

And honorable record for the new govern-
ment of this city,
agreement with each other, and all are de-|
termined to give me their hearty support in |

Gentlemen, it has been customary flor the
Mayor at the Inaugural meeting fo ad-
dress the Council with a message indicat-

them of those subjects which have been
in course of treatment by the former
Couneil, and which will have to be taken
up by this the succceding Council,
Verdict of the Electors,

But there Is another reason, gentlemen,
why 1 do not think l.t.approprlate to de-
liver anything that could be considered an
expression of policy. As I have said, the
late election was not so much, as far as
the Mayoralty was concerned, & selecti)n
of persons because of their popularity or
their merits as a determination by the
.public of Toronto upon an issue of policy
upon a program which was deliberately
submitted to them and which I believe was
deliberately endorsed, That program was
to the effect that the time had come to
recognize that the city of Toronto had
growh to such proportions that the gov-
ernment ought to correspond with—that it
ought to be developed into something re-
sembling—the government of a province,
handling as it does money exceeding any
entrusted to the treasurer of any of the
provinces. For that purpose it was
recognized that it should concen-
trate power and authority in a
kind of executive government, follow-
ing upon the powers and models already
supplied by the Municipal Act as it stands
to-day.

Council Favors Cabinet Idea.

I am happy to say that I find a complete
accord on the part of my new Council—a
very ‘cordial wish on their part—to give
ful] effect to that wish and determination
on the part of the electors. [Applause.]
I have sketched out these two apparently
practical steps toward that consummation:
First; that the Committee of the Whole,
which is the Council in its most businoss-
like and least formal aspect—in which fhe
form of bills and measures upon every ob-
ject of administration is sure to find the
fullest consideration before formal adop-
tion - at that sitting of the council—should
be presided over as the Committee of the
Whole is presided over in the province or
the Dominion, viz., by a permanent stand-
ing chairman. [Applause.] I think that
principle must have the full accord of the
Council, and will go a long way towards
giving dignity and businesslike charactar,

of the Council when doing its duty in Com-
mittee of the Whole.

Controllers as Cabinet Ministers.

The next step, and the most important
one in its character and results, is that the
members of the Board of Control, after
their election by the Counell, shall have
appointed to them severally the charge of
several departments of the city service, so
that each would act as a kind of presid-
ing officer in the Council, and ald the
Council with regard to a particular de-
partment by bﬂnging forward its measures
and itg information and being responsible
for it before the Councll, and, as one of
the Council, before the citizens. [Ap-
piause. ]

The next development—it {s not a change,
merely a development, a gystematization of
the present order and method—was that
the committees of Council which assist in
the management of any of these depart-
ments, or in duties which have felation
to them, should contain among theip mem-
bers that member of the Board of Coutrol
to whom that class of duty kad been as-
signed. I am glad to say that I have the
fufl currence of the members of Coun-
cil Individually in carrying out that prin-
ciple. [Applause.]

Form of a Political Government.

We may thus hope that from this time
forth—not perhaps in its perfect form, not
perhaps without lJeaving room for further
development as experience may require;
but still in a great measure and in princip'e
—we shall have the form given to the gov-
ercment of Toronto of a provincial or other
political government. There will thus be a
concentration of power in the communica-
tion of information, a saving of labor and
time; and, finally, responmsibility before
the people for the acts or omissions of the
year. [Applause.]

Now, gentlemen, my friends in the Coun-
cil being so unanimously in accord with
this principle, and it being understood that
the Board of Control to be elected this
morning Is to first assume these high func-
tions, and is to begin and be carried on
upon those principles, I think it would be
inappropriate for me singly to venture to
pronounce or predict what should be ~he

It will be the policy, as I may say, of a

Tax ‘Ra(e Shall Not Advance,

I think it Is expected of this Council that
they should take measures consistently to
secure that the tax rate of the City of
Toronto shall not advance beyond its pre-
sent point. [Loud applause.] 1 think
they will expect of us to undertake an in-
vestigation into the conduct, cost and ope-
ration of every department under the city
government, and see whether any economy
can be effected, whether any equalizations
are necessary, by which, possibly, the rate
as it now stands may even be reduced.
[ Applause.] I think that the citizens would

our tax rate first, and then clip and shape
out estimates to correspond with iy after-
wards.

Reception to the Soldiers.

The reception to the soldlers was com-
tinued to-night at the Drill Hall. Thou-
sands of people turned out. Major Williams
says : ‘At 1000 yards the Boers are capl-
‘tal shots, and actually beat the best British,
At 600 yards the Canadians and British
can knock them silly. Their artillery fire
was hot and well directed. They had the
best German, Russian and French officers
instructing them. Many of these were
captured, and among them, I have heard,
were a number of British who had been
engaged before the war broke out, and, of
course, had to stay with it. I can hardly
credit this, however. I  never saw any,
personally. The Canadians were not paid
as much by the Imperial Government ss
were the Cape Colony * and Australian
troops. These received $1.256 a day, while
ours were paid only the regular ‘Tommy’
rate of 1s. Of course, the Canadian Gov-
ernment gave 50c a day, but I intend to
bring this matter before the notice of the
authorities. The Canadian Government
used our men splendidly.”

MR BLATR HAS NOT CHANGED

Stands in the Same Old Place as
When the Kettle River Valley
Bill Was Up.

THE PEOPLE OF B.C. HAVE A RIGHT

To All {the Railway Connections
They Can Get—Coal Areas Practi-
cally Inexhaustible.

Montreal, Jan. 14.—(Special.)—Here 1s
Hon. A. G. Blair's position on the railway
question :

“As a member of the Rallway Committee
of the House of Commons, before which
such an application for a charter would
have to come, it would-be impossible for
me to express an opinion as to what course
| T would pursue with respect to any particu-
ilar bill until I heard all the particulars,
| pro and con, that would be urged for and
:ngalnst the application. Speaking general-
| ly, however, I stand to-day exactly where I
| stood when the Kettle River Valley Rall-
way bill was under discussion. The same
district was to be served by a rallway
south to the boundary, and I supported it
both in the House and in committee. I
said then, and I say now, that the people
of British Columbia have a perfect right
to have all the railway connections, north,
south or any other way, that they belleve
necessary to the rapld and complete de-
velopment of the resources of that Pro-
vince.

*“So far as the coal areas are concerned,
they are absolutely limitless, and contain
enough coal tossupply the whole world for
a century. That being the case, why
should we not sell coal in the United States,
as anywhere else we can?”’

FAITH IN CHRISTIAN SGIENCE.

Doctor Would Not Issue Burial
Certificate for a Young Woman
Who Died Last Night.

The ‘death of Margaret Cain, a young
woman, which occurred last night at her
home, 64 Shuter-street, will probably be
made the Subject of a police investigation

to-day.

All the circumstances leading up to the
death were laid before Coroner Spencer,
who will consult with Crown™ Attorney
Dewart this morning.

Friends, of the woman say her death was
accelerated -because she did not have pro-
per medical treament, she Deing a follower
of the Christian Sc'ence belief. According
to her father's statement, the deceased, in
March last, while conducting 2 millinery
establishment on East Queen-sfreét, show-
ed signs of failing health, and was com-
pelled - to give up the business. A few
months later, when her health Improved
scmewhat, she told her parents that she
was about to leave for Barrie, to take
charge of an extensive millinery manufac-
tery. Despite fhe wishes of her father,
she went, and, subseguently, he was sur
prised to learn that, instead of being in
charge of a business, she was living at the
home of a supposed Christian Scientist. The
young woman came to Toronto at Christ-
mas, but did not visit her parents. She
went to the residence of another supposed
@hristian Scientist, on Baldwin-street, and
every effort made by her parents to get
her to come to their home, proved futlle,
so firmly convinced  was the yéung woman
that she was recovering.

On Sunday, Jan. 6, Mr. Caln was sent
for, and, on Monday, Miss Cain was re-
moved to her home and there, it is said
despite the parents’ protests, the treatmen;
was continued.

Yesterday, Dr. A. J. McCallum of Jarvis-
street was summoned, and he remained at
the young woman’s bedside untll hes
death occurred, at 8 o’clock last night, The
physican declined, under the circumstances
to issue a burial certificate to H. J. Hum
phrey, the West Queen-street undertaker
and referred the whole matter to Coromer
Spencer. Deceased was 28 years of age
and #s survived by her parents’ and twc
sisters. Death was due to tuberculosis.
