UNCLE SAM COCKSURE.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier was quoted the
other day as having stated to a New
York newspaper man that the refusal
of the United States to arbitrate the
question of the Alaskan boundary is
a menace of open conflict between the
two countries. It is interesting to note
how at least a section of the American
press views this assertion. The New

York World says:

nly “question” is the question
wg:::%; g;le qRusso—Brltish treaty of
1825 means what it says. It states
that the line shall {ascend the Port-
land Channel” to the 56th parallel,
shall thence run along the summit o":’
the mountains ‘“parallel to the coast
to 141 west longitude, then foilow that
meridian to the “Frozen Ocean’”; but,
wherever the mountain summits are
more than ten marine leagues from th.e
coast, the boundary, in the treaty’s
exact words, ‘“shall be formed by a
line parallel to the ‘sinuosities’ of the
coast, and which shall never excced
the distance of ten marine leagues
therefrom.”

That is the boundary we bought
from Russia if 1867. There was no
“question” then, or for years after-
ward. Every map, British, Continent-
al, Canadian and American, agreed
practically upon the boundary. Even
the British Admiralty chart for the
use of the Royal Navy, corrected up
to April, 1898, showed the true bound-
ary. After the Klondike was discov-
ered, Great Britain tookK up the Cana-
dian claim to land within the 30-mile
strip.

That the United States has “nothing
to arbitrate” is not a ‘‘menace of open
conflict,” but a statement of fact. If
Canadian officials should invade Ver-
mont, open a custom house at Bur-
lington, and argue their right to the
northern half of the State, we should
reply that we had nothing to arbitrate;
but would that reply, or the invasion
that provoked it, be the real act of
aggression? .

Following this up, a Rochester paper
goes further, and says:

That is a good illustration of the
absurdity of the Canadian claims in
Alaska. They have, from the first,
constituted an impudent bluff, and

| London, June 20.—During the course
of the discussion of the navy estimates
in the House of Commons to-day, Rear
Admiral Lord Charles Beresford (Con-
servative) scathingly criticized the defi-
ciencies of the navy. He declared the
. whole admiralty system was rotten and
led to the great extravagance and the
general want of efficiency of the navy,
on which depended the existence of the
empire,

~ This was the judgment of all the
commissions of inquiry, and had been
proven to be a fact. Every increase
in the number of ships and every im-
provement in them had been the result
of outside agitation. As the result of
such agitation, the British Mediterran-
ean fleet was now a fourth stronger
than it was a year ago.

. It was remarkable, Lord Beresford
added, that both army and navy offi-
cers were compelled to threaten to re-
sign in order to get things righted.
Great Britain had only 20,000 naval
reserves, instead of the requisite 80,-
000, and the engine room departments
were thousands of men short. As to
armament, both the United States and
France possessed superior guns. Blund-
ers would continue until a separate
business board was appointed at the
admiralty and was made responsible
for the efficiency of the fleet. Treas-
,ury control was fatal to efficiency. As
an instance, the speaker pointed out
the case of Sir Willlam Vernon Har-
court (Liberal), who, when he was
Chancellor of the Exchequer, put his
