The reportéd landing of Japancse at
Poslet Bay, near Viadivo:toek, has not
yet been confirmed. This movement,
however, is considered not improbable.

The Army of Corea,

In all the discussions about Japan
and Russia in the far east which are
oceupying the attention of the world,
one Hhears ‘no mention of the Corean
army. Yet the Corean soldier is by no
means a bad-looking type. There are

120000 of them in’ the standing army,

8000 of them. in Seoul, BO0O cn tne
northern frontier, and the rest are
sciattéred thruout the ' country. ‘They
are clothed and equipped atter the
Japunese - fashion, ¥n  blue wumiforms,
boots, and ¢anvas leggings, but have

[in addition large padded cotton over-

coats and sheepskin collars. They are
well armed with 10,000 of the latest
pattern Jopanese -rifles, 10,000 Gras
rifles, and an equal number of an old-
er pattern Russian rifle. With the ex-
ception of constant parades and guard
work, they have had little training,
however, and the officers are without
military knowledge or experience.

In 1896 it was taken in hand by a
Russian colonel with three commission-
ed and ten non-commissioned officers,
who retired, howevér, in 1898. A royal
bodyguard of 1000 men was formed
and has been well drilled, and period!-
cually a draft of well-trained men is

transferred from it to the other regl- |

30 o'clock Kennedy entered the court=
room, walking directly to the prisoner's
box. The nerve-racking trial of the
week had begun fo tell on him. His
facé was pale and cireworn, yet he
steped briskly and with the usual erect
military bearing. His lips were tightly
drawn and he appeared ready for any
cmergency.

Mr. Justice Street  entered shortly
afterwards, the jury being already in
the box. The silence was intense.
Every person present realized that the
end of a dramatic frial was near. The
preliminary proceedings were quickly
dispensea with.

- “Gentlemen of the jury, have you ar-
nived at a verdict?” asked the cierk.

“Not guilty,” returned the foraman.

The confession of Samuel Thomp:on
of ballot stuffling in - sub-division 9,
Ward 4, for Controller Richardson, AlJd.
S. A. Jones and 8. W. Burns, in the
last elections, and of similar practices
in the ipterests of C. C. Robinson, Ald.
Hubbard' and 8. W, Burns, the year_
previous; the sudden termination of (he
investigation in the afternoon thru the
absence out of town of Ceorge Ma=-
guire apd a notice of motion to serve
a certiorari on Col. Denison. by counzel
for Maguire ‘and his poll clerk, W.

He admitted having stuffed the ballot
boxes for two years, but clung to his
former -statement, that it was not ths
régult of an understanding with any. of
the candidates, but merely the resuit of
“an insane fdea which got into bhis
head” No ome had ever glven him
anything for doing it, nor did he ever
€xpect to get any rémuneration for his
acts- B S

"I‘hn judge took  the bench at 10
chock. and Mr.Riddell at once called
Samuel Thompson to the witness stand,
In a weak voice he replied to the ques=
tions of the counsel for the city. Thomp-
son first-told of the ballot stuffing that
was done ih Ward 4 in his division this
year and thenm recounted the part he
had played jn a similar election in the
sam: division the previous year, The
idea of etuffing the ballot box oeccurred
to him last year for the first time. No
one had ever told him how it was: done.
It was an invention of his own, so
far as he kncw. Neither did he know
of anyone else who had ever done a
similar thing. He first thought of mark-
ing ballots this year about 10 o’clock
on the day of the elections. He did not
tell Durance of his echeme, and did not
think that Durnnce knew what was go-
ing on. 1In an effort to clear his brother
Thomeas,” Sam declared that what he
had done at the previous election was
not. known to his brother, who acted as
his poll clerk.. .He cast the .lballpts
when his brother was out ‘of the room.
