FISHERIES IN ONTARIO.

Ottawa, April 11.—The government 
will appoint a commission to investi­
gate the Georgian Bay fisheries. The 
subjects to be Inquired into' are the 
vexed questions of pound nets, sub­
merged trap-nets, seines and gill nets. 
The commission will consist of three 
commissioners.one a gill net fisherman, 
resident of the district, a representa­
tive fish merchant or buyer.and the 
commissioner of fisheries, who will act 
as chairman and represent the govern­
ment. The sittings of the commission 
will be held as follows: Thessalon, 
May 18: Spanish River, May 19; Mani- 
towaning. May 21; Kiliarney, May 25; 
Depot Harbor, May 27; Midland, May 
28; Owen Sound, May 5: Wiarton, May 
31. The commission will probably in­
vestigate and report upon the exten­
sion of the close season in the fall.
