Work of Diplomatists.

The diplomatists of Europe have lald
their plans in eold-blooded d'?:‘x!egm-d of two
fmportant factors—human nature and na-
tional sentiment: and in this unfortunate
line of conduet they have bheen encoura
by the overwhelming m:jority of the for-
elgn newspaper correspolidenis in Athens.
I lmpute no bad faith to the:c contlemen,
Some of them, to my personal knowledge,
bave pot had a free hand, and bave actun-
ally been admonished from headqguvarters to
say nothing nfulmn Turkey; not to write
too gravely of the situation, not to exdg-
gerate the imtensity of pnbli(: excitemeat,
and so forth. - But the result Is the same;
the foreign publi¢ is only just beginning to
understand that the Hellenie uprisimg is
something far beyond the control of the
Greek King or Government, even if the
King and Governntent ‘dared to make any
attempt at its suppression. It is wvot the
mlll‘rn}u of spasmodic agitation. It is a for-
midable growth fostered by years of bit-
ternesk. Kver since Greece was declared a
sovereign und independent kingdom by the
Second Protocol of London, in  the year
1820, Turkish misrule in Crete has been an
eyesore to her people, and Cretan troubles
have been a cruel drain on her resources,
Even the Mussulmans of Crete are largely
the descendants of lapsed Christians, who
embraced Islam - for wordly objects: but
the Cretan Christlans are bound to the
Greeks by every possible kinship of race,
language and religion,

4 Terrible Record,

For the seventh time, within about 30
years, thousands upon thousands of Cre
Christinns have flown for dear life and
honor to the shores of Greece—and it has
been once too often. A leading banker
in Athens bas assured me that the Greex
money subscribed during those 30 years for
the relief and protection of the Aretan
Christlans cannot possibly amount to less
than one and three-quarters milllon ster-
ling: a sufficiently formidable tax upon a
poor country. But there is much more than
finance In question. The repeated spec-
tacle of the awful sufferings of these refu-
gees, and the tales of horror that they tell,
have wrought up the” Greeks to a frenzied
anger. At this moment there are no less
than 16,000 or 17,000 refugees dependent
on echarity for their .daily bread, and I
ecannot too strongly commend their saq
ease to all Christian hearts. At the Invi-
tation of Mme. Schilemann, one of the fore-
most among the members of the ladies”
committees that are doing such noble worx
in this direction, I inspected ten of the
refuge houses at the Piraews. When you
have seen onme you have seen all. Eacn
refuge conslsts of a large school, barrack
or other public bullding, cleared for ine
reception of the vietims. At the time ¥
saw them their condition was sad. enougi,
and many of the woinen still wept bitter-
Iy as they spoke of their ruined homesteags.
Diplomatists are too deeply enga in their |
ﬂ!l.c.j'm' and In their mutual jealousies and
llfd'!;.'m-s to take stock of such c¢ommon-
picce facts. Humanity Is not high state-
craft. Among other shameless devices ad-
opted against the Greeks was the .deliber-
ate lie, circalated all over Berlin a coupie
of . days ago, that Germans had been 111
used in Athens.
