DISCUSSEDFOR THO HOURS
PROFESSOR'S APPOINTHENT

But Amendment Opposing Rev. I.-G.
Mathews to McMaster Vacancy
Was Finally Defeated.

The Baptist convention of Ontario
and Quebec began its sessions at the
Jarvis-street Baptist Church Monday
evening, and is now in full swing. Over
400 delegates from both provinces are
present, and considerable interest is be-
ing taken in the meetings by local
friends of the church. The convention
continues until Friday. Hon. J ohn Dry-
den was elected president at Monday
night’'s meeting, at which was heard
an address of the retiring president,
Rev. W. J. McKay. A two hour dis-
cussion took place yesterday afternoon
regarding the appointment of a new
professor of Heprew at McMaster Uni-
versity.

At yesterday morning’s session there
was considerable discussion regarding
ministerial superannuation funds. It
was found by the report to be in a
rather weak rinancial condition. Rev.
J. B. Kennedy, M.A., complained that
the churches did not provide salaries
for old age maintenance. It was not
charity but justice that the ministers
should receive from such a fund. “If
the churches do not give the ministers
living salaries,” he said, -‘they should
retire from the work.” A resolution was
passed increasing the capital account to
$100,000 and the annuity of a disabled
mihister to $500 per annum.

Rev. T. B. Brown of Sherbrooke, Que-
bec, presented the report of the Grande
Ligne Mission. Tho increasing in many
ways, the work in Quebec was met with
obstacles such as the opposition of the
priests, The work was accomplishing
good, in .that it stimulated the priest-
hood to their duty. In the Feller Insti-
tute there were seventy-seven conver-
gions, thirty-four of whom were bap-
tized in the Grande Ligne Church. There
were in the institution seventy-one
girls and 120 boys boarding and sixteen
day pupils.

A  delegate objected to the Quebec
people being called “French.” They pre-
ferred to be called what they wers,
namely, “French-Canadians.”

Rev. Mr. Kennedy referred to the re-
cent visit of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, “that
distinguished French-Canadian.” He
(3ir Wilfrid) had portrayed Canada’'s
great future in the twentieth century.
Whether there would be a majority of
French or English depended much
upon the Grande Ligne Mission. The
French were gradually creeping up the
€:. Lawrence. Would they be Catholic
or Protestant was the question. It was
the duty of the Baptists to teach them
thru the New Testament and to make
them Canadians first and ~Catholics
after.

Routine Broken.

The placid routine of the convention
was awakened at the afternoon ses-
sion, when almost the whole afternoon
was taken up in a discussion regarding
the appointment of a ‘successor to the
late Prof. Daniel Morse Welton in the
chair of Hebrew and Old Testament
exegesis at McMaster. The educational
report, read by Rev. Chancellor Wal-
