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see her married daughter who lived in a cottage
a few yards distant, and had been confined that
morning; she was brought back immediately, but
soon after expired, leaving a helpless babe threc
days old. The other children were variously
disposed of among the neighbours aad country
people, and the infant was put to nurse at the
charge of this Society.

From this short statement, it is certainly mani-
fest that very few charities are more useful than
this, and that much substantial good is done at a
very small expense. It possesses this advantage
over all other benevolent institutions, that it never
pteps in but ata moment of great and immediate
distress, and is therefore certain of conferring
pome benefit. This refleetion, so pleasing and
lelightful to all the Subscribers, encourages the
[fovernesses to hope that some who have fallen

itherto ignorant of its claim to public favour,
ill hasten to support it.
