LORD JOMN RUSAELL'S ADDRESS TO THE ELECTORS OF
1B CITY OF LONDON.

Gentlemen—I request vou to accept my sincere
and hearty thanks for the honor you have conferred
npon me, by electing me one of your represcutatives
in the Commons’ House of Parliament.

1 should have made this acknowledgement at an
enrlier period had I not been desirous of explaining to
you the course which the general state of the returns
will muke it my duty to pursue.

In orier to do this the more clearly, I must refer to
some past events. x

In the early part of lust year, when a resolution
declaring a want of confidence in the Government
was brought forward, 1 distinctly announced the in-
tention of proposing additional taxes to meet the in-
crensed expenditure of the country.

In the present year, so socn ss the estimates had
been completed, and the probable nmount of the re-
venue could be calculated, Her Majesty’s Ministers
took into their serious consideration the disparity
which still existed between the income of the country
and the cost of its estublishments.

We found that the new taxes were not sufficient to
supply the defieiency.

We were ofopinion that we could not, with due re-
gord to the honour and sufety of the nation, reduce its
naval and military forces.

But, upon acareful view of our commercial imposts,
we came to the conclusion, that hy removing prohi-
bitione, and lessening restrictions, it wus possible to
replenish the Treasury, and, at the same time, to se-
cure to the working classes a greater command of the
necessnries of life at steady and moderate prices.

ed to restore the balance. As no Ministers of the
Crown enn stund without the confideuce of the House
of Commoans, our retirement from office will immedi-
ntely follow the condemnation of our policy. In this
alterad positionit will be i i t with my notions
of pablic duty to harrass the Government of the day
by vexatious opposition ; still less to deny to the
Crown the means of maintaining the reputation of the
country abroad and internal quiet at home.

But when the great principles of religious, civil, and
commercial liberty come into the question, those prin-
ciples must be firmly and fearlessly supported. W hat-
ever parly may be in power, they are so inseparably
comnected with the progress of society, that, although
the country may doubt, may pause, may ponder, it
will examine, discuss, and finully adopt them.

But
truth triumphed over them, and will again.—Return.
ed to office, they may adopt our measures and submit
to the influence of renson ; or, if they refuse to do so,
they will be obliged 10 relinquish power, and the mo-
nopoly of trade will share the fate of religious intole-
rance aad political exclusion.

But for the attainment of this object it is necessary
to be vigilant and united: to oppose zeal to zeal ; to
wateh minute details as well as to maintain great
principles; in short, to exert, for a great and salutary
end, the same untiring activity which has been exhi-
bited in & more guestionable cause.

As we dv not distrust the justice of the measures
we have propesed, let not temporary failure cheek
our perseverance,

I am well aware, indecd, that in the city of Lon-
don, and in some other places, great exertions have
heen made and lurge sacrifices incurred in bLehalf of
this cause. Nor can I conclude without again ex-
pressing my grateful sense of the support I have receiv-
ed in the late unexpected and, in many respects, un-
exampled tontest.

STATE OF TRADE.—Owing to the continued and
unexampled depression in Manchester and the whole
cotton district, the demand for cotton in Liverpool
lust week was very limited, und prices declined con-
siderably.

The Liverpool Cotton Market was heavy
throughout the week closing July 30; the
sules amounting to 20,220 bales, including
2500 American for exp rtation.  On the 24
Aug. there were 3000 bales sold at steady
prices.

Trade in Manchester.—~The heavy continental
bankruptcies and extensive fuilures at Paieley, where
0 less thun 13 houses were said 1o have stopped to
un amount, collectively, of £300,000, caused a deep
depression last week in the Manchester murker.
Yaurns and goods were both depressed in price, aund
very few sules could be made even ut the lowest rates.

Leens.—We have again had very dull
markets at our cloth-halls, the little business
that has been done being in goods of low
qualities in cloths, beavers, aund pilot cloths,
for the winter trade, but at uusatirfactory
prices 3 notwithstanding this state of things,
the stock of goods in the cloth-halls is ex-
ceedingly small, aud the manufacturers
generally continue to act upon the policy of
making scarcely half the quantity of goods
they have been in the habit of doing at this
season. i

Accounts from Paisley, in Renfrewshire, anniounce
w run of failures among manufacturers in the West of
Scotlend. They are principally attributed to the
stoppage of the trade with America; to the gencral
emburrassment of this country ; and to the excessive
facility with which the Scotch banks afford monied
assistance to speculators, and the consequent over-
rrading.— London paper.

Trade of Paisley.—A wmore gloomy week than !
the one which this day closes haa not been experienced
by this community for many years. In addition to
the evils created by a large and growing number of
unemployed operatives, several failures are reported
of houses engaged in, or connected with, our local
manufuctures. The effects of these being much
ramified, the stagnation already prevailing is inicreased,
and confidence shrinks even where there is perhaps
to real ground for distrust. Ruwmour, like the mes-
senger of bad tidings, multiplies and magnifies those
evils, which, protrayed by the sober pencil of truth
alone, are sufficiently depressing. Our commercial
prospects at the present moment are certainly very
desponding, and the despondency ix deepened by the
kuowledge that so many of our distressed townsmen
are wholly out of employment, and are in more thun
ordinary want of pecuniary assistance, to ward off
the positive calamity of impending starvation.—
Paisley Advertiser.
